TTie process of textbook selec­
tion, from request for bids from 
interested publishers to the deli­
very of the new book to t h e  
pupil, consumes annually about 
15 months. May of one year until 
September In the year following.

Interested members of the pub­
lic may also examine the books 
at the same time so that in Sep­
tember, twelve months before book 
deliverx', the Committee meet.s to 
hear all objections to any books 
offered for adoption.

In O:<ober, the State Textbook 
Committee recommends titles of 
books from those offered. The 
number of titles may not be less 
than two nor more than five, a 
variation determined by quality 
and quantity of b<x)ks offered. 
This Committee then submits its 
report to the Commissioner of 
Education. Tlie Commissioner may 
delete any title from the list, but 
he cannot add a new title or titles. 
Hearings with interested individ­

uals or groups continue until No­
vember.

In November, the State Beiard 
of Education takes official action 
on the list of books recom.mended 
by the Commissioner who is guid­
ed in his actions by the recom­
mendations of the State Text­
book Committee and its advisers.

Local textbook committees may 
now adopt one or all of the titles 
offered m each subject and new 
textbooks will be printed in ac­
cordance with their selections

US Department of Agriculture 
says.

Insjvections begun in mid-Jan­
uary have uncovered scTewworm 
Infestation in livestock in thirty 
southern Texas ,1'ounties Finding 
these destructive pests over-wint­
ering farther north than was an­
ticipated has accelerated the pace 
of eradication efforts. Temporary 
sterile-fly production f.vcilities at 
Kerrville are being enlarged and 
a pennaner.t stcrile-fly "factory" 
is under construction near Mis­
sion. Inspection and treatment of 
animals within aiul entering the 
erad'.t'.ation area have been in­
tensified.

Es.sential for eradication arc «1* 
production and air di.spersal of 
st'xually sterile screw worm flies. 
(2t establishment of a r.y-free 
barrier along the Mexican-Texas

zones.
Screwworm flics are reared by 

the millions in an aritfloial med­
ium and made sexually stenic by 
radioactive cobalt They are re­
leased by ainilane over screwworm 
infested areas The sterile male 
r.ies mate with native female flies, 
which then produce eggs that do 
not hatch. Thas the species is 
eventually wiped out. In 1958- 
59. this technique eradicated the 
stTewworm from Florida, where 
they over-wintered and annually 
moved northward to infe.st live­
stock in the southeastern states

Air release of sterile faes pro­
duced at Kerrville began Febniary 
14 Ten million a week are be­
ing airdrojoped in the pe.sfs over- 
wirtering area in southern Tex­
as. Present farilities for rearing 
and sterlizing Ties at Kerrville 
w ill be doubled when a new temp­
orary building competed Con­
struction began in February.

Buildings at the foimer Moore 
A;r Force B;vse near Mi.ssion. in 
the Lower Rio Grande Valley, are 
being remodeled into a joermanent 
headquarters for the eradication 
effort Construction of these faci­
lities has been accelarated. and 
they are expected to be re.idy by 
July 1 to prcduc« 50 to 75 million 
•sterile f.ies a week.

Florida is making avai’-able the 
state-owmed equipment u.sed to 
produce flies for the successful e- 
radication of screwworms from 
the Southeast ARS equipment 
will also be transferred from the 
Florida area to Mission and t h e  
Florida plant will be closed. Pro­
duction of flies at Kerrville will 
be discontinued when the Mi.ssion 
facilities are open.

.Agricultural Rcsrarch Service
