FE€T CAME SHOT IN CRANE, TEX.

RUTHERFORD HITS BACK 
AT PUBLISHED REPORT

ED. The foUowinr i> the com­
plete text of a statement receiv­
ed last aeek from Congressman 
J. T. Rutherford, which time nor 
space permitted publishing in full 
at that date.

The Odc.s.sa new.spaper, which 
has a record of opposing me for 
public olfice. has made Insinuat- 
tions nete.s.sitating my making a 
dii.'laration of facts as to recent 
developments and attendant rum­
ors stemming from the unfortun­
ate situation involving Mr. Billie 
Sol Estes of Pecos.

••Tlrus statement is not intend­
ed as a reflection against Mr. 
Estes, nor should it be construed 
as any indication of his guilt in 
conneirtion w i t h  recently-filed 
charges. I simply do not know e- 
nough of the facts, or about his 
business, to render such Judg­
ment. I hold with the traditional 
American comcept that a man is 
Innocent until proven otherwise by 
due judicial procedures.

“I would not for the world 
grieve Mr. Estes, his fine family 
or friends at a time when they 
live with personal heart-ache. But 
due to the intentionally-destorted 
report of my comments to an O- 
dcssa newspaper reporter— who 
telephoned me under a fictitious 
name—I feel compeLed to make 
a statement representing t h e  
true facts.

"I am not now, nor have I ever 
been, a stockholder, investor, par­
tner to any degree, or interested 
in any way—directly or indirect­
ly—in Mr. Estes' various enter­
prises. While I have known o f 
him for a number of years and 
knew him ca.sually for a lesser 
period. I did not actually become 
perso.'.ally a.quainted wiiii imu 
until within the last year. I have 
since enjoyed a friendly associ­
ation with him and found him 
to be gentlemanly and honorable 
in his contacts with me. I have 
made appointments for Mr. Estes 
and has associates with various 
officials here in Washington, just 
as I have for many other West 
Texans .seeking the services of 
my offices.

"Mr. Estes has visited my of­
fice some four or five times, and 
I have been his guests a t two 
public dhiners in Washington. 
Last fall, during a day-long visit 
to Pecos, Mrs. Rutherford and I 
were extended the use of his guest 
house for the purpose of chang­
ing ciothes and for a brief rest. 
Both Mr. and Mrs. Estes were out 
of the city a t the time.

"The first, and only major, re­
quest Mr. Estes made of me was 
to ask tha t I write State Depart­
ment officials In behalf of get­
ting missionaries, from the church 
denomination to which he belongs, 
recognized In a foreign country. 
I did this, and afterwards M r. 
Estes wrote a personal letter to  
many of his ¡^urch friends in  
which he recognized my efforts 
in promoting full religious free­
dom.

"On the few occasions that I 
have been around Mr. Estes emd

his lovely wife. I found them to 
be friendly, warm people and tlieir 
conduct was a t all times proper. 
He has never made an im p re^r 
request, or any request that w’ould 
border on the improper, of me.

"At times like this, rumors run 
rampant, charges are made, gos­
sip thrives and whisper campaigns 
are bom. These tactics serve no 
useful purpose, however, and the 
record is easily checked

"I always regret to see .nnv hu­
man in personal distress. To m.y 
m.ind. nothing is lower than those 
perions who will prey on such 
human misfortune for political 
gain.
