Time to Treat Trees 
For Pesky Borers

Although game meal ia (Dfler* 
ent in t avor from domestic meat, 
it can be palatable and nutri­
tious. Wild game should be (\x>k* 
ed according to tne type of cut 
and age of the animal. For tend­
er cuts, such as loin and should­
er, use dr>- heat; season the meat 
with salt and pepper and place 
on a rack in an ur.cotered pan. 
fat side up Do not add water 
and no not cover. Extra fat such 
as bacon, may be added to veni­
son. Roast in a sIo«’ oven. 300 
to 325 degrres F.. allowing 25 to 
30 minutes per pound If the 
meat is frozen, a longer time mdU 
be needed for looking

Young and tender game is  
best cooked by dr>- heat such as 
roa.stmg. broiling, pan - iroiling 
and frying Dry heat preserves 
flavor and insures tendeme.ss 
Basting adth additional fat may 
be neces.«iar>’ if the meat is lean.

Old and le.vs tender game is 
best when cooked by moist heat 
such as braising, stewing a n d  
simmering Swiss .steaks and pot 
roasts are cooked by braising Add 
a small amount o f liquid to thr 
meat which is cooked in a cover­
ed container Stews. fricas.ses and 
boiled game are preparea b y  
simmering <not at boiling point) 
in hot liquid which partially or 
ctompletely covers the meat With 
moisture, the high temperatures 
necessary to soften thp connec­
tive tissues can be obtained.

When frying game meat, first 
heat the frying pan until it Is 
.sizzling hot Brown both sides of 
the meat, turning only once Sea­
son when ready to turn For 
thick steaks or chops, rgduce heat 
after browning to finish cooking 
Insert a ratk under the meat to 
prevent over-cooking the meat 
next to the pan

II you have noticed wax oi gum 
oozing from the trunk of your 
peach trees they are probably in­
fested with peach tree borers

addition of suet or butter when 
roasting, broilmg or frying The 
characteristic flavor is concentra­
ted largely in the fat and the 
remcnal o f the bulk o f the fat 
wiL make it less "gamey."

and now is the time to control 
these pests.

'Hie insects damage the trees 
(from about a foot abo\e t h e  
ground to three or four Inches 
below’ it.

Treatment of the peach tree 
b o r e r s  is Paradlchlorobenzene 
crystals appliel to the infested 
trees between October 20 a n d  
November 15. All weelcs a n d  
grass should be remcned f r o m  
around the tree trunk for about 
a fcx)t and the PDB crystals put 
in a circular band around t h e  
tree about two inches from the 
trunk

A mound o f dirt six inches high 
.should then be packed against 
the tree without allowing t h e  
crystals to touch the tree ^  they 
will harm it If they do. Leave 
the mounds until spring, then lev­
el them back to the original les-el 
of the ground.

Two to three year old trees re­
quire about one-half ounce of P- 
DB iTystals per tree, and four 
to five year ctd trees need about 
three-quarter ounces per tree. A 
mature tree requires 1 ounce of 
crystals per tree

calls for use of moth cake con­
taining the formula PBD (Para- 
dictilorobenzeno. First step is to 
dig a trench approximately three 
inches deep around the tree ami 
then crumble the moth cake, or 
•sprinkle i»wdered form, into the 
trench. Cover with dirt and wait 
three or four day.s. then water 
heavily.

This should be done iiefore the 
first freeze and will give the tree 
a better chance to come out nex* 
spring.
