Prices Look Good 
For Sheep & Lambs 
For Rest of 1965

Cowity Agent, Upton County

It appears that there is a fav­
orable outlook for sheep and for 
lanybs the rest of 1963. Prices re­
ceived by producers will probably 
average higher than last year fcr 
the .same period.

There are several reasotts for 
thu> farorable outlook.

Smaller slaughter supplies will 
help to keep prices above those 
of last year. The number of sheep 
and lambs on farms January 1. 
1965. declined to 26 7 millton head, 
1.3 million below a year earlier 
and the smallest number since re­
cords were begun In 1867. This Is 
the fifth consecutive year that 
numbers dealned.

The 1965 lamb crop Is expect­
ed to be down 3 to 4 pencent from 
a year earlier becau.se of the 4 
percent reduction In ewes one .vear 
old and older.

Slaughter of slieep and lambs 
will not likely be reduced enough 
this year to prevent a further de­
cline in sheep numbers on Jan. 
uary 1. 1966.

The number of sheep and of 
lambs on feed on M.irch 1, 1965, 
in the seven major feeding .states 
was 16 percent below a year ear­
lier. However. Texas showed an 
Increase of 19 percent over March 
1 of Cast year. Many lambs in  
Texas were put on faed after 
January I, 1965, when grazing 
conditions improved on the small 
grain fields.
