The oltice of County .\tlorney is of im­
portance to the citizens of any county. Such 
office i.s lesponsible for filing complaints, 
both misdemeanor and felony, and also, for 
compiainls m .luvenile Court. Once a com­
plaint is filed, it generally becomes a part 
of the permanent record of the individual. 
■\lthough. It may have later been dismissed 
because of lack of evidence or acquittal 
upon trial. The record I’m referring to is 
tlie one kept in -Austin and Wa.shington. 
When iiivestigaling any person, a request 
is sent to .Austin and Washington for his 
record 'i he record, when received by the 
officers, is generally called a rap sheet. It 
will show all charges filed. If convictions 
resulted, it will so state, otherwise, no com­
ment.
