There they plan to start 
walking again, passing through 
Paris, Vienna, and Warsaw on 
(heir way to Moecov'.

The group left Sen Fran­
cisco on Dec. 1, 1960 and hope 
to finish their trip In the late 
fall of this year. They plan to 
walk 25 miles per day, and 
were about one day ahead of 
schedule when the> passed 
through Frlona.

Literature distributed by die 
walkers state that they are 
pacifists seeking support for 
their plan of non-violent re­
sistance to threats of agres­
sion.

Individuals walking through 
this area said they would picket 
military Installations along the 
way since they believe that 
American participation in the 
arms race with Russia will lead 
both countries and the entire 
world to complete distructlon.

The walkers participate In 
teams of no fewer than five 
persons. Advance agents for the 
organization attempt to rally 
support for the project along the 
walk route and also lodging. 
When no lodging Is secured, the 
group camps out. They were 
camped for two nights In the 
roadside park Just east of F r l­
ona City Lim its last week.

Fertilizer dealers throughout 
the county are cooperating with 
the county agent, Joe Jones, 
in assisting farmers with tak­
ing these soil samples and s soil­
ing them off to the testing sta­
tion.

The cost for having each soil 
sample analy ze 1 is $2 and f< trm- 
ers can »’et them back v ithin 
a week’ s time. Kits for send­
ing off these samples c in f«e 
obtained from any fertilizer 
dealer or the county teem.

Because planting time for 
cotton and grain aorgtiuii. Will
be coming up in the near future, 
right now is the time to take 
those soil samples from every 
field and send them off for an 
analysis, Jones says.

The soil testing laboratory 
will take these soil tests, alone 
with the history of the land and 
the crop the farmer will plant 
this year, and make fertilizer 
recommendations.

Many times these recom­
mendations are similar to what 
the farmer was already plan­
ning in the way of fertilizer 
applications, but some times 
they are not.

That’ s why it is beneficial 
to the farmer to have the soil 
tests made. "An ample supply 
of plant food in the proper bal­
ance is the key to maximum 
production at the lowest cost," 
Jones says.

Since the growing crop will 
Iruw Its total plant food from 
the soil and from added fe r ­
tilizer, these two sources m st 
be combined or matched so as 
to give the plant just what it 
needs, he points out.

Soils vary in the amounts 
of plant food they will furnish, 
and only a soli test will tell 
how much. \Mth this in­
formation, the amounts and 
types of fertilizer needed can 
be determined.

Never has it l>een so impor­
tant that every possible effort 
be made to produce higher 
yields, the county agent says, 
and farmers can increase their 
incomes very substantially by 
following a program of soil 
testing and improved fertiliza­
tion.

When you consider that the 
farm Income in F’armer County 
last year was nearly S40 m il­
lion, it ’ s easy to see how Im­
portant a scientific approach 
to every phase of farming Is, 
Jones explains.

" I f  you increase farm in­
come by five per .ent, that’ s 
\2 million,** the agent says.

Soil testing is only one phase 
of the four-point program being 
emphasized in the county, but 
it is the corner stone on which 
a farmer can plan his fe rtili­
zation program.

• Rher phases of the program 
are water management, e ffi­
cient production, and quality 
harvesting and marketmg--all 
of which lead to increased 
yields and higher profits.

And, that’ s the whole purpose 
of the fertility program.

It is one in which agricultural 
experts believe will help the 
farmer In every respect.

top growth is returned to the 
soil. About two-thirds of the 
total nitrogen In the plant is 
found in their top growth, and 
the remaining one-third in the 
roots.

With this information at hand, 
U is readily apparent that if the 
top growth is removed as hay 
or grass silage and not returned 
to the land as ‘ green manure/’ 
there will be no detectable 
change in the nitrogen content 
of the soil.

The importance of nitrogen can 
be determined by know ing how a 
deficincy or excess of nitrogen 
affects a plant.

