coach-changing process c v e r y 
year or two.

We've all seen coaches with out­
standing records go to schools in 
this area and never wm siniply 
Iwcause the community was not 
willmg to go all out in their at­
titude of support for a program 
that could produce a winner, f 
could name a halt dozen.

Kankin won't be any diflerenl. 
For one thing, you could bring in 
liiat chap trom Texas L'niversilj 
and after one season, there 
would be some who would want 
to run him oft.

Some of that pressure was due, 
directly or indirectly, to Wayne 
Mitcholl giving up coaching. At 
this time, coach ffoal is said to 
be undecided whether or not he 
esen wants to slay another year.
