that many poisonous plants are 
not grazed unless animals a r e  
forced to graze tbt>m or plant 
growth changes make the accep­
table to the animals.

Emphasis should be placed on 
the imporU'ince of pasture de- 
ferrment after control methods 
have been applied when the num­
ber of poisonous plants is suffi­
cient to cause poisoning These’ 
plants to watch out for include 
leaf-flower, pigw-eed. locos, bit­
t e r  w e e d. sesbane, sneezew-eed. 
nightshades, milkweeds, bullalo- 
hus. snakeweed, cocklebur, coffee 
.senna, paperflower. desert baile- 
ya. peavine. larkspur, queens de­
light and groundsels.

If chemicals are u.’wd in the 
weed and brush control program 
the importance of following direc- 
tMins to the letter is to bi* em­
phasized.

Indexes of instruments filed for records and all 
court records.

Record minutes, records, and bills of Commission­
ers Court.

McCamey and Rankin Independent School budgets 
filed and recorded.

Board of Equalization Clerk, filing and recording 
of minutes and mailing notices of meetings.

Miscellaneous records such as Medical Register 
(Doctors and Nurses, Chiropractic Register, Discharge 
records for all branches US Armed Services, to be 
kept for safekeeping.

Preparing ballot boxes for all elections — school 
city, county and state. Absentee voting. Filing election 
returns.

All processes are issued in both Criminal and Civil 
cases in the 112th and 83rd District Courts. All papers 
are filed and retained in each law suit. Executions is­
sued and recorded in Execution Records.

Making certified copies of 
marriage, birth and death certificates.

Filing of: tax liens, right of way, maps, surveyor 
notes, assumed names, brands, notary bonds and beer 
applications.

It wouldn't seem like Easter 
without Eggs. ,\s the holiday ap­
proaches. children begin to think 
of gaily colord eggs

Choose eggs for Piaster accord­
ing to the ways tht*y will be us­
ed. For eggs served poached, fri­
ed or ciKiked in the shell for Eas­
ter morning breakfast. u.sc Grade 
.\ large eggs. Prices of eggs make 
then an economical protein choice 
and low in cost per serving and 
per pound.

If you have blown the eggs out 
of the shells, then use tlx>m for 
cake, cu.stard. pudding etc. The 
raw eggs that are left over can 
he frozed and u.sed at a later 
date.

To frt>eze whole raw eggs, beat 
the eggs slightly with a fork. ju.st 
enough to blend, then add 4  of 
a table.spoon of salt or 4  table­
spoon sugar to each cup of eggs, 
mix-

For easy storage and quick 
freezing use a flexible k r  cube 
tray. The cubes are easily re­
moved when the eggs are frozen 
and each cube is approximately 
one whole egg. Store these culx's 
in a plastic bag or box and label. 
Be sure to give date. too. These 
frozen eggs can be kept in the 
home freezer as long as fi to 8

COOKI.Nt;-

PIa,ster eggs will taste and look 
liest if they arc bard cookt'd in- 
'tead of hard boiled Cooking at 
a lower temperature means more 
tender egg whites, less dark col­
oring around the yolk and le s s 
crackmg of shells during cooking 
Here’s one way to hard cook eggs 
without boiling: cover eggs with 
cool water and bring to boil in a 
heavy covered saucepan. Set pan 
off heat and let eggs set for a- 
bout 20 minutes in hot water. If 
you must hurrj- the process, sim­
mer (but do not boil* for 10 min­
utes. Immerse cooked eggs im­
mediately in cold water.

DYEING-

Wipo .shells thoroughly with a 
moist cloth, then allow to dn«’. 
Eggs that have limey shells will 
dry with tiny white sports-

Blow eggs out of shells or hard 
cook eggs before tinting.

Eggs dye best when hot and 
hot water dyes are fastest. F*rt'- 
|)are dye accordin to the manu- 
liicturer’s instructions Immerse 
eggs until the\ become the shade 
de.'iired. Let eggs dry and then 
you’re ready to use your imagi­
nation and decoration.
