Drouth-Breaking Rain 
Measures 3.15 Inches

"It was just what we had ordered," was 
the way one farmer described last week's 
rain, which was the first general moisture 
the area had received In about three months. 

Coming on the eve of what Is expected 
to be one of the best wheat harvests ever, 
the slow, steady rain, which lasted through* 
o it the night last Wednesday, couldn't have 
been better

It didn't hurt the wheat any, and the 
moisture was badly-needed on most of the 
cotton, grain sorghum and other crops which 
had been planted for fall harvest.

While the High Plains area had beer 
receiving spotted showers and a little hall 
during the past month, last week's rain 
was a drouth-breaker for some parts of 
the county which had been missed by the

previous showers.
Not since the last snow, which came In 

March, had the area received any wide­
spread moisture Throughout Parmer 
County, the reports ranged from a little 
over one Inch of moisture to better than three 
inches.

According to the rain gauge at Frlona 
Consumers, moisture received in town 
measured 3.15 Inches, the highest re ­
corded in the area. Many other parts of the 
county reported two Inches and above

(Por rain reports throughout the county, 
check the special moisture map In the High 
Plains Farm and Home section.)

The rain boosted considerably crop 
prospects for the year and. generally, crop 
conditions for this time of year are the best 
they've been In several years.

A Sneaky Way, 
But Successful 
—Op Was It?

Martell La Veque and Bill Nichols, of the Frlona Chamber 
of Commerce, went to the eouth-central Texas community 
of Rosebud le ft week end for eeveral reasons, but for one 
reaeon In particular.

They wanted to ask the new L. S. Secretary of Agriculture, 
Orville Freemen, about the possibility of acquiring sugar 
beet acreage for the High Plains area 

Tha two Frlona men had hoped for a chance to talk personally 
to tha secretary, but found that this was not possible, since 
Mr. Freemen wasn't due In Rosebud until shortly before he 
wee to make an addreae at the football stadium Saturday 
afternoon and ha was to leave shortly after

This didn't bothtr tha fallows too much, becaussthey wanted 
to hear him talk, and thought that maybe he would mention 
fometMng about sugar beats In Ms address

La Veque and Nichols listened attentively with about 1,000 
other pe**ec»ie whc brave-' . rain rtorm to hear the atrretarv 
The speaker touched on quite a few subjects. Inducing the 
administration's proposed farm program, but at no time did 
he mention sugar beets.

All waan't lost, however, because the two men knew that 
Secretary Freeman was going to hold a press conference 
right after Ma stadium address The only thing to dc wai to 
attend the conference, even It were only for the preaa.

Le Veque marched up to the entrance of the rorm where 
the press conference was being conducted and said he was 
from the Frlona Star Nichols was right heMnd. saying he 
was from High Plains Farm and Home

TM » got the two fellows inside and they sat by while rep­
resentatives of the Mg city pres* and radio and television 
men asked the first questions. Finally. Nichols got his chance 
Hla question went sometMng like this-

lation, In an effort to rid rhe area of as many of the unwanted 
pesta as possible

Periodic dustings with a mixture of Malthon and DDT are 
being carried on, and the city commission has authorized 
Bengcr A ir Park to dust tha lakes In the area around Frlona.

The lake duatlng will be done pending the go-ahead from 
FarweU and possibly Bovina. If the other two town* decide to 
go along with the program, all of the lakea around the three 
towns will be dusted In the tame operation.

Betides the above-mentioned mosquito-control measure, 
Albert Field, city manager, reports that the city la also 
•praying trash can* An attachment haa been added to the 
city garbage truck, which can be used to spray the traah 
cans after they are emptied

Field also asks Individual resident* to Uke control -measure* 
of their own by treating weed areaa and any other damp pieces 
which serve as breeding spots for the mosquitoes

Building Permits Drop During First Half Of Year
Building permits Issued In Friona since January 1 show a 

decline In construction during the first six months of |961 
compared to the same period a year ago

Through June 20. 31 permits had been Issued for con­
struction valued at $223,450, compared wtrh 36 permits and 
$340,785 worth of construction during the first six months 
last year. ,

Both residential building and construction of commercial 
bidldlngs are down, according to figures released by Albert 
Field. Frlona city manager

Thirteen permits have been Issued since January I this year 
for new homes valued at $179,000, at compared to 20 per­
m it! for homes valued at $210,000 for the same period last 
year

Only two permits have been issued for new commercial

buildings this year, and their estimated value was $13,500 
A year ago at this dm*, six permits had been Issued for 
$ 102.000 worth of construction

Permits for additions to commercial buildings were down 
from $16,500 during the first tlx months of I960, to $5,850 
this year.

