payments and the local project is 
responsible for operational and 
maintenance costs — the Rankin 
project has always operated in 
the Mack.

Cash funds on hand—including 
certificates of deposit — amount­
ed to $3,030.22. Of this amount, 
$1,200 is earmarked for future 
maintenance and renovation of 
the units, a portion is in tenants 
security deposits, some is ear­
marked for payment to the City 
of Rankin in lieu of taxes, other 
portions are in current operations 
and $578.31 is subjeet to payment 
to the Federal program.

With all units rented, the year­
ly rental income amounted to 
n.841.51 last year. Monthly rent 
ranges from $1575 upwards, de­
pending on income.

TTiere are no full time emp­
loyees with the Executive Direc­
tor, Hutchens, receiving $15 per 
month, a yard maintenance man, 
Mike Peters on a yearly contract, 
and a maintenance man, Jim 
Wells, paid by the job only.

Since its opening, the project 
has had one rental loss of $35.
