Although, through the Board of 
Kiiualization the Court has con­
trol of values, they do not set 
the tax rates for any except the 
county. Taxes for the stale and 
the two hoiipital districts arc col- 
lecterl by the county on a fee 
basis, as a means of saving col­
lection expenses and to provide 
tax payers with one bill rather 
than four seperate tax statements.

State taxes are set by the Tex­
as Legislature while the Hospital 
District lax rale is set by each of 
the two Districts’ Boards of Di­
rectors.

In this connection the Court a- 
dopted the 1973 Budget fur Up­
ton County and put the tax rate 
at 93c, the same as it has been 
for a number of years. Of this a- 
mount, .05c is eaimarked for the 
Road & Bridge FAmd, .15c for a 
Road & Bridge Special Fund and 
.75c for the General County Fund.

Other ta.\es collected through 
the county include the state tax, 
at .27c—down 05c; the McCamey 
Hospital District at .tiOc — the 
same as last year, and the Run- 
kin Hospital District at .42c — a 
drop of .13c over last year.

Discounts allowetl, on state tax 
‘ only, are 3 percent if paid in Oc­
tober, 2 percent lor November 
and 1 percent for December.

The State of Texas through 
the Texas Highway Department 
and Upton County has begun re­
goat ions for additional right of 
way for U. S. 67, between Rank­
in and the Reagan County Line. 
The existing right of way of U- 
S. 67 will be used to its fullest 
extent with additional property 
needed for the improvement of 
drainage to provide for an up­
graded facility and added safety 
for the highway u.scr. The first 
offer to purchase' was made Aug­
ust 18.
