Quite frankly, I did not know 
that such a law existed when I 
made comments on signs last 
week but it is one beaucratic re- 
guation with which I, for one, 
certainly agree. We have enough 
ugliness up and down our high­
ways without having a batch of 
dilapidated sign boards adding 
to the mess. I t ' s  to be hoped that 
the Highway D'partment will act 
swiftly and with vigor to handle 
the sign problem after the first of 
the year.

You will note that it doesn't say 
signs are not permitted — just 
that a permit must be secured 
and bond posted—the bond. I as­
sume, to be forfited if the sign is 
neglected or abandoned after it is 
put up. And further, 1 would sus- 
IKct that this rule applies to civic 
organizations, churches and fra­
ternal orders. At least, it should.

So if you as an individual, or 
your civic group, has a sign a- 
long the highway, you have until 
December 31 to make application 
tor a permit to keep it there. 
Don’t be surprised if the process 
is not more complicated than the 
sign would be wofth. We all are 
familiar with forms and 'require­
ments dreamed up by the “rules 
makers.'*
