In 1927, he helped organize the
First State Bank of Rankin and
served as its vice president. He
was on the bank's Board of Di-
rectors until his retirement at
the age of 88 in 1970.

In addition to ranching and the
banking business, he had extens-
ive oil and gas holdings,. He al-
so traded in leases and royalties.

He served two terms as an Up-
ton County Commissioner; 1927
through 1935 and was Mayor of
Rankin from 1938 to 1954, The
town of Rankin is named after
his father.

He was a member of Woodmen
of the World, the Masonic Lodge
and the Rankin United Methodist
Church.

He was married to Elizabeth
Cahill Dec. 28, 1904. She died in
April 1918. They had one son,
William Ewing “Billy" Rankin,
who survives his father.

Mr. Rankin married Lela Dee
Stonehouse Holmes on Aug. 7,
1932, She died some four years
ago.

Other survivors include a step-
daughter, Mrs. Jackie Pollard of
Kingsland; a step-son, Hal Hol-
mes of McCamey, and a number
of grandchildren and great grand
children. Mrs. Roy Dirickson is
the only one residing inRankin;
