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Rodeo Honoree has
Qualifications for
Title of Top Cowboy

Rankin's Allan Holder, who is
being honored by having the 3rd
Annual Rankin Lions Club Rodeo
dedicated to him, and whose por-
trait by artist Robert A. Gartland
appears on the front cover of the
program, has all the qualifications
of a true cowboy, the “last of a
vanishing breed.” Holder, now
80 years old, was a champion
calf roper in Fort Worth in 1924,
1925 and 1926.

He is also noted for his goat
roping ability, having participat-
ed in such events from 1914 thru
1923 and holds the record of 7.5
seconds. Roping calves and goats
in many areas of the U. S. and
Canada, he has participated in
numerous rodeos in Texas, New
Mexico, Arizona and Colorado, in
addition to Pendleton, Oregon,
Boston, Chicago, and at Madison
Square Gardens in New York —
five years in a row in the latter
event where he won ‘“‘consider-
able” money three years while
his best finish was 2nd

He has also “rodeod” in the
famous Cheyenne. Wyoming event,
as well as Calgary and Ottawa,
Canada. Although he no longer is
a competitor in roping, he still
maintains and rides a horse and
now and then puts in a days work
on local ranches.

Holder ranched for a number of
years in Glasscock County but
was ‘“set out” in 1918, following
severe drought conditions that hit
West Texas in 1917-18.
