Alnv)st as regular as spring, 
We here in Texas have a group 
of people dedicated to the pro­
position that, if it exists, regu­
late it. Many of these people 
are sincere and many very well 
may have a valid complaint.

Still, from past experience, it 
is not hard to wonder if per­
haps there’s not a bit more to 
this constant aggitation to form 
a utility commission in Texas 
with power to regulate such 
things as electrical and tele­
phone companies. I also wonder 
if, perhaps, .some of these good 
people—the ones who honestly 
believe that regulation is the 
answer to their problems, are 
not confasing regulation w i th 
cast,omer serv’ice.

Freight hauling, for instance, 
is regulated by the Railroad 
Commi-ssion. They say who can 
haul what to where, and how 
much they can charge. Over the

Still, I  think most pc'uplo trust 
these companies, for example, 
more than they do bureaucratic 
agencies. At least the record 
will show that these unregulat­
ed firms have not raised their 
rates as fast as have those that 
are regulated by the various 
State agencies. I also know for 
a fact that local managers of 
these firms had rather make 
that trip to the woodshed than 
to face a city council, no mat­
ter how small, and ask for a 
rate increase. They do it; how­
ever, when their comp;my fell.s 
them they mast—or the company 
gets .someone who will.

In tho case of state regulation 
with only a very few men to 
deal with, it’s not hard— for ex­
ample—for the insurance people 
or freight people to keep them 
happy. At least they must be 
happy for few if any ever give 
up their jobs and they are be­
yond the control of the voters 
since they are aj>pointed a n d  
not dected.

Being pure cuntry, I'm  prob­
ably wrong but I wouldn't trust 
any state regulatory agency 
that I know about to look out 
for my best interests. From 
past experience, I don't think 
most of them give a 'tinker’s, 
damn about the public’s interest.

But sooner or later, I predict 
that Texas will have that utility 
commission and then all the fat 
cats will get into a big fight to 
see who gets appointed to the 
thing. And that will be the end 
of still anotlier semi-free enter­
prise system—which is about as

close as we still have to tlie 
original free enterprise.
