He saw that to 
d j his clients full justice a journey’ to 
Boston to consult the law library 
would be desirable.

He would be out of pocket by 
such an expidition, and lor his time
he would would receive no adequate 
compensation. Altera Idtle lietita- 
tion, he determined to do his very 
best, cost what it might. He acord-
ingly went to Boston, looked up the 
authorities, and gained the case.

Years after this, AVebster then
famous, was passing through New
York. An important insurance 
case was to be tried the day after
his urvival, and one of the counsel 
had suddenly been taken ill.

Money was no object, and Web­
ster was bogged to name bis terms 
and conduct the case.

“ 1 told him,” said Mr. Webster, 
“ that it was preposterous to e.xpeet
me to prepaic a legal argument at 
few hours’ notice. They insisted 
that I should look at the papers; and, 
this, after some demur, 1 consented

to do.
<‘ Wcll, it was my old twenty dol­

lar case over aguin, and as I never 
forgot aiylhing, I had all the author­
ities at my fingers’ ends. The court
knew that I had no time to prepare, 
and were astonished at the range of 
my’ acquirements.

“ So you see, I was handsomely
paid both in fame and in money for 
that journey to lioston; and the mor­
al is that good work is rewarded in 
tlic end though, to be sure, one’s 
own self-approval should bo enough.’ ’

A'oltaii’c, who dal not
fanev (Jibbon much, ventured lo at 
tack him. To be revenged lor tliii-
insult, the Englishman wrote a .sat­
ire, in which be did not liiil to ex­
pose the petulance, tln̂  jiudousy’ aiid 
the vanity’ of the p:ilria!*eli ot* Fer­
ny’. The latter ivtorlod by drawing 
up a caricature of (iibbon, depicting 
him as o f dwarfish stature, with anI
enormous head, a smib-nose, ete., 
which he acliially sent him. All 
correspondence ceased.

A short time after, Gibbon re­
marked to J)r. Tronchiir. “ Voltaire 
has been luddiiig me up to ridicule.
I am told that he is far Irom being 
handsome; I should like to see him.”
Tronchin, who was amusing himself
at the weakness of these two great
imm, hastened to annouiue that Gib­
bon would j)ay’ a visit to Feriiey’ .
Voltaire said to Miss Dennis, his
niece who kept house tor him: “ I am 
threatened with a visit Irom an Engo
lishman who is very’ uglv; receive 
him kiiully, for be is u man o f merit. 
But 1 don’t wish to see bim.”  He
then went into bis studv and locked 
the door. The ne.xt day Gibbon ar­
rived. Miss J)enis gave him a very 
courteous reception, ex])ressing her
regret tluit her uncle would not be 
able to sec him. “ Well said Gibbon,
“ I ’ll await his good pleasure.”  He or­
dered the carriage to return and re­
mained. When night came on, had 
of course to bo provided vvith a bed 
room. Tliree days passed. On the
fourth morning, Voltaire, now out of 
all patience, wrote to Gibbon: “ .Sir,
Don Quixote mistook taverns for 
castles; but you have mistaken my
castle (chateau) for a tavern.”

Will .Irthiir Serve as President Un­
til Ciarfield Recovers.

Washington, Sept. 1.—Xow that 
the president's eventual eonvules-
cence seems assured, the subject of 
executive business is again being
discussed and in connection with it
the probability and possibility of
Gen. Arthur being called upon to act
as president until President Garfield
sufiicientlv recovers to warrant his «/
resumption ol the executive's duties. 
The fact cannot be well overlooked 
that in every department of the gov­
ernment there are matters in statu 
quo that requires the attention of 
the chief executive. How long they 
can remain so without positive det­
riment to the public interests is a 
question that must be soon met.

The constitution of the United
States article 1, section 1, says in 
the case of the removal of the pres­
ident from the ofilce, or his death, 
resigmiiion or inability to discharge 
the ])uwers and duiies of said oliice,
the same shall dev’olve on the vice 
president.

Although it is known that no 
meeting of the cabinet has been posi­
tively held or called to discuss this •/
subject, yet it is acknowledged by 
cabinet officers that several informal 
exchanges of ojiinion have been in­
dulged in, and it has been found that 
grave difierences exist as to the wis­
dom of such steps.

The cllect upon General Garfield
in his weak, and pci haps, precarious 
state it, us it must necessarily be, 
called to his attention is well known.
That even now, notwithstanding the 
assurance of his phj’sicians and 
friends that jiublic business is in no 
ŵ ay sufiering llrrough his continual 
disability he nevertheless thinks 
much upon the subject. Xo better 
evidence being needed than the fact 
that during his recent delirum his 
incoherent utterances wore con­
stantly and entirely in relation to
public matters and it is feared that 
his recovery might be seriously re­
tarded by the knowledge that it was 
deeiuod necessary fol’ another to j)cr- 
form his constitutional duiies with 
the possibility of the general policy 
in the admistration at variiice with
his views and wishes. It is safe to 
say that this step will not be advised
by the cabinet.

