SIMPSON SPEAKS. 

Rtpublican Nominee Criticise. 
the Administration. 

Colonel Johu N. Simpson, Republic-
an nominee for goverrrer, addressa 
COO people at San Antonio. 

Colonel Simpson's sis.ech was at 
arraignment of the present state a'l 
ministration for its acts, end policies, 
which hi' declared harmful to the state, 
retrading its progress and hindering 
the investment of capital so much 
needed for development of vitally nec-
essary enterprises and -services and 
violative of the principles of sound 
Democracy. This he declared to be 
the truth, notwithstanding the plat-
form of the Democratic party declares 
to the contrary. He denounced the tax 
policy of the administration, saying 
that the full rendition law has increas-
ed the burdens upon business men and 
farmers, and is leading to extrava-
gance in government. The law, he de-
dared, should be amende or repealed. 

Colonel Simpson was very positive 
in his remarks in opposition to state-
wide prohibition, and the applause last-
ed for a minute when he declared that 
if he were governor he would veto a 
statute for such prohibition should it 
be passed. 

He favored the taking of convicts 
out of competition with free labor and 
placing them at work on public roads. 

"The circumstance.' connected with 
the creation of the state textbook 
board and the awarding of the con-
tracts for textbooks • for the public 
school children of Texas have reached 
the state of a politIciil scandal. Gov. 
Campbell and others concerned in this 
transaction find themselves in position 
unable to defend their acts; at least 
they have not done so. Governor 
Campbell had the textbook law created 
in accordance with his own views. He 
was responabile for the membership. 
One of the measures which he strong-
ly advocated i•efot•e the last legislature 
was that of prohibiting legislative lob-
bying. But when the textbook board 
met and began its deliberations the 
hotels and capitol building at Austin 
were filled with a horde of profess-
atonal political lobbyists who were on 
hands as the hired representatives of 
the hook publishing concerns that were 
seeking contracts at the hands of the 
board." 

Sad Sister Slain. 
A tragic affair occurred on Ions, 

Island. 
Mrs. Estelle Borgman, thirty-two 

years old, was shot and killed in her 
home at Carona,' Long Island, by her 
brother. Wiliam Kattes, eighteen years 
old, who is attached to the school ship 
Newport. He says the shooting was 
accidental. He was arrested. 

Mrs. Boreman was deserted by her 
husband some years ago and has been 
demented most of the time since. She 
was reiased from the asylum at Islip 
only a few months ago and since then 
has had periods of depression. Pre-
vious to the tragedy she sat on the 
edge of her bed, bemoaning her fate 
and threatened to commit suicide. She 
said she was tired of life and wanted 
to die. It is said that one means of 
cheering her which the family em-
ployed was to ridicule her and make 
her angry. 

Kattes says that when his sister 
kept repeating that she would kill 
herself he displayed his revolver and 
offered it to her as a means of ending 
her life. He said he supposed it was 
entirtly unloaded and began snapping 
the hammer preparatory to going Ne-
ther with the offer. He did not know 
there was one good cartridge in the 
weapon, and just as the hammer came 
down on it his sister arose from the 
bed and started to cross between him 
and the window, out of which he was 
pointing the revolver. The bullet en-
tered behind the left ear and tore clear 
across the brain. 

Deliberate Unto Death. 
A New York man perpetrated a 

ghastly joke upon some friends. 
Ernest Girard, proprietor of a small 

wine cellar in Ninth avenue, commit-
ted suicide by shooting himself 
through the head. The body was dis-
covered hidden in a clump of bushes 
in Central park. In the pocket of the 
dead man was found a certified check 
for ;150 drawn to the order of a burial 
establishment. it appears that Girard 
bad visited this establishment and 
concluded arrangements for the inter-
ment of "a friend." On leaving his 
shop he had posted in the window a 
notice that the place would remain 
closed for the day owing to "a death 
In the family." Ill health is given as 
the cause of the sucicide. 

