Frlonans who were fortunate 
enough to sample torn ? of 
W aite Jetton's barbecued beef 
at the annual meeting of Frlona 
Wheat Growers Tuesday may 
have thought "How do we get 
someone to come this far to 
serve a dinner In Frlona?”  

Actually. Tuesday's feed was 
the ninth consecutive by the 
Fort Worth catering specialist, 
and requests for his mouth­
watering barbecue annually 
send his fleet of specially- 
equipped trucks all over the 
nation.

Jetton, who started out 
small, today feeds "m il­
lions”  of people every 
year. Including such people 
as President Lvndon P. 
Johnson#

“ Actually, we have had 
the opportunity to cater to LBJ 
ever since he became a con­
gressman.’ ' state? l lovd Near­
by, who was In charge of the 
Frlona barbecue Tuesday, 

Yearby stated that Jettons 
were also set up to feed the 
late p-e>ldent, John F. Ken­
nedy. alonj with a crowd of 
4,500 persons In Austin the day 
Kennedy was shot In Dallas.

There are 18 trucks In the 
Jetton service, and they have 
catered In 35 of the 50 states 
— as far away as Casper, 
Wyoming and Washington, D.C.

A lot of the Jetton business, 
naturally, Is around the Fort 
Worth “ home base.”  but Yearby 
estimated that In at least ~5

per cent of the cases, the food 
Is prepared “ on the road.”  

In the case of a meal 
such as that served In 
Frlona (the company's 
"ranch style”  menu), one 
truck and two men can feed 
up to 2,500 persons.
The beef Is "about two-thirds 

cooked”  before It leaves Fort 
Worth. It Is then packed In 30- 
pound cans and Iced down. Then 
when the truck reaches Its 
destination, the barbecuing Is 
finished.

Jetton's trucks are specially- 
built with the barbecue pit as 
part of the truck. He designs 
the trucks himself. Fuel for the 
barbecue pits are supplied by 
propane. It Is possible to cook 
while enroute to a location, but 
this Is seldom done, according 
to Yearby.

"Th is creates a Mre hazard. 
We try to get to our destina­
tion In plentv of time to cook 
the meat after we arrive.”  he 
said.

The company has Jobs 
lined up In the near future 
In Colorado, W yom in g , 
Michigan ami Ohio, as well 
as a national convention of 
the Javcees at nearby Dal­
las.
Jettons also do a lot of busi­

ness In the West Texas area. 
They have furnished barbecue 
for cooperative meetings sim­
ilar to Frlona's at Dlmmltt, 
Hereford, Floydada, F’etera- 
burg and New Home, to name a 
few-. Also, they annually feed

the stock Judging teams which 
compete at Texas Tech each 
year.

While barbecue Is Jetton's
msln dish, the compinv also 
handles special occasions, and 
does catering service for ban­
quets, conventions, church 
groups, school parties and the 
like.

Jetton, a Fort Worth native, 
was a butcher to begin with. 
He later went Into the grocery 
business, and began to barbecue 
“ on the side" some 25 years 
ago. His catering service has 
developed Into a pretty fair 
"s ideline.-

Feeding the 1,000 or so 
each year at Frlona (which 
Is about an average Job for 
Jetton’ s) requires a lot of 
'■fl.xlns.*'
To prepare the Frlona menu, 

the Jetton truck brought the fol­
lowing: 450 pounds of heel. 58 
gallons of heana, 358 pounds of 
potato salad, 258 pounds of cole 
slaw, 200 pounds of “ ranch 
style apples, 40 gallons of Iced 
tea and 30 gallons of lemonade.

"Pop ”  Fills, who accom­
panied Yearby to Frlona, says 
he started to work for Jetton 
almost 15 years ago, Intending 
to help him out " fo r  a week or 
two.”

For the second \ear In a row , 
and fifth time In the past eight" 
years. Farmer Count’ had the 
top cotton production among a 
23-county High plains area In 
1963. according to figure* sup­
plied this week by Plains Cot­
ton Growers of l ubbock.

Parmer County's yield per 
acre from the 19o3 crop aver­
aged 618 pounds, which was 
eight pounds per acre myre than 
Floyd County, perennlalp a top 
cotton producer.

The yield for Parmer County 
was off by l? l pounds from 
Its showing of 19.i2. Thatvear, 
the counts produced a whopping 
789 pounds per acre, enroute to 
an all-time record year for 
cotton here.

The 1962 record of 80,525 
bales produced was a record 
number, and the ’ 92 pounds per 
acre that \ear also stands as 
a record for the county , and 
also led the entire state for the 
year.

In 1962. the closest county to 
Parmer's total on the High 
Plains was Castro County . with 
a 648-pound average.

Considering normal yield 
averages for the 23-county 
ares. Parmer County ranks 
first with an average annual 
yield of 658 pounds per sere. 
However, on a statewide basis, 
that figure ranks 14th among all 
the cotton producing counties 
In Texas.

For effective control of file* 
In the beef r»ttle herd, use t 
spray rig that will "blast*' the 
chemical under the cattle'* 
hair.

A light, misting spray won't 
do the job. Much of the spray 
will evaporate after It land* 
on the cattle and. more Import­
ant, there Is only slight pene­
tration down to the skin.

To get good results, uae 
spraying equipment that will 
give 200 pounds of pressure, 
A hlgh-volume piston pump 1* 
the best. The higher pressure 
pump* will force the spray to 
the skin of the cattle, killing 
Insects that feed on blood.

Move the cattle around In the 
pen to get more of them Into 
the high-pressure range of the 
n o t t l e ,  Because greater 
amounts of sprav are used In 
this "pour-lt-on" spravlng, 
there will appear to be exces­
sive waste. However, the meth­
od Is more effective than mist­
ing the cattle.

For herd* too small to justify 
good spraying equipment, dust­
ing with five per centMalathlon 
or 10 per cent Methoxychlor 
can give low-coat, e*avcontrol. 
Apply about one tablespoon on 
each animal's back and rub It 
lightly over the hair.

Most of the spray compounds 
available are effective. To get 
the best value, buy on the basis 
of chemical contents rather 
than for brand names.
