Hearings on cotton legislation
before du Cotton Subcommittee
of the House Committee onAg
riculture closed last week with
a stern admonition and a hinted
warning from Subcommittee
Chairman Thomas Abernathy,

Last on the rostrum was Ken-
neth Frick, Administrator of the
Agricultural ‘Stabilization and
Conservation Service, on whose
back the Administration appears
to have strapped the major res-
ponsibility for development of
a cotton program.,

Frick's testimony stuck closely
to USDA's "set aside approach”
which, with the exception of
Western Cotton Growers, Inc.
of California, has gone over like
a lead balloon with producer
groups from across the Cotton
Belt.

Representatives from 14 cotton
producer organizations and 9
states, including the six groups
represented by the Texas Assoc-
jation of Cotton Producer Organ-
jzations (TACPO), has preceded
Frick before the Subcommittee

Noting this wide gulf between
what producers want and what
USDA is proposing, Chairman
Abernethy called on producers
and the Department to “get to-
gether" and come up with a leg-
islative proposal on which they
agree. Otherwise, he intimated
there is a strong possibility that

Should that happen, cotton
would revert to the Agriculture
Act of 1958, which was passed
as permanent legislation. There
would be no payments to farmers
and some type of export sales
program would be required to
make cotton competitive in for-
eign markets.

The price of cotton to our do-
mestic mills would jump to

somewhere above 31 cents per ‘

pound, basis Middling 1 inch,
and the effect on cotton's mark -
ets would be disastrous. And, if
programs for wheat and feed
grains were enmacted in 1970 it
would be difficult indeed to get
Congress at a later date to pass
an acceptable program for cot-
ton.

To qualify for loans and gov-
ernment payments under USDA's
set-aside proposal, producern
would be required to idle "a
quantity of cropland proportional
to the acres on which they re-
ceive benefits in the form of
government payments.™ For
cotton, Frick said "we contem -
plate payments on the production
from 100 percent of a domestic
allotment. . . . . and therefore the
required set-aside might approp -
riately be an amount of crop-
land equivalent to 50-100 per-
cent of this domestic allotment.

And, by doing away with mark -

eting quotas and the natiomal
acreage allotment, the proposal
would give producers freedom
o choose the crop or crops to be
planted on the acreage remain-
ing after compliance with the
set-aside requirement.

The major fault with this part
of the proposal, according to
the predominance of producer

testimony, is that it would not

assure adequate production to
meet the demands of domestic
and export markets for cotton.
Frick also said in his statement
that USDA would like t© elimi-
nate the concept of a floor und -
er producer income based on a
percentage of parity and let the
Secretary set price support pay -
ments "ata level he determines
is fair and reasomable, takirg
into consideration farm income,
the need 1o assure that the bene -
fits of the program inure primar-
ily w those producers who par -
ticipate inthe program, and the
need to maintain a balance a-
mong the acreages devoted to
the variows commodities for
which price support is available. *
Producers balk at this idea, too.
They feel, as pointed out by
TACPO, that "the loanand price
support payment structure for
cotton should be tied to an in-
index closely related to the gen-
eral level of prices within owr

economy, such as parity sys-
