Here are some other tips from
the FDA fact sheet:

The drug could mix
with traces of the previous con-
tents, and cause an undesirable
effect.

Always keep the cap of the
drug container tightly sealed.

Follow carefully any storage in-

structions on the label. If you
have any questions, ask your
pharmacist.

If anything happens to the or-
iginal prescription wvial, or if
the plastic top comes lqose af
ter several openings and clos-
ings, ask your pharmacist for
another.

All of these tips apply equally
to medicines in liquid, tablet,

or capsule form. None should,
