AN EDITORIAL

. Space For Miracles

In the United States we, more than most other peoples,
have been blessed with vast and fertile lands. They have
been bountiful in yielding food and fuels, clothing and shel-
ter, minerals and mountainous harvests of all the things
our people have required.

But, many Americans have accepted the bounty and
beauty of the land without recognizing the burdens we im-
pose upon it. We live in a time of mushrooming population;
sprawling cities, superhighways, airports, parking lots, sea-
shores and scenic monuments, wilderness areas and parks
are encroaching upon the nation's productive land at a fan-
tastic rate.

This year, again, there are quarrels between the pro-
ductive users of our land, and those who prefer that more
land be set aside for recreational, esthetic and cultural
purposes. No one questions the conviction and dedication of
those who wish to preserve wilderness areas, establish parks
and protect the scenic grandeur of our country. But the
stark reality is that the thousands of products which our
forests yield for our people are of tremendous national sig-
nificance, too. Growing trees and harvesting them in an end-
less cycle is an absolute essential if our country is to prosper
and grow.

It is elemental that trees require land. It is equally
obvious that this is one national resource which can be re-
plenished, by forest regeneration. This is not true of petro-
leum or minerals, for example. When these resources are
depleted they are gone forever. The replenishment cycle for
our forests can be accomplished only if sufficient land is
provided for the regrowth process.

Yet, if the Congress were to pass, in their present forms,
just those bills which the Secretary of Interior has put for-
ward this year to establish new Federal parks and trails,
the impact upon our timberlands would be catastrophic, so

Grain Sorghum’s Water

Requirements Discussed

Sorghum has an extensive
root system and will penetrate
the soll profile to a depth of four
to six feet when sufficient soil
depth is available,

Optimum ylelds require ap-
proximately 24 inches of use-
able water during the season,
This moisture need may be met
from moisture stored in the
soil, rainfall and supplemental
frrigation, For maximum ef-
ficiency the available water
should be distributed through
the growing season to meet the
demands of the crop at the cri-
tical stages of growth-particul-
arly at the time of boot, bloom
and early grain formation,

Grain sorghum usually uses

less than one-tenth inche of
water per day up to seven leaf-
stage, During the boot and
head stages, dally use may
be reduced by one-fourth if
stress occurs at anytme up to
the soft-dough stage,

Grain sorghum to be irrigat-
ed only one time during the
growing season produces more
efficiently when the application
‘s timed at the boot stage of
growth, Grain sorghum to be
irrigated twice during the grow-
ing season produces most effi-
clently when the first applica-
tlon is applied at the early boot
stage and the second applica-
tion applied at the bloom stage
of growth,

Outlined For Farmers

Cotton that received good
rains this pastweek should have
enough moisture in the ground
to last for a while,

Watering cotton too early can
lead to troubles, If watered too
early (before white blooms ap-
pear) cotton tends to keep grow-
ing in a vegetative manner and
doesn’t start fruiting early,
Early irrigation can lower soil
temperatures and encourage
blights, wilts and seedling dis-
eases,

Irrigating too early can also
keep roots from penetrating
deep In the soil, If roots
haven’t penetrated deep in the
soil, the normally hot, dry
weather of August (not like
last year) will cause plants to
become moisture stressed, An
inadequate root system means
farmers won't be able to irri-
gate their cotton often enough
at this time to keep plants ade-
quately supplied with water,

Highest water requirements
of cotton plants occurs at peak
bloom stage, At this stage,

cotton will use one-fourth to
four-tenths inch per day, This
compares to less thanone-tenth

emergence to squaring stages,
From white bloom to peak
blooming stage, plants will uti-
lize one-tenth to one-fourth ac-
re-inches water daily,

If only one summer irriga-
tion is possible apply it at the
peak bloom stage of growth-
25 to 35 days following appear-
ance of the first white bloom,
jepending upon variety, With
two summer Irrigations, the
most efficient schedule is an
irrigation at first bloom fol-
lowed by a second application
25 to 35 days later,

Cotton lint quality, as well
as yield, is vitally affected by
irrigation practices, Irriga-
tion after the recommended cut-
off date will increase the quan-
tity of wasty and immature fi-
bers and subsequently lowered
micronaire values and reduced
spinning performance, Rec-
ommended cut-off date for this
area i{s August 20,
