Missouri Beef Packers w ill 
begin slaughter operations at 
Its new Frlona plant on Monday, 
and plant manager BUI Gilbert 
said he hoped the plant could 
kill 150 head of cattle the first 
day.

" I f  we do, we will top what 
any plant has ever done In Its 
firs t day of operation," Gilbert 
said. He explained that the 
company’ s Rock Port,M o. plant 
had killed 103 head In Its first 
day of operation.

Gilbert said that the Missouri 
plant had slaughtered 611 head 
of cattle during its first week 
In 1966, and that was another 
figure the crews will be out to 
beat In next week’ s maiden ef­
forts.

•*1 think we’ re ’ way ahead of 
the schedule as compared to our 
plant at Rock Port at the same 
stage. We might be as mu< h 
as six months ahead of sim ilar 
progress,’ ’ Gilbert stated.

Gilbert said that buyers for 
the company have already pur­
chased enough cattle for the 
first week’ s run.

An overwhelming majority of 
the company’ s construction 
crew has been re-hlred as pro­
duction employees, according

to Gilbert. Probably 95 per 
cent w ill remain with the com­
pany he said.

In the meantime a good num­
ber of people have left their 
applications for Jobs at the new 
plant.

"W e  have been checking out 
our equipment, and getting all 
of our loose ends put togeth­
er. We’ re  looking forward to 
next Monday," Gilbert conclud­
ed.

Propositions Merit 
Voters' Attention
Two important propositions are printed 

on this week’ s primary ballots in the De­
mocratic and Republican primaries.

One is the “ Liquor by the Drink”  pro­
position, and the other is for legalizing 
pari-mutuel betting on horse races in the 
state. Both issues have previously been 
turned down by Texas voters, but both 
have gained new support and are being 
tried once again.

Backers of both programs talk about 
increased taxes which would come into 
the state’ s treasury as a result of their 
programs. What they fail to tell you is 
what it could cost state residents in the 
long run.

*  *  *  *  *

Texas Alcohol Narcotics Education, Inc. 
points out that increasing the availability 
o f alcohol, the state could get more tax 
revenues by merely raising its tax in line 
with that of other states.

TANE states that while Texas presently 
taxes beer at the rate of $4.30 per barrel, 
Oklahoma and Louisiana’s beer tax is $10 
per b a r r e l ;  Mississippi’ s is $13.23; 
Alabama’ s is $13.23; Georgia’ s is $14.89 
and Florida ’ s tax is $11.5".

Advocates o f the liquor-bv-the drink 
proposition point out that the stare would 
gain S~ 1/2 million a year in tax reve­
nues. However. TANE says that if Texas 
would simply make beer subject to the two 
per cent state sales tax, it would raise 
nearly $13 million in added revenue.

There are other points to consider, but 
we think that Texans would help keep their 
state more safe and sane by voting 
AGAINST the two propositions during Sat­
urday’ s election. There is more at stake 
than tax dollars -- and other ways of rais­
ing money.

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PATRIOTISM TPXAS STYLI
On March 6, 1830, the men at the Alamo died after a twelve 

day siege. On April 21,ofthatyear their deaths were avenged. 
The battle for an unclear purpose, Texas freedom, had been 
won. Texans fought again for what they believed during the 
C iv il War. They fought and died for another unclear purpose 
when they fought far away from home in World War I. They 
fought to free an oppressed people In World War II. In Korea 
they fought again to help an oppressed people. Now in Viet 
Nam Texans are fighting gallantly again, and still the purpose 
Is unclear. Yet, It fits into one word: FREEDOM.

A down payment was made on Freedom In 1776, and in­
stallment payments are still being made. The payments can 
only be made In blood.

The enemy that we are fighting is very hard to define. 
Abroad It comes In the form of overt aggression.

At home Communism Is In a more dangerous form, sub­
version. The riots In our streets that grow more violent 
very day are the most obvious forn * of this subversion, 

but the violence In our country Is part of It too. Once this 
violence was far away from those of us In Texas and Friona. 
Now, It grows closer and closer with the Tower murder in 
Austin and the Cleaning woman killed at Tech last December. 
That Is very close to our supposed security. How much closer 
w ill It get?

