Soil Authority Warns Expansion of 
Plains Farm Land Causes Erosoin

SENIOR PLAY

Dust storms are destroying cul­
tivated farm land and seriously 
damaging range land in the 
High Plains of western and 
northwestern Texas as well as 
ttie Oklahoma Panhandle, said 
a wind erosion authority of the 
soil conservation service.

"The storms are not spectacu­
lar like the ‘dust bowl’ blows 
of the 1930s and are not likely 
at attract more than local atten­
tion, but the loss is just as ser­
ious to the farmer and ranch­
er,” the Fort Worth expert said.

He blamed the erosion, which 
In the past two weeks has de­
stroyed or seriously damaged 
wheat in Texas and Oklahoma, 
on plowing of additional range 
and pasture land for row crop 
production.

This aOthorlty said the locali­
ties where farmers are expand­
ing cotton and wheat planting 
on sandy, shallow lands — not 
suitable for coultivatlon--present 
a more serious erosion menace 
than does the old "dust bowl 
area.”

He pointed out that in some 
cases wind has already sheared 
the land off down to the sub­
soil.

"Recent winds have blown soil 
from farm to another, damaging 
if not destroying wheat crops,” 
he said. "When this happens, 
both farms suffer. One loses its 
top soil and Its wheat crop along 
with it. Young wheat on the 
other hand is smothered by the 
covering dust."

He said that the smothering 
blanket of dust, being light and 
loose, is likely to start blowing 
again and chances are that the 
soli beneath It w ill blow too.

The Soli Conservation head 
pointed out that a whole conser­
vation program can be nullified 
even If as few as 10 per cent of 
the farmers having exposed land 
fail to participate, lie u.sed Crane, 
Ector, Andrews, Gaines and Daw­
son counties as other good ex­
amples of wind erosion damage.

"As far as dust storms In gen­
eral are concerned, the situa­
tion is about the same as It was

a ye,nr ago. hut with two Impor­
tant exceptions, both for the 
worse. This year we have a feed 
crop failure that we did not have 
a year ago and the winter fo li­
age is not so good because of a 
comparatively dry season last 
year. The result has been serious 
overgrazing which has laid the 
soil bare to wind erosion,” the 
expert continued.

He said a number of factors 
involved in the failure toare

adopt conservation practices to 
save the soil in these sandy 
areas. In some Instances, he said, 
farmers know better but are w il­
ling to gamble with the ele­
ments by planting a crop that Is 
hazardous in sandy soil. Another 
factor, he continued, is that new­
comers are being .sold farm land 
in the arid or marginal belt, and 
a third is that in many of the 
rural sections the farmers also 
w'ork in the oil fields and do rot 
hav’e sufficient time to devote 
to the proper operation and man­
agement of their farms.

I  think we are (lerfectly well.
I f we do catch a cold we should 

not neglect it., A cold may lead to 
Influenza, to pneumonia, to ear 
trouble. It m,iy so weaken the sys­
tem that we become ready prey 
to tuberculosis.

Children are particularly apt to 
develop ear trouble after a cold. 
When they have bad colds they 
.should be kept away irom schoc 
until the worst is over. While at 
home, they should be kept quiet and 
should not be permitted to play with 
other children.

It is not always nece.ssary for an 
adult to stay at home with a cold 
but it Is often the wise thing to do 
If the cold Is accompamed by fever, 
both adults and children should by 
all means stay in bed 

Rest and diet are important fac­
tors in curing a cold. Weakened by 
the cold, the body needs extra rest 
and easily digested foods. Rich, 
heavy foods should be avoided. The 
diet should include plenty of liquids, 
water, fruit juices and clear soups 

Colds are undoubtedly a nuisance, 
but by taking care of our.«elves when 
we have them, future trouble can 
be avoided.

overtime, were $1.15H. If  present wage pro­
posals are adopted, this figure will become 
$1.3314 per hour.