A deficiency of nitrogen can 
be detected readily by watch­
ing for these symptons: plants 
dwarfed, extremely poor veget­
ative growth with delayed fruit­
ing, leaves a pale turning yellow 
then brown and finally falling 
off, due to fact that nitrogen 
moves out of leaves up to 
younger tissues developing.

An excess of nitrogen can 
be detected by’ watching for 
these symptons: rank growth 
characterized by plant being 
very juicy, leaves have a deep 
green color, tissue of leaves 
is thin and soft, stem tissue 
rather weak, causing plants to 
fall over and due to fact that 
plants are very juicy In nature 
when a dry moisture condition 
exist, plant w ilts quickly.

A false assumption that many 
farmers make is that the so

called "burnt spots" they ob­
serve in their fields are caused 
from too much fertilizer. This 
is partially true but only ten 
percent of the "burnt *potsr‘ 
are caused from excessive fert­
ilizer while ninety percent sre * 
caused from lack of fe r t i l iz e r . I1 

The beat thing for any farm ­
er to do la to take soil samples 
at various places on his land, 
mix these samples together, 
then send to the nearest soil 
testing station for a complete 
fertilizer analysis.

Di MONSTR A TING HOW to take a soil sample is Parmer 
County Vent Joe Jones Three ways a person can take the 
tests are with the probe, belnc demonstrated here, a shovel, 
or an auger. The important thing in taking samples, Jones 
points out. Is getting a composite sample of a complete field. 
Hus is done by taking from 10 to 15 samples by zig-zagging 
across the field and placing oach sample into a clean container. 
The samples are* taken from the top of the soil to about 
six or eight inches in depth. All of the samples from each 
prolte are mixed thoroughly and then a small quantity is 
shipped to the testing station. It is important that no cigarette 
ashes or other foreign matter get Into the soil samples. 
Instructions on taking simples can be obtained from the 
county agent or any fertiliser dealer in the county.

Several demonstration plots 
.ire planned In Parmer County 
this year to compare results 
of grain sorghum and cot4n 
crops where soil test recom­
mendations were used, with 
crops where previously-deter­
mined amounts of fertilizer 
were applied.

Parmer County Agent Joe 
Jones says he hopes there will 
be about 20 demonstration plots 
of both cotton and m fo  so that 
farmers can see just what the 
soil tests will <Jo.

Plants have appetites just as 
you and farm animals do. Hut, 
unfortunately, plants can’ t vary 
their available foods at will to 
match their appetites for a 
balanced diet, says Parmei 
County Agent Joe Jones,

This is where you, as an 
alert farmer, can enter the 
picture.

You don't have to wait until 
your crops show ring-streaked, 
speckled, spotted signs and 
blotchy discoloration. You can 
get help beforehand by having a 
soil test made to detect nutrient 
deficiencies even before you 
plant your crops.

Jones says that a soil test 
will help you to determine how 
much and what kind of each 
fertilizer element you should 
add to produce a heavy, healthy 
yield of any crop.

The county agent explains 
that many crops in the county- 
are forced into "over-eating" 
certain elements but are on a 
starvation diet for other nu­
trients needed to furnish them 
health and steady Growth.

He emphasizes that a major 
soil fertility problem in the 
county is an unbalanced supply

Know Your
Nitrogen

Mow important is nitrogen 
in normal plant growth and 
development? This Is a question 
many farmers face today In de­
ckling how much fertilizer and 
what kind they should apply.

Nitrogen is a colorless, taste­
less, odorless gaseous chemi­
cal element formlm, nearly 
four-fifths of the atmosphere: 
it is a component of all living 
things.

Nitrogen for plants can he 
obtained from two sources; the 
soil and the air. S'ost of the 
plants cannot use the vast 
amounts of free nltvocen in the 
air therefore, they have to get

their required supply from the 
soil. For nitrogen to be stored 
In the soil it must be trans­
ferred from ths air to the soil 
by a process known to the farm­
er as nitrogen-fixation. This is 
simply a bacteria that handles 
the process. There are two 
kinds of nitrogen fixing 
bacteria: those that live on the 
roots of plants and those that 
live free in the soil.