Additions to residential buildings, however, were up from 
$ 13.900 last year to $19,200 thla vear. •• were permit* 
for other type buildings, up from $1,385 in I960 to $5,900 
tMa year,

Despite the decline In permits for the first half of thla year 
however, the city manager doubts whether (hey were a true 
reflection of economic conditions in Friona

He points out that Friona had one of Its Mggeat years on

record in I9f»0. when new construction was valued at $630,363, 
compared with $554,190 In 1959, and $465,565 In 1958 

New construction was down considerably, not only locally 
but throughout the state and nation, during January, 
February and March of this year 

Construction started picking up In April and If it continues. 
1961 could still he a good vear, Field aaya 

Juft what all the reasons were for a decline In construction 
during the winter months. Field doesn't have any explana­
tion, but he says that it was something being experienced 
all over

One of the reasons may have been of the change In national 
administrations which was taking place about that time. Field 
•ays, It may have been that many people were adapting a

wait-and-tee attitude
Anyway, construction has been picking up, and If a good 

wheat crop Is harvested. Field says that there could be a jump 
In construction during the next several months

In consumer qualities which will 
enable It to compete In 
additional maakets totaling five 
million bales. In promotion, 
cotton desperately needs a na­
tional advertising campaign d i­
rected to consumers."

For the Institute. Forkner 
envisions up to a 10-mllllon- 
dollar research and promotion 
fund to expand the market for 
cotton.

“ World fiber consumption is 
tending to rise at a spectacular 
ra te ,"  he explained ’ Tf U.S. 
cotton can maintain Its present 
share, projected expansions 
In world fiber demand will give 
us a 20-mllllon-bale market In 
seven or eight years.

Forkner pointed out that 
bigger markets do not neces­
sarily mean bigger profits to 
cotton growers.

Yields, Q uality  
Running High

Wheat harvest, temporarily 
delayed by general rains 
throughout the county lest week, 
•wung Into high goer eerly this 
week with every indication that 
yields end quality of this year's 
crop will be about the beet 
ever.

Combines started moving into 
the fields Sunday and Monday, 
and If the weather holds good, 
the bulk of the crop should 
be harvested this week and next 
week, according to elevatormen 
throughout the county.

Last week's soaking rain came 
Just about the time the flret 
fields of wheat were reedy to 
cut, thus delaying the harvest 
even before it really began.

Hardly anyone wai complain­
ing about the moleture, 
however, because it was a alow, 
steady rain which lasted 
throughout the night W'ednesday 
and came at a time when 
cotton and grain aorghum was 
badly In need of tome water.

The rain didn't hurt tha wheat 
any, and about all It did was 
to mske all of the wheat 
In the county reedy to be cut 
at the seme time.

Because there appears to be 
ample combines In tha area, 
and the wheat la all ready for 
the sickle, this year's harvest 
could be one of the shortest 
on record. A couple of 
elevatormen predicted that a 
good portion of tha crop will 
ba cut this woek and for all 
practical purposes, the harvest 
w ill be over by the middle of 
next week. Again, though. It 
depends on the weather

A spot check with a few of 
the elevators early this week 
revealed that yields were run­
ning high and the quality’ of the 
golden grain was exceptionally 
good.

Elevatormen reported that, 
of tha few fields completed, 
the Irrigated yields were rang­
ing from 30 bushels per acre 
up to 70.

It wse mostly ell weighing 
out at 60 pounds plus and the 
moisture content was around 14 
per cent.

At Farwell. Johnle Williams, 
manager of Sherley-Anderson- 
Pltman, Inc., said Monday night 
that the wheat was "looking 
awful good."

' I t ' l l  be as good or better 
then last year,'* Williams said.

Two of tha flret yields that 
had been figured up at tha s le- 
va:or war# 63 bushels per acre 
on a field of Bert Williams, 
who farms near the West Camp 
community, and 58 bushels per 
acre on the Mark Chadwick 
farm, northeast of Farwell.

The 58 bushel yield for Chad­
wick wae despite the feet that 
one end of field reportedly re­
ceived 60 percent hall damage.

Ray Pritchett of Golden West 
So«*d at Texlco, thought this 
year's crop was going to be 
about the best In quites number 
of years. “ ItH  be better then 
lest y ea r,"  Pritchett aald, 
“ the wheat i t  well matured, bet­
ter quality, end a better test- 
weight."

He said that some of the early 
dryland yields in the area were 
averaging from 30 to34buahels 
per acre.

At Frlona, Preach Cranfill 
o f Continental Grain said the 
wheat waa of good quality and 
that the yields should be high. 
He said Tuesday morning that 
it was sdll to early to know ytt 
what any of the Irrigated yields 
wars, but he said dry land wheat 
was mtklng between 25 and 30 
bushels per sere.

J. P. Macon of Macor} Ele­
vator at Bovina, estimated that 
the wheat yields would turn out 
"way above average" and be 
considerably better than last 
year

There hadn't been enough ir ­
rigated wheat cut by Monday

Tests Prove 
Need For 
Phosphate

"The I960 cotton fertiliser 
tests *t the High Plains Re­
search Foundation disclosed the 
Importance of proper amounts 
and placement of phosphate 
fertiliser,'* Delbert Langford, 
associate agronomist, re­
marked as he released the re­
ports this week.