Texas boj-s' capacities. We suppose 
there are about a dozen colleges in 
Texas, about sixty instructor's at­
tached thereto, about 1,000 students 
enrolled, about §2,000 income from 
productive funds, receipts from tui­
tion about §40,000, about 15,000 vol­
umes in the various libraries all told, 
total value of grounds and buildings, 
apparatus and other property, not 
exceeding an aggregate of §400,000: 
yet we claim a population of nearly 
2,000,000. About 1,000 collcgiates 
out of 2,000,000 population. Look 
at Georgia with her six colleges, she
has 22,000 volumes, and college 
property amounting to over §800,000 
in value. Is it not wiser to equi]) 
the colletres and universities now 
established than to vole into life a 
new university, merely to wear a 
big name abroad, and add to the 
pride of some local inland town?

Can any editor or orator tell us the 
necessity of this State University? 
Can the people thank the legislature 
tor conceiving such a grand thought, 
and is it not exactly in accordance 
with the nature of the business and 
the good sense of the people to mani­
fest all apathy imaginable on the 
6th day of September, 1881."

The Brenham Sentinel makes some 
very interesting as well as valuable 
remarks in comparing Texas educa­
tional interests with those of other 
sections, which we give as follows: 
^^Colleges and universities are multi­
plying a little ahead of the average

In an editorial the Journal and 
Messenger says of the excavation 
from a wonderful cemetry near Cin­
cinnati, ‘ ^Thc ground dug over is a- 
bout two acres in extent, and from 
it have been taken between six hun­
dred and seven hundred skeletons of
bodies buried in all conceivable ways 
except head downward. They be­
longed to a race of smaller stature 
than the Anglo-Saxon, though now 
and then one indicates a man of
fuBy six feet in height. These 
skeletons are usually about two 
feet to two and a half feet
below the present surface, and 
over many of them are now growing
trees of from two to three feet in di­
ameter. In connection with these
skeletons are found large numbers of 
bone and stone implements, such as 
needles, awls, axes, gouges, etc., and
in one instance a number of bone 
beads were found in such a position 
as to indicate that they were once on 
a string amf buried on the neck of a 
clrTd,"

^̂ Midhat Pasha retused to be ban­
ished on Turkish soil.

and Ashee])oo rivers, IJantowle's
ci’oek, Edists river and east and east-

ern and western branches of the 
Cooper river show that injury from 
the storm to north plantations and 
crops has been very serious. Out ol 
the whole number mentioned 36 
]daces only escaped with light loss. 
These have been fully or almost en­
tirely covered with salt water. 
Breakers are reported at thirty 
places and young rice planted in .May 
and June is considered a total loss. 
Much lice which is nearly ready for 
harvesting has suffered from 40 to 50 
percent. As many of the fields a*e 
still under water no definite fiirures of 
the loss can be yet given.

have been eoniinitteil. Many ol the 
staple articles ol lood, sueli as milk,
butter and Hour were Ibund by a re
eeiit analysis to contain an average 
oTover lo per eontuiii ol adultera­
tion. In some eases the lortign

matter was I'ound to be merely barm, 
less, but in many eases llie adulter­
ants wiu’c noxious and highly injur­
ious to health.

Tlie most extensive adulterations
practiced in the country are those 
wliieli aileet a prime necessity ol
rich and jioor alike—sugar. Jt is a 
laet not widely known that the su­
gar interests of the United Jstates 
ranks tirsl in imporlaiiee and extent
of all depaftmenis of eommerec, and, 
of the entire imports into the states. 

These broad facts indicate the
vastness of the sugar eoiisuinptions, 
and the fact that sugar enters largely 
into nearly all forms of inlaiit’s food
that are used as substitutes for their
mother’s milk, is a cogent reason 
why dangerous adulterations of su
gar sliould he prevented.

All laws that h.ave been devised 
prove practically inoperiffive so lar
as protecting the consumer who 
buys ill small quantities, for 
though the refiner who makes a 
business of adulterating sugar may

be required to label his packages 
“ New Proeets,”  or even name the
deleterious substances with which 
pure sugar is debased, still the con­
sumer rarely secs the original pack­
age, or, if he does, is unlikely to ex­
amine it closely. The principal sub­
stances used in the debasement of
sugar is starch made from corn, com­
monly knoAvn as glucose, which al­
though not as harmful as main’ otlier 
substances with whi<;h sugars are 
adulterated, is still comparatively 
worthless in saecliarinc power, and 
therefore fraudulent when offered as 
sugar. But the danger of putting 
into the delicate stomachs of infants 
sugar that is laminated with muriatic 
acid, muriate of tin or other harmful 
substances cannot be exaggerated, 
and the use of “Now Process” sugars 
should he discouraged by all reputa 
hie dealers and with greater empha­
sis by consumers who can demand 
sugars that are known to be pure. 
The most extensive sugar refiners in 
the world are Messrs. Havemeyer &

Elder, and it »  satisfaction to he 
able to state that every package of 
Hugar sent out from their refineries 
(which are in Brookly, h. D.) con­
tains a guaraniec that it is ahsoliite- 
1 q’hc wise conHiimor will not
riced to he told that it is better econ­
omy to buy pui-« sugar or syrup than 
that which has been reduced in
strength.