Before taking his life Girard assem-
bled three friends, and in their com-
pany partook of a generous dinner at 
one of the large up town hotels. Upon 
leaving he made an appointment to 
meet them later, giving as the place 
of rendezvous an address which they 
later discovereo was the undertaking 
establishment to which he had ordered 
his body removed.

fAFT'S IDEAS BORROWED. 

Starts Out to Run Against One Repub-
lican, but President Steps In and 
Takes Lead Over Man the Conven-
tion Selects. 

Bryan's tour of Iowa was a mem• 
arable affair. 

Assailing the president, Mr. Taft and 
the Republican party generally at 
every turn, W. J. Bryan. on the con- 
eluding day of his present tour, tray-
tied through Iowa on his way back 
to Lincoln. His progress across the 
state was marked by a series of dem-
onstrations which were nothing short 
of ovations. The entire community at 
every point where his train stopped 
seemed to turn out to do him honor. 
In his speeches he was more vigorous 
than usual. 

In his attack on the president Mr. 
Bryan charged Mr. Roosevelt with In-
terfering with the present campaign 
and failing to remedy abuses. Mr. 
Bryan said that Mr. Taft, if elected, 
would be unable to accomplish many 
reforms, even with a Republican ton. 
gress behind him. He talked at Mus-
catine, Letts, Columbus Junction, 
Washineten, Westchester, Keots, Han 
per, Sigourney and several other 
places en route there. 

At Washington he was presented by 
a woman in the crowd with a Teddy 
bear, one leg of which was broken and 
done up in splints. "Badly crippled," 
was the candidate's comment. This 
veiled reference to the president set 
the people to laughing. 

At Harper a bride and groom got on 
the train, and when be came back into 
the car Mr. Bryan handed the bride a 
bouquet which he had received, and 
which she bashfully accepted. 

At Muscatine Mr. Bryan denounc-
ed the president for participating in 
the campaign. and, if anything, in even 
etronger terms than heretofore. 

"There is another issue of this cam-
paign." he said, "and that is whether 
I am running against one or two men. 
I started out to run against Mr. Taft 
on the ground that they had picked a 
man big enough and able to defend 
himself. Now I find the president 
comes in and takes the lead in this 
fight. I don't object to it. but I be-
lieve it is a degradation of the office 
of the president to make that office, 
which belongs to all the people, a par 
ty asset in the hands of one party. 
I insist that the people have a right 
to elect their officials without dicta-
tion from Washington, and I ask the 
president, after he has nominated Mr.

The city 
marshal and two deputies put Oxspear 
in a carriage and started for Abilene. 

Advices from Abilfne are that Joe 
Oxspear is in jail at that place. 

PROHIBITIONISTS LEFT ON 

Secretary of State Not Officially 
Advised of Withdrawal. 

Austin, Oct. 23.—:fotwithstiii,ding 
the fact that the Prohibition party in 
Texas decided to withdrew its state 
ticket, the names of its candidates for 
governor and other state officials will 
appear on the official ballot. according 
to an announcement made by Secre-
tary of State Davie. No official ad-
vices had been received by the state 
department of the action of the Pro-
hibition party and now It is too late, 
as the department began Monday send-
ing out the official ballot. 

The Independence party state tick, 
as far as its candidate for governor is 
concerned, goes on the official ballot 
without any name for governor. E. W. 
Kirkpatrick, who had been named as 
the candidate, having filed an affidavit 
in due form of law declining the candi-
dacy. Independence party voters will 
have to write the name on the ballot 
of whoever they intend to vote for.

SCALDED TO DEATH. 

Negro Meets Horrible Fate In 
Basement of Building. 

Dallas, Oct. 6.—J. A. Harris. the ne- 
gro fire keeper in the Wilson building, 
was found Monday afternoon. imme-
diately after an explosion in the base-
ment of that eight-story structure, ly-
ing in a small pit of boiling water and 
steam, supposed to have come from 
one of the boilers. The ground and 
masonry work were pretty badly torn 
up. Harris' body was horribly scald-
ed. 