I realize that the people here are not guilty of this, but 
It still needs to be said. There Is a tendency In the U.S. 
to believe that the policeman Is the enemy of the people and 
society rather than Its friend. Parents te lls  child that If he Is 
naughty, they w ill call the big bad policeman. The father 
who puts ■ child In the back seat of the car and tells him to 
watch out for the "fu zz ”  aa he takes off town the highway at 
80 or 90 m iles an hour Is guilty. The high school student 
who hates the police and everything he stands for Is guilty. 
The college student who protests war and doesn't know why Is 
guilty. These students want academic freedom, but what is 
academic freedom? Is it the ability to tell a teacher what to 
do? Is It the right to flaunt the laws of the land and the laws 
of God? This Is the strange kind of subversion we must fight. 
A lack of respect for the law Is everywhere in our country. 
The new American rhllosophy Is " I t  Isn’ t against the law un­
less you get caught.”

These things are a strong detriment to our society. V.I. 
[enln said In his book, "What IS to Re Done, that there were 
three steps to defeating a country. First, cause a class strug­
gle: he went on to say In the U.S. make It Negro against 
White. This has been done. Second, cause a lack of respect 
for the law. This is quickly being accomplished. The third 
seems the least possible, but the other two seemed that way 
a few years ago. Third, have the minority take over the gov­
ernment.

It Is possible to defeat this thing If adults and youth will 
work together to do so. The adults need to Instruct their 
children In the Importance of knowing the difference between 
right and wrong, regardless of who may or may not be pre­
sent. Parents must give children a respect for our law en­
forcement officers. Adults need to consider carefully for 
whom they vote In the coming elections. Make sure that those 
speeches mean something and aren’ t Just hollow words.

The youth need to be careful not to be sponges, accepting 
everything told them. Youth have the fault of listening too 
much and condemning too little. I feel that If the youth w ill think 
carefully about what the Communists say, they w ill see the 
fallacy In It and refuse to follow their teachings.

I’ m sorry to ssy that aggression abroad must be paid in 
the blood of American boys.

Republicans
Paul W. Eggers, 49, Wichita 

Falls attorney: "Texans want 
to break the political monopoly 
that has dominated our state, 
people want two -  party com­
petition and new leadership that 
Is not tied to past promises or 
m istakes."

Eggers names major areas of 
concern as taxes, education, 
crime and law enforcement, 
conservation and pollution con- 
trol.

Eggers was born In a small 
Indiana town, one of eight chil­
dren In a Lutheran minister's 
family. He has lived In Wichita 
Falls since graduation from the 
University of Texas school of 
law in 1948.

An Air Corps veteran of 
World War II, Eggers received 
a Sports Illustrated silver anni­
versary award In 1966 for suc­
cess In his field of endeavor.

He Is chairman-elect of the 
taxation section of the State Far 
of Texas. He Is a trustee of 
Midwestern l nlverslty foun­
dation and a past director of the 
North Texas Oil and Gas Assn.

Eggers and his wife, 
Frances, have a 10-year-old 
son, Steven. They are mem­
bers of the Episcopal church.

Wallace T . Sisk, 38, Hous­
ton attorney:

He is a native of Kentucky 
but has lived In Texas since 
1947 and has practiced law in 
Houston for 16 years. He said

he has voted Republican for 18 
years.

"1 am for the liquor by the 
drink but 1 think It should be 
coupled with stringent enforce­
ment.

" I  am opposed to pari-mu­
tuel betting. I believe It w ill 
bring organized crim e."

Favors Police Academy
On crime he said " f ir s t  pov­

erty does not cause crime. The 
true answer Is sound moral 
teaching In our homes, church­
es, and schools. I am In favor 
of establishment of a state po­
lice academy.

" I  oppose open housing le­
gislation because It Is a ser­
ious Invasion of person pri­
vacy."

Slak said he la for equal 
opportunity "but opposed to 
give-away program s." He op­
poses a state Income tax, fire ­
arms registration and mini­
mum wage legislation.

For Higher Salaries
He said he favor* higher 

teachers' salaries, four-year 
terms for state officials, an­
nual legislative sessions, en­
forcement of water and pollu­
tion laws.

John R. T rice , 33, 1 fellas at­
torney:

He was active In young Re­
publican affairs and ran for 
attorney general as a Republi­
can In 1964.

He said he Is opposed to li­
quor by the drink but would 
not veto It If the legislature 
passed It. He said " I  am 
strongly opposed to open house 
legislation but If It passed 1 
would not veto It ."