Wiien the strike began, negotiations were 
broken off by the Union on the issue of com- 
pul.sory union membership. The Company 
has no desire to weaken the Union. It recog­
nizes certain reasonable needs of the Union. 
But the Company does oppose com pulsory 
unionism. It feels strongly that an em­
ploye’s membership should be a matter of 
his own choice.

Matsrial Costs ond Pries Ralisf

Wages and materials are the great costs of 
operating our businesB—together they con­
sume all but a few cents of every dollar the 
Company takes in. Wages are obviously 
going to be high—and nobody knows jurt 
how high matenal costs will go.

In the face of rising costs of materials, the 
Company does not see how it can pay the 
wage increases fecommended by a Govern­
ment fact finding board until it has definite 
and satisfactory aasuranoe from the Govern­
ment that reasonable price relief will be 
granted to the Company within a reasonable 
period of time. This matter is of such im­
portance that it will not be discussed here, 
but will be covered by future advertisements 
devoted to both prices and profits.

Speaking for our dealers and ourselves, we 
can assure you that no customer is more 
eager than we are to reeume production. We 
are doing and shall continue to do everything 
in our power to bring about a fair settlement 
as soon as possible.

Statement On • 
Car Production

Following is the text of a tele- 
iram sen» Thursday nisht. Feb­
ruary 21st., by Henn- Ford II from 
Los Anreles to Chester Bowles. Of­
fice of Price Administration, Wash­
ington:

Your public statement of Thurs­
day leaves me no other course but 
to make public certain facts which 
you either do not know or refuse 
to reveal.

Our application to OPA on last 
hily 20 was made while we were 
still at war with Japan. Since fleht- 
ing had stopped In Europe, the War 
Production Board decided that limit­
ed production of automobiles was 
n the public Interest. A total of 39.- 
910 was fixed by WPB as the maxi­
mum number of passenger cars the 
Ford Motor Company could pro­
duce during the last six months of 
1945.

Obviously you cannot make 39.910 
cars In six months In a plant de­
signed to produce iiiuie Uuu 100,000 
every month without greatly in- 
reastng production cost per uni' 

ix)w coat depends on volume, as ev- 
Tyone knows. So when the Oovern- 
ment—not the Ford Motor Company 
—fixed production volume It thus 
determined cost and selling price.

Let me give a specific example 
We decided that 32.750 of the 39.- 
ilO automobiles permitted should be 
Fords. The rest were to be Mer­
cury's and Lincolns. The limitation 
n quantity fixed our estlmntc'd on 

the most popular Ford model a' 
I99157 The F. O B. sales price, 
vhich Included a 5 per cent profi* 
incl the usual dealer commission 
thus beenme $1.3.78.10.

We immediately filed applicatlo:

Tills uct'on had nothing to do with 
peacetime price ceilings. It w.is not 
until e.arly In September, after the 
end of the Japanese war, that OPA 
first Issud any regulations having 
to do with peacetime price ceil­
ings on uuluiuublles.

TTiese facts Illustrate the point I 
have been trying to make in my 
public statements—that high costs 
and high prices of automobiles are 
cau.sed by low volume production.

Our one aim since V-J day has 
been to get into maximum produc-e 
tion as quickly as possible. We have 
spared no costs. We have i>ald high­
er prices for materials, we have 
used propane gas when we could net 
get coal, and we agreed to add 
$41,000,000 to our annual blV for 
labor.

But our assembly lines have run 
by fits and starts because we could 
not get parts and materials. Ac­
tually, wc were able during in4.s to 
produce only 34.439 Ford cars Oiii 
costs per unit on this production 
have been almost exa’ctly what we 
estimated for that small volume.

Have no fear that the Ford Motor 
Company will charge the Ameilcuii 
people one penny more than It 
has to for cars. I f we did, com­
petition would take care of such a 
situation very quid 'y 

For your Information, Mr. Bowles, 
•to meet competition we are now 
selling one of our truck models at 
$100 below OPA ceilings.