Nitrogen-fixing bacteria take 
the nitrogen directly from the 
sir, combine It with hydrogen 
and use this combination in 
building proteins. The root- 
dwelling type thrive only in 
the roots of leguminous plants 
like alfalfa, clover, beans, and 
peas.

Hut they fix more nltroeen 
than these plants require; so the 
surplus Is stored In the roots 
and passes Into the soil when 
the plants are harvested ordie. 
That is why leyuminous crops 
are said to enrich the soil 
In which they grow. Many wild 
plants die and give Iwok their 
nitro en to the soil where they 
’ rew. But our harvest are con­
tinually taking It away with­
out return.

That is one of the reasons 
why we as farmers must use 
fertilizers. Research results 
indicate clearly that the nitro­
gen content is not increased 
appreciably, if at all, by grow­
ing these legumes eventhough 
tilery are Inoculated, unless the

The walkers participate In 
teams of no fewer than five 
persons.

Most of those persons running have pretty 
well established backgrounds so that they 
will already appeal to certain groups and not 
appeal to others. But there Is a great deal 
of overlapping.
SJWhlle candidate Bill Blakley will no doubt 
become the champion of the conservative 
Democrats, and Maurey Maverick will get 
the votes of the liberal Democrats there Is 
more than one moderate that will appeal 
to many.

Will Wilson and Jim Wright are two such 
men.

The Republicans have their candidate In 
the race In the person of John Tower who 
made a strong showing against Lyndon John­
son In the regular election.

There are several factors to be considered 
In the selection of a senator. The liberals 
think the most Important thing Is to get 
a man elected that will help President ICen- 
nedy*s big spending programs as much as

possible. Most liberals only fit that name 
when lt» comes to spending the taxpayers' 
money.

The conservatives think someone should 
be elected who will try to head off the 
"new fron tier" proposals of the new adminis­
tration. The moderates are those who can 
tolerate some of the proposals of the Kennedy 
administration but are Interested mostly In 
getting a man to Washington who can do the 
most good for this area, this state and most 
of all this country.

The moderates may not win this election. 
It appears from this point that the 
conservatives may stand a second best 
chance, but with so many candidates In the 
race, the factions and groups may split so 
unevenly that even one of the minor can­
didates could get In. This would be a polit­
ical "accident" that would rival Lyndon John­
son's first election In infamy in Texas 
politics.

Sprinkler Irrigation la not only 
good for Irrigating the steep 
or sandy land but It is also e f­
fective on tighter and level 
land.

The objective of irrigation is 
to apply water at a uniform 
rate over area In order to get 
the most effective use of what 
water you have. A sprinkler 
Irrigation system properly de­
signed and operated will give an 
even application of water no 
faster than the soil will take It 
up and will eliminate waste of 
soil and water by run-off.

With proper design one can 
Irrigate more acres properly 
with the same amount of water 
over the furrow type Irrigation 
being used now using the same 
amount of water.

The sprinkler Is a very' 
versatile type of Irrigation 
since it can be used on most 
soils and on the steeper slopes.

HD Agent’s Gossip
BY MISS ETTIE MUSIL

Now is the time for all rose 
growers to come to the aid of 
their rose bushes. That is, if 
they need pruning. Early spring 
is the best time of the year to 
prune roses. The kind and 
amount of pruning to be done 
varies with the types and va­
rieties of roses.

On hybrid tea and flonbunda 
roses pruning should be done to 
cut out dead wood. Sometimes 
weak and splndley canes or 
stems need to be removed to 
allow stronger stems to iwcome 
stronger or new stems to form 
and grow.

To shape a more attractive 
rose bush you may prune all 
good stems or canes to about 
24 Inches from the grounds. Of 
course, you don’t want to cut 
all canes across like a table. 
This shape would not show a 
natural appearance.