"Placing phosphate In bands 
of 3 Inches to 10 Inches from 
the seed and 2 to 3 Inches 
deeper than the seed, produced 
the best results In the fertiliser 
placement tests with yields of 
1011 to 1016 pounds of lint per 
acre compered with 928 pounds 
with no fe r t iliz e r ."  Several 
methods of placement were 
compared in the test

"Eighty to one-hundred 
twenty pounds of phosphate 
combined with 40, 80 and 120 
pounds of nitrogen produced 
significant Increases over no 
fertilizer

The low rate of application 
of 40 pounds of phosphate per 
acre did not prove profitable 
with any rate of nitrogen. Phos­

In looking over this years 
•oil test reports I find most of 
them show organic matter very 
low, low, or low to medium 
This should he a reminder to 
ell of us as we decide just how 
to handle this years crop of 
wheat straw.. Burning wheat 
Straw as compared to working 
It in always reminds me of 
the story of the grasshopper and 
the ant. Remember how the 
grasshopper lived it up In the 
summer, but starved In the 
winter, while the ant stored up 
food In the summer to eat In 
the winter. Wall It Is not quite 
that bed, but It does bring out 
this question, are we going to 
continue to sacrifice good soil 
conservation practices that will 
benefit us through the years, 
for a little easier less expensive 
farming program at the 
present?

With the diverted feed grain 
seres to plant wheat on this 
fall w*e should not be In the usual 
rush of getting this land ready 
for fall seeding. This will give 
most of you plenty of time to 
get the wheat straw worked up 
for row crop* In 1962.

I sew a few farmers who 
d ll a jam-up good Job of de­
composing wheat straw last 
year by’ spraying liquid nitrogen 
(UREA) on the straw before 
they ever started working it. 
Theee fertilizers could have 
real value In this ty pe program. 
All forms of nitrogen have done 
a good job in past years when 
moisture was available and the 
stubble was turned under, but 
liquid fertilizer will put nitro­
gen In s little closer contact 
with the straw which could ht 
more beneficial

No matter how you do the 
Job why don’t you plan now to 
use the diverted acres to put 
conservation on your farm. This 
will ba ona result of the feed 
grains program if you manage 
it eo you plant your wheat on 
the diverted acres and then use 
your 1961 wheat stubble as a 
soli improving crop. If you 
handle It this way you should 
ha/e clean land ready to seed to 
cotton and othar row crops In 
1962.
I attended a meeting In Bovina 

Thursday night, called by 
the High Plains Water District, 
to hear leaders of this organi­
zation review district problems 
and their program of work for 
the coming year There were 
30 leaders from the courrv In 
attendance to hear the discus­

sion presented by these men. 
Each person present was asked 
to present his own Ideas as to 
the best way to elevlate 
problems presented.

Representative Jess Osborn 
was present and gave a very 
enlightening presentation of 
what we will likely face In the 
way of water leglalatlon unless 
we prove to the people of Texas 
that we can effectively run our 
water ilstrlct. Congratulations 
to Mr. John Gammon of Laz­
buddie, District president, and 
to Mr. Aubrey Brock of Bovina 
for arranging such a meeting to 
inform irrigation farmers on 
these vital Issues concerning 
our most enlvable natural re­
source —water.

Most all Irrigation farmers 
present admitted that they were 
not doing the job of controlling 
their water that they could and 
should do. Thus after 10 years 
of operation, The High Rains 
Water Conservation D istrict,Is

been true In four years of ex­
perimentation at Halfway."

Cotton that was planted In

phosphate

The highway patrol Investi­
gated tlx accidents on rural 
highway* In Parmer County 
during the month of May, ac­
cording to Sgt Roger Soaebe*. 
highway patrol supervisor of 
this area

These wrecks accounted for 
two persona injured, and a 
property damage of 12.623

This bring! th* total for the 
flrat five months of 1961 In 
this country to rural traffic 
crashes resulting In one person 
being killed, ten Injured, and a 
combined property damage 
amounting to $15,953

After noting the accident 
picture for this county for the 
first five months of this year, 
the sergeant pointed out another 
significant fact As summer ap­
proaches with longer days and 
additional good driving weather, 
the driver should be especially 
aware of the danger period at 
dusk.

Many accident* happen during 
this period. One cause of this 
ts the driver falls to turn his 
lights on soon enough. Although 
the law sets out when lights 
must be turned on. the driver 
should also use his own good 
judgement

Any time a driver cannot see 
an unllghted object approxi­
mately one-half mile away, he 
should turn his lights on He 
may be able to see the other 
driver, but can the other driver 
see you?