For some time Harris had been em-
ployed as fireman at the building and 
was instructed Monday afternoon to 
clean out one of the secondary boilers. 
In front of the boiler is a pit about six 
feet deep and six feet across, used to 
catch and break the force of the steam 
expelled from the boiler. This pit is 
of brick and concrete construction, but 
it was badly torn up from the force of 
the explosion. 

"Harris was probably engaged to 
blowing out the secondary boiler and 
opened the blow-off cock too far," said 
Sidney A. Temple, manager of the 
building. "This released the steam 
with such force as to cause the pit to 
explode. In trying to escape Harris 
was very likely blinded bv the steam 
and floundered into the g  t of boiling 
wat.r." 

Damage to the building will not ex-
ceed $50. 

FIRE CAUSES PANIC. 
--- 

Many Persons Sustain Slight Injuries 
and Lady Loses Purse. 

Sherman, Tex., Oct. 6.—An audience 
of perhaps 500 people at the Lyric the-
ater was thrown into a stampede Mon-
day night just after the show began 
by fire in the electric booth used for 
moving picture features. 

While several persons were knock-
ed down and received slight bruises 
the only painful hurt was sustained by 
Noah Jones, whose hand was lacer-
ated by contact with an electric fan. 
One lady fainted. The actual loss 
from fire is slight. The firemen had 
the blaze under control in five niin-
mites after the alarm was turned in. 

Mrs. John Tinnin of Georgetown. 
Tex., reported to the police the loss 
of a purse containing a sum of money 
and diamonds and rubies valued at 
several thousand dollars. 

SIMPSON SPEAKS. 

Republican Nominee Criticises 
the Administra tion. 

Colonel Johu N. S11110.1011, Republic-
an nominee for governor, addressed 
400 people at San Antonio.). 

Colonel Simpson's spoech was att, 
arraignment of the present state al 
1111Intstrat ion for its acts, end policies, 
which he declared harmful to the state, 
retracting its progress and hindering 
the investment of capital so much 
needed for development of vitally nec-
essary enterprises and services and 
violative of the principles of sound 
Democracy. This he declared to be 
the truth, notwithstanding the plat-
form of the Democratic party declares 
to the contrary. He denounced the tax 
policy of the admtnistratton, saying 
that the full rendition law has increas-
ed the burdens upon business men and 
farmers, and is leading to extrava-
gance in government. The law, he de-
dared, should be amende or repealed. 

Colonel Simpson was very positive 
In his remarks in opposition to state-
wide prohibition, and the applause last-
ed for a minute when he declared that 
if he were governor he would veto a 
statute for such prohibition should it 
be passed. 

He favored the taking of convicts 
out of competition with free labor and 
placing them at work on public roads. 

"The circumstances connected with 
the creation of the state textbook 
board and the awarding of the con-
tracts for textbooks • for the public 
school children of Tents have reached 
the state of a political scandal. Gov. 
Campbell anti others concerned In this 
transaction find themselves in pOsition 
unable to defend their acts; at least 
they have not done so. Governor 
Campbell had the textbook law created 
in accordance with his own views. He 
was responsbile for the membership. 
One of the measures which he strong-
ly advocated before the last legislature 
was that of prohibiting legislative lob-
bying. But when the textbook board 
met and began its deliberations the 
hotels and capitol building at Austin 
Were filled with a horde of profes-
sional political lobbyists who were on 
bands as the hired representatives of 
the book publishing concerns that were 
seeking contracts at the hands of the 
board.'" 

Sad Sister Slain. 
A tragic 	occurred on Long 

Island. 
Mrs. Estelle Bergman, thirty-two 

years old, was shot and killed in her 
home at Carona; Long Island. by her 
brother, Wiliam Kattes, eighteen years 
old, who is attached to the school ship 
Newport. He says the shooting was 
accidental. He was arrested. 