Democrats
Dolph Brtecoe, 45, Uvalde, 

businessman and rancher:
He stresses his experience 

In many fields as a “ proven 
record of service and leader­
ship for progress."

He has conducted a "peo- 
ple-to-people" campaign and

don.

Eyes Traffic  Problems
He was co-author of the C'ol- 

son - Briscoe Act, which re­
vitalized the farm-to-market 
road system. He has called for 
a sim ilar Intensive effort to 
help cities solve traffic prob­
lems.

Briscoe organized and head­
ed the screwworm eradication 
program.

W aggoner Carr, 49, Lubbock 
and Austin attorney:

He Is a former assistant 
district attorney, county attor­
ney, member of the Texas le­
gislature, speaker of the House 
of Representatives, and attor­
ney general of Texas.

He received the Wyman Me­
morial Award from the Na­
tional Assn, of Attorneys (ien- 
eral as the outstanding attor­
ney general In the nation in 1906 
for his creation of the Texas

Youth Council to fight crime.
He said he favors:

Favors Police Schools
—More severe penalties for 

crimes of violence, and nar­
cotic violations, creation of 
special police schools and pro­
viding state financial assist­
ance to local law enforcement 
agencies.

—M alntainlng the best teach­
ing force in the nation by pro­
viding salaries competitive 
with other states and private 
employment:

-Creation of more technical 
and vocational schools;

— Elimination of duplication 
and waste In state government 
by combining agencies, and 
Joint contracting for computer 
services for all state agencies.

Woman Seeks Post
The Rev. Johnnie Mae Hack- 

worth, 63, minister and self- 
styled prophetess:

She said she was arrested 
for threatening the lives of 
presidents Elsenhower and 
Johnson and was sent to mental 
hospitals three times, but was

declared sane each time.
She said she would "promote 

true patriotism for the United 
States and Texas as opposed to 
one-world government via the 
ltilted  nations organization or 
United States of Europe.

She said she Is for "equ it­
able taxation adequate for ma­
jor state Improvements, tour­
ism, good world press, firm  
law obedience and establish­
ment of day care centers for 
working mothers. She opposes 
liquor by the drink and pari­
mutuel betting.

Leadership H ill's Goal
John Hill, 44, Houston attor­

ney:
He Is a former secretary of 

state.
"T h e  purpose of my candi­

dacy Is to provide leadership 
for the development of the hu­
man and natural resources of 
our state.

"W e  must begin with a total 
commitment to excellence In 
education. This Includes com­
petitive salaries and long- 
range planning In vocational 
technical education, state sup­
ported kindergartens, and pre­
school training.

"F u ll development of human 
resource* requires further In­
dustrial growth. I have outlin­
ed a four-point program to sti­
mulate economic progress.

"T h e  overriding Issue In this 
campaign Is the independence 
of a candidate to do what must 
be done. 1 am the only candi­
date who has no ties, no prior 
commitments, no pressure 
groups to please. 1 am free to 
serve all of T exas."

Eugene Locke, 49, [fellas at­
torney:

He said "Texans want strong, 
new leadership In the gover­
nor's office next year. Texans 
do not w ant political reruns and 
the same old tired voices 
speaking as their chief of exe­
cutive."

Says Strong Ijcecutive 
Needed

Locke said Texas needs " a  
strong governor who w ill have 
the courage to resist pressure 
from lobbyists." He said he 
advocates strong law enforce­
ment. "Texas lawmen should 
shoot looters If they ever get 
completely out of hand as they 
have In some other parts of the 
nation."

I ocke la a navy veteran. He

palgn and served two years as 
state I lemocratic chairman.

He served two years as a 
diplomat, a* U.S, anvbaasador 
to Pakistan and as deputy am. 
bassador to South Vietnam. For 
this service he received the 
Freedom Medal.

Son of "P ap p y "
Pat O'Daniel, 49, I fellas In­

surance executive:
He 1* the son of form er Gov. 

and U.S. Sen. W. Lee O 'Ifenlel.
" I  intend to break up the 

power-hungry politicians which 
act like puppets," he said. 
"When I am governor of Texas
I w ill cut the strings which 
make the puppets dance."

He said he would veto any 
attempt to legalize liquor by 
the drink. He said he favors 
a pay increase for teachers.