We would like to sell all F.ard 
cars below OPA price ceilings, net 
above. But low costs and low price' 
depend on large scale production 
That, In turn, depends upon an 
unlntcrrupied flow of parts and 
materials to our as.sembly lines. 
When you say that only 10 to 25 
per cent of our parts are under 
OPA price control you miss the 
point. Shortage on only a few parts 
can stop the whole assembly line 
This, In fact, is what has happened 
time and again since V-J day.

May I add that 1 question the 
propriety of a Government official's 
calling “outrageous” actions taken 
in strict accordance with wartime 
government regulations.

School Safety 
Bill Ruled As 
Unconstitutional

-An exception for Houston which 
the Legislature wrote into a school 
safety bill makes it unconstitution­
al, Atty. Oen. Orover Sellers said 
Saturday.

The bill was designed to tighten 
safety regulations to prevent such 
tragedies as the New London ex- 

I plosion which destroyed a school- 
house and killed nearly 300 puplb 
and teachers. It provided for es­
tablishment of a board of school 
safety supervisors to make regu­
lations governing proper construc­
tion of buildings.

The amendment exempting Inde- 
nendent school districts covering 
cities of more than 375,000 popu­
lation from twelve sections of th 
bill WR* spnnsrvred by Senate; 
Weaver Moore of Houston. The 
exemption placed the bill within 
the category of a special or local 
law, prohibited by the Constitu­
tion, Sellers as.*erted.

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Convicts Flee 
Prison Farm
• J. V . Mann, serving a life 
senteni.-e from Cochran County 
for thi murdbr of Deputy Sheriff 
D. T. Smith on December, 18, 
1939, escaped from the Central 
State Prison F'arm Monday 
night, according to an Associat­
ed Press report last night.

Mann fled the farm with W il­
liam K Weems, up for 99 years 
for robbery by firearms.

Deputy Smith had been shot 
when he and Sheriff Tom Stande- 
fer stopped Mann, Howard C. 
Lackey, and Raymond Davis 
about six miles west of Morton 
to investigate the car the trio 
were driving.
Object of Wide Search

Lackey fired the shots that 
fatally wounded Smith, and he 
himself died later from wounds 
Inflicted when Smith returned 
the fire. Davis was captured at 
that time, but Mann fled afoot, 
stole car and made a getaway.

He had been the objtn t̂ of one 
of the most intensive manhunts 
the South Plains had ever seen 
when he was dragged from an 
old cellar near Crosbyton Dec. 
10, 1939. His hiding place was 
discovered by Texas Highway 
patrolemen.

Mann, then 25, and Davis, 26, 
were placed in Lubbock County 
ja il to await trial.

Charges had been filed the 
day of the shooting.
Admittod Tbiefts in Ana

Following Mann's capture. 
Judge Daniel A. Blair called a 
special term of 72nd district 
court, and appointed Robert C. 
Marshall of Morton and Ralph 
Brock and . E. Vickers of Lub­
bock to represent Mann. The 
prosecution was represented by 
District Attorney Burton S. Burks, 
Assistant Victor H. Lindsey, and 
the Cochran County Attorney.

Murder with malice was the 
charge and Mann received a life 
sentence.

Prior to his trial Mann signed 
a statement admitting numerous 
thefts In this area. His record 
includes several jail breaks.

According to Lubbock Police 
records, Mann is 6 feet 2*i inches 
tall, weighing 175 pounds, fair 
complexion, has brown hair, is 
a slindcr build. A stai mUIi (iie 
initials “JWM” under it is ta- 
tooed on his right forearm and 
there is a burn scar on his right 
arm above the elbow.

The 4 !1 Club girls are be­
ginning their food demonstra­
tion be planting their tomatws 
early. They are using tomato 
lugs and dried fruit boxes as 
“ flats.”