Proper pruning should always 
be practiced for producing the 
greatest number of flowers. 
Don’ t just cut to be cutting the 
stems. Always cut about one- 
half inch above a leaf bud. If 
you wish the bush to grow out­
ward, cut the stem above the 
leaf bud on the outside of the 
stem When the leaf or stem be­
gins to grow it will bush out­
ward. Naturally, cutting the 
stem above a bud, on the inside 
of the bush will force the bush 
to appear bushier.

Wall Surface
Materials
Studied
Anyone planning to build a 

new home or renovate their 
old one would do well to spend 
the few minutes necessary to 
read a recent publication of 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station. This publi­
cation is a report of studies 
conducted to determine the 
scrub-resistance character­
istics of kitchen and bathroom 
wall-surfacing materials.

As every housewife knows, 
the walls of the kitchen and 
bathroom require much more 
cleaning than do other walls in 
the home. Because these walls 
are subjected to extra harsh 
treatment, it is wise to use 
coverings that are resistant 
to damage. Use of the proper 
covering in the first place can 
save unnecessary expenses for 
replacement or repairs later 
on.

In the tests, ten different 
types of wall-surfacing ma­
terials were scrubbed with 
three fam iliar brands of wash­
ing powder. To insure uni­
formity, the tests were made 
with a scrubbing machine. The 
cleansing powders used were 
non-abrasive, mild abrasive 
and moderately strong abras­
ive.

All wall materials tested had 
good resistance to scrubbing 
with the non-abrasivecleanser, 
and no damage to any of the 
glossy surfaces was noted. In 
contrast, the surface or the 
gloss of many of the materials 
was damaged by the stronger 
abrasives.

The ceramic tiles, porcelain- 
on-steel, stainless steel and 
vinyllzed fabric showed little 
damage from any of the three 
cleaners. Plastic tiles, flexible 
rubber and enameled steel 
showed some change after 
abrasive scrubbing. P re- 
finished wallboard, enameled 
steel, thermoplastic laminated 
sheeting and copper tiles 
showed the moat damage from 
abrasive scrubbing.

Castor Beans, Kafir 
Acreage Due Increase

Contracts which will open the 
way to more acreage of castor 
beans and kafir in (he Curry 
and Parmer County areas are 
now being made by Golden West 
Seed Company of Texico.

Pat Patrick, manager of the 
firm , aaye he hopes to write 
contracts with farmers for
5.000 acres of castor beans and
4.000 acres of kafir, in addition 
to limited acreage of sudans, 
cane, begarl and other seed 
crops.

None of these crops have 
been grown on a very large 
scale In this area in recent 
yeara, but Patrick believes that 
any of them can be more profit­
able than grain sorghum.

Last year Golden West con­
tracted 2,000 acres of castor 
beana with farmers in the area. 
While It was a rather poor year 
for the bean growers, the 
average yield was around 1100 
and 1200 pounds. Some were as 
high as 1600 pounds.

The price paid for the beans 
was 55.25, thus grossing the 
farmer around $60 per acre. 
Yields were lower than had 
been hoped for, and this was 
attributed to the unusual cold, 
wet weather.

It was also a bad year for 
cotton, and for best results, 
castor beans require the same 
type of weather conditions as 
does cotton.

Patrick believes that high 
yields of castor beans can be 
grown in the area and that the 
crop can be a profitable one. 
He says that many yields in the 
Platnview area, where they have 
been growing castor beans for 
quite a few years, have been 
higher than 2,000 pounds per 
acre.

Contracts being entered into 
this year call for the same 
$5.25 per hundred weight.

On kafir, the contracts call 
for a payment of 15 cents above 
the farm stored loan. "On the 
1960 basis, this would lie a 
51.63 per hundred weight,”  
Patrick says.

Golden West has entered into 
an agreement with the Com 
Producers Co. of Corpus 
Chriati, a firm which will use 
the kafir for stsreh.

Kafir, which once was a big 
crop in this area, should yield 
right along with many of the 
mllo varieties grown here,

Patrick believes. Farmers 
should have little trouble get­
ting 5,000 pounds per acre, the 
Golden West manager aaya.

On Sudan, another crop which 
Golden West will contract this 
year, "W e would take as high