Mrs. Borman was deserted by her 
husband some years ago and has been 
demented most of the time since. She 
was relased from the asylum at Islip 
only a few months ago and since then 
has had periods of depression. Pre-
vious to the tragedy she sat on the 
edge of her bed, bemoaning her fate 
and threatened to commit suicide. She 
said she was tired of life and wanted 
to die. It is said that one means of 
cheering her which the family em-
ployed was to ridicule her and make 
her angry. 

Kattes says that when his sister 
kept repeating that she would kill 
herself he displayed his revolver and 
offered it to her as a means of ending 
her life. He said he supposed it was 
entirtly unloaded and began snapping 
the hammer preparatory to going fur-
ther with the offer. He did not know 
there was one good cartridge in the 
weapon, and just as the hammer came 
down on it his sister arose from the 
bed and started to cross between him 
and the window, out of which he was 
pointing the revolver. The bullet en-
tered behind the left ear and tore clear 
across the brain. 

Deliberate Unto Death. 
A New York man perpetrated a 

ghastly joke upon some friends. 
Ernest Girard, proprietor of a small 

wine cellar in Ninth avenue, commit-
ted suicide by shooting himself 
through the head. The body was dis-
covered hidden in a clump of bushes 
in Central park. In the pocket of the 
dead man was found a certified check 
for $150 drawn to the order of a burial 
establishment. It appears that Girard 
bad visited this establishment and 
concluded arrangements for the inter-
ment of "a friend." On leaving his 
shop he had posted in the window a 
notice that the place would remain 
closed for the day owing to "a death 
in the family." Ill health is given as 
the cause of the sucleide. 

Before taking his life Girard assem-
bled three friends, and in their com-
pany partook of a generous dinner at 
one of the large up town hotels. Upon 
leaving he made an appointment to 
meet them later, giving as the place 
of rendezvous en address which they 
later discovered was the undertaking 
establishment to which he had ordered 
his body removed. 

Saved by Daring Ingenuity. 
At New York City the daring In-

genuity of John J. Howard, a police-
man, probably saved the life of John 
Weisenbeck, a cripple who had been 
unable to flee with others from a burn-
ing house in West One Hundred and 
Third street. With the aid of several 
firemen, who grasped htm by the legs, 
he swung head downward from a five-
story window, ef..au sdfotAlPic house.

CHIEF HECUTIVE ASKED 
By the Covernor of Oklahoma 

to Explain 

CERTAIN LEASE MATTERS'. 

Asks That certe, ausesictions In 
Connectice ssite the Granting of a 
Leases on Many Seausand of Osage 
Indian Acres De Narrated, 

Guthrie, Oct. 6.—In an open letter 
addressed to President Roosevelt Gov-
ernor Haskell asks that the president 
to explain certain transactions in con-
nection with the granting of a lease on 
680,000 acres of Osage Indian lands to 
the Prairie Oil and Gas company in 
July, 1906. The letter says in part: 

"In a recent communication, I re-
quested of you information concerning 
the granting of a lease In July, 1906 
to the Indian Territory Illuminating 
Oil company, a Standard Oil company 
subsidiary, on 680,000 acres of land be- 
longing to the Osage Indian tribe in 
this state. In otherwise answering 
that communication, you entirely omit- 
ted this important question. From 
careful investigation, however, the 
facts as they appear to me are as fol-
lows: 

"In 1896 a lease was made by the 
Washington authorities to one Edwin 
B. Foster, covering practically the en-
tire Osage nation. At that time there 
was no oil prbduction or development 
probably nearer than the state of In-
diana, so that the lease was made for 
so long a period as ten years in order 
to give time for develOpment? Foster 
transferred his rights to the above 
named company." 

Continuing, Governor Ilaskell traces 
the development of the oil land leasing 
industry as affected by regulations 
promulgated by congress with the in-
tention of showing how the granting of 
a lease on such an immense area of 
land as 680,000 acres was virtually the 
creation of a monopoly. 