Lt. Gov. Preston Smith, 56, 
Lubbock businessman:

"In  traveling more than 50, 
000 miles In this race for gov­
ernor, I have stressed my 
qualifications and record which 
are reflected In my public rec­
ord of 18 years as a member, 
of the House of Representatives 
the state Senate, and as the 
lieutenant governor.

"1 have served as acting gov­
ernor of Texas for more than 
240 days — more than one- 
fourth of the normal two-year 
term.

"T h e  Issue of a qualified 
governor has emerged as the 
only real Issue in this race.

II on PT  Boat 109. He said he 
favors a $2minimum wage, bet­
ter schools, higher teacher sal­
aries and liquor by the drink. 
He has not campaigned active­
ly.

Stresses Honesty 
Edward L. Whittenburg, 39, 

Houston businessman:
He said he is the most can­

did and honest man in the race 
and has never refused to take 
a firm stand on any Issue.

Whittenburg said he consid­
ers the number one issue In the

race to be "Integrity in gov­
ernment."

He has called for the with­
drawal of all candidates who are 
unable to publicly disclose their 
sources of Income, which he did 
at a news conference March 7. 
"N o  man should run for gover­
nor unless he can tell the peo­
ple who he’ s been with and who 
he's obligated to ,"  Whittenburg 
said.

Don Yarborough, 42, Houston 
attorney:

For Minimum Wage Law
He served with the Marines 

In World War II and Korea and 
ran unsuccessfully for gover­
nor in 1962 and 1964.

He has called for a state 
consumer commission to pro­
tect shoppers, a reduction In 
auto Insurance rates, a pro­
gram to utilize the talents of 
retired citizens and a state 
human relations commission.

parlum in the soli during warm 
sunny days o f late winter and 
early spring.

Common cattle grub adults 
most often approach a repos­
ing animal and attach their eggs 
to hairs on the udder, legs, es­
cutcheon, belly or side with­
out noticeably disturbing the 
animal. It Is not uncommon, 
however, to see animals fleeing 
wildly, standing in water up to 
their bellies or in dense shade 
to protect themselves from heel 
fly attack.

Eggs are attached in rows of 
two or three to as many as 25 
or 30 along a single hair. Fe­
males usually produce 400 to 
800 eggs with an average of 500 
eggs per fly. The eggs hatch 
In 2 1/2 to 6 days and the lar­
vae crawl down the hair and be­
gin to penetrate the skin, usu­
ally at the base of the hair.

The first Instar larva ap­
parently spends about 8 months 
migrating through connective 
tissues. The grub spends most 
of tbls time In the submucosa 
of the esophagus (gullet), but 
It has been found in connective 
tissues.

Upon reaching the back, the 
grub secretes an enzyme creat­
ing a hole In the skin through 
which the grub obtains oxygen. 
Natural mortality of grubs in 
the back Is commonly 50 per 
cent or more and may be as high 
as 100 per cent in some ani­
mals.

After developing 1 or 2 
months in the w arble, the fully- 
grown grub, squeezes through 
the breathing hole In the skin, 
drops to the ground and seeks 
shelter under ground trash, 
leaves or other debris.

Grubs normally appear In 
animals backs from October to 
February, varying according to 
location in Texas.

Cattle are the only Important 
hosts of the common cattle 
grub. Horses are sometimes 
Infested by there is no record 
of a grub completing Its devel­
opment In a horse.

Marbles In 
the back lower carcass values, 
and breathing holes in the skin 
reduce the hide’ s leather value.

For effective grub control, 
treat cattle wltb synthetic ln- 
sectlcides-chemlcals absorb­
ed Into the animal’ s body where 
they control gurbs by contact 
action. Systemlcs are avail­
able as sprays, dips, barkline 
pour-ons and feed additives or 
mlnersl mixtures. The choice 
of insecticide and treatment 
method depends on the type of 
operation. Administer treat­
ments after heel fly activity and 
before grubs reach the animal’ s 
back. In most areas of the 
state, treat between May 1 and 
September 1. In all areas, bet­
ter control is obtained by treat­
ing soon after May 1.

Severe systemic Insecticides 
effectively control rattle grubs.

Sprays that are recommend­
ed Include (Co-Ral) Ruelene 25 
E; and (Neguvon). These ma­
terials also control horn flies 
and lice, and coumaphos con­
trols ticks as well.

This may require up to 1 
gallon of spray for grown ani­
mals and proportionately less 
for smaller animals.