The first thing the 4-H’ers 
does in preparing her “ flat” is 
to gather some small rocks, gra­
vels, etc., from the yard and 
place about a inch layer in 
the bottom of the box This gives 
the “ flat” a chanc-e to drain well. 
Next one part barn-yard manure 
and three parts good .soil are 
mixed together and sifted 
through hardware cloth or corse 
screen wire into the box. A plank 
is used to level the soil off even 
with the top of the box. Drills 
are made to plant tlje sc-ed in 
by pressing the edge of the 
plank down inch into the 
soil across the box every three 
inches.

The seeds are planted in the 
drills about inch apart, and 
covered with the hand. Next the 
“ flat” is thoroughly wet by us­
ing a clothes sprinkler and luke­
warm water.

The “ flat” should be kept out­
side in the sunshine as much as 
possible unless the temperature 
drops to near freezing, then it 
should be covered or moved in­
side.

When the tomato plants are 
between 2 and 2*i inches tall 
TTien until the plants are about 
3 Inches apart in every direction 
in the “hat.” Transplant the 
plants taken out into another box 
3 inches apart, used tin cans 
are used froozed locker cartons. 
W’hen danger of frost and freeze 
are over, the plants should be 
put into the garden or field. By 
this time the plant should have 
a good sturdy stem and dark 
green leaves.

There are approximetely 30 
4-H Club girls who will raise 
their own plants and some to 
sell by using this method.

Inasmuch as typhus lever is, 

even this early in the year, show­
ing an increase Incidence over 
the State, Dr. Geo. W .Cox, State 
Health Officer, this week issued 
an urgent appeal to every Tex­
an to cooperate in rodent con­
trol measures.

“The conquest of hyphus fever 
in Te.xas is far from complete,” 
Dr. Cox declared. “There is still 
entirely too much at this dis 
abling disease.

“Concentrated effort and close 
cooperation from every citizen 
ol Te.xas is urgently needed if 
typhus fever is to be brought 
definitely under control,” Dr Co.\ 
continued, “ and this certainly 
must be done if our public health 
in Te.xas is to be prottvted."

Inasmuch as typhus is spread 
by the flea which fivds on ty 
phus infected rats, control mea 
sures, according to Dr. Cox, de­
pend on rat c.xtermi nation 
through means of starving out 
and building out rats as well 
as trapping and poisioning them 
He stated that regardless ot w hat 
a fine garbage col - ition and 
disposal system a community 
m.iintains. it is praiticaily 
worthU*ss in rodent control un 

less garbage is put into' .;ul 
not bt'sidet a garb.ice pi il anti 
the pail kept covered at ali 
timt's.

In October 1945, .serious crime In- 
crea.sed 19 per cent over the same 
month last year. Of the more ser­
ious crimes, the increases reflect 
32 per cent more murders. 38 per 
cent more auto thefts. 38 per cent 
more robberies, 11 per cent more 
larcenies, and 20 per cent more bur­
glaries. Crime rates ore continuing 
to rise rapidly throughout the en­
tire nation.

"The certificate of title is the 
same to a motor vehicle that an 
abstract is to a plot of real 
estate", Hancock points out. 
"Each time a vehicle changes 
hands, the assignment of title 
on the reverse side of the certifi 
cate must be completed and ap 
plication made for a title in the 
new owner’s name through the 
Tax Collector’s office.” he said.

Buyers of ustnl vehicles should 
insist sellers give an a.-^signed 
certificate of title and the cur­
rent registeration receipt at time 
vehicle is deliverd. Ihirchasers 
of new vehiclt's should obtain a 
manufacturer's certificate.

Unless changes of ownership 
are recorded through the Tax 
Collector’s office', the files of the 
State Highway Department at 
Austin w ill continue to show the 
seller as the legal owner of the 
vehicle.

When a lien against a vehicle 
is paid, UiP owner should pro­
tect his interc'st by securing a 
release from the lien holder and 
submit It to the Tax Collector 
with application for a correct 
title.