In regard to the passage in 1885 of 
a rider on the general appropriation 
bill authorizing the president to make 
a new or extended lease, the letter re-
lates that a number of conferences 
were held between President Roose-
velt and Messrs. Gurley and Barnsdale 
of Pennsylvania, Standard Oil agents. 
Governor Haskell charges the presi-
dent with refusing to grant Osage In-
dian representatives a consultation 
while negotiating at length with Stand-
ard Oil agents. The letter continues: 

"It is a low estimate, Mr. President, 
to say that you should have obtained 
for the tribe a one-sixth royalty of the 
production. and in addition to that, at 
a very moderate estimate, at least 
seven million dollars cash bonus, or a 
greater equivalent royalty and then 
their sub-leasing to actual operators in 
small tracts would have left the Stand-
ard Oil company, a handsome profit, 
indeed, a fabulous sum beyond the 
comprehension of ordinary minds. Did 

. you get them any such sum? No, you 
got them only a bare one-eighth royal-
ty. 

"Mr. President. this question has 
passed beyond the stage of political 
discussion as far as I am concerned. 
While you are the chief guardian of 
this particular property of these 
Osages, 1, sir, am governor of Okla-
homa of which state these Indians are 
citizens and are entitled to the best 
protection I can give their interests. It 
is my duty to see to it to the fullest 
extent possible, that no citizen or ag-
gregate aggregation of citizens of my 
state shall suffer for indiscretion of 
bad judgment of any guardian of their 
property. I, therefore, insist, that 
without unreasonable delay. I may be 
advised as to the correctness of the 
above facts and in behalf of our peo-
ple, the Osages, I demand a revocation 
of such unwarranted and unjust lease 
and I beg to advise you now that since 
this has become my official duty, I 
shall carry it before the next congress 
of the United States unless there is a 
clear showing that my people have not 
been unfairly treated. 

"You will pardon me for looking 
with suspicion on any acquisition of 
franchises of property rights of such 
immense value, when tt seems to have 
been encouraged or brought about 
through the management of men 
whose names I give absve."

CHIEF [XECUTiVE ASKED 
By the Governor of Oklahoma 

to Explain 

CERTAIN LEASE MATTERS: 

Asks That Certain Transactions In 
Connection With the Grartio,j of a 
Leases on Many Thousand of Osage 
Indian Acres De Narrated. 

Guthrie, Oct. 6.—In an open letter 
addressed to President Roosevelt Gov-
ernor Haskell asks that the president 
to explain certain transactions in con• 
nection with the granting of a lease on 
680,000 acres of Osage Indian lands to 
the Prairie Oil and Gas company in 
July, 1906. The letter says in part: 

"In a recent communication, I re- 
quested of you information concerning 
the granting of a lease in July, 1906 

▪ to the Indian Territory Illuminating 
Oil company, a Standard Oil company 
subsidiary, on 680,000 acres of land be- 
longing to the Osage Indian tribe in 
this state. In otherwise answering 
that communication, you entirely omit- 
ted this important question. From 
careful investigation, however, the 
facts as they appear to me are as fob 
lows: 

"In 1896 a lease was made by the 
Washington authorities to one Edwin 
B. Foster, covering practically the err 
tire Osage nation. At that time there 
was no oil prbduction or development 
probably nearer than the state of In-
diana, so that the lease was made for 
so long a period as ten years in order 
to give time for develdpmenC Foster 
transferred his rights to the above 
named company." 

Continuing, Governor Haskell traces 
the development of the oil land leasing 
industry as affected by regulations 
promulgated by congress with the in• 
tention of showing how the granting of 
a lease on such an immense area of 
laud as 680,0o0 acres was virtually the 
creation of a monopoly. 

In regard to the passage in 1885 of 
a rider on the general appropriation 
bill authorizing the president to make 
a new or extended lease, the letter re-
lates that a number of conferences 
were held between President Roose-
velt and Messrs. Gurley and Barnsdale 
of Pennsylvania. Standard Oil agents. 
Governor Haskell charges the presi-
dent with refusing to grant Osage In-
dian representatives a consultation 
while negotiating at length with Stand-
ard Oil agents. The letter continues: 

"It is a low estimate, Mr. President. 
to say that you should have obtained 
for the tribe a one-sixth royalty of the 
production, and in addition to that, at 
a very moderate estimate, at least 
seven million dollars cash bonus, or a 
greater equivalent royalty and then 
their sub-leasing to actual operators in 
small tracts would have left the Stand-
ard Oil company, a handsome profit, 
indeed, a fahulours sum beyond the 
comprehension of ordinary minds. Did 

• you get them any such sum? No, you 
got them only a bare one-eighth royal-
ty. 

"Mr. President. this question has 
passed beyond the stage of political 
discussion as far as I am concerned. 
While you are the chief guardian of 
this particular property of these 
Sleazes, i, sir, am governor of Okla-
homa of which state these Indians are 
citizens and are entitled to the best 
protection I can give their interests. It 
is my duty to see to it to the fullest 
extent possible, that no citizen or ag-
gregate aggregation of citizens of my 
state shall suffer for indiscretion of 
bad judgment of any guardian of their 
property. I, therefore, insist, that 
without unreasonable delay, I may be 
advised as to the correctness of the 
above facts and in behalf of our peo-
ple, the ()sages, I demand a revocation 
of such unwarranted and unjust lease 
and I beg to advise you now that Sillee 
this has become my official duty, I 
shall carry it before the next congress 
of the United States unless there is a 
clear showing that my people have not 
been unfairly treated. 

"You will pardon me for looking 
with suspicion on any acquisition of 
franchises of property rights of such 
immense value, when ft seems to have 
been encouraged or brought about 
through the management of men 
whose names I give above."

NEY CASTLE SOLD • 
Historic Building to Be Turned 

Into a Museum. 
Austin, Oct. 3.—Ney Castle, the fin• 

mer home here of Miss Elizabeth Ney, 
the noted sculptor, has been sold to 
Mrs. Joseph D. Dibrell of Seguin, pre*. 
'dent of the Texas Federation of Wom-
en's Clubs, for the purpose of estab-
lishing an art museum at Austin, the 
nucleus of which valuable art colleas 
tion of Miss Ney, including paintings, 
statuary, tapestry: etc., which will re-
main in the castle. Should the mu-
seum be discontinued to collection is 
to go to the University of Texas. 

The state health department has 
raised the yellow fever quarantine 
which has been in effect against 
Havana and other points of Cuba for 
some time past.

Must Make Certain Exchanges. 
Austin, Oct. 3.—The state hoard of 

education at a meeting Saturday, 
adopted a ruling requiring all book 
contractors under the recent adoption 
to exchange with local dealers over 
the state all books now on the shelves 
of local dealers when such- book stock 
was purchased for 1907-1908 for the 
new books contracted for. The board 
declares that the law and contracts 
provides that such exchange shall be 
made with local dealers as well as 
with patrons of schools. This is a 
most important ruling and will relieve 
hundreds of small dealers who have 
stock of last year on hand and can. 
not dispose of it 110%., now book con 
tractors had refused to exchange with 
local dealers. Secretary of board and 
Superintendent Cousins were instruct-
ed to advise book contractors of this 
action. 

BOLL WEEVIL DESTROYER. 

Texas Negro Claims to Ha‘,e a Ma- 
chine That Will Do the Work. 

Houston, Oct. 3.—Charles Lee, a ne- 
gro, has perfected a machine which he 
claims will destroy boll weevils. The 
machine is a simple box, consisting 
primarily of a round box made of 
metal and having four protruding 
tubes. Within the outer receptacle is 
another which contains chemicals 
capable of ignition and which give off 
deadly fumes. 

The plan i' to entice weevils within 
the tubes by lights suspended at the 
entrance of each, the fumes killing 
them.
