Have you ever been trapped In a revolving door? lt*s 
something Uke trying to walk up the down escalator, and that 
just about expresses the predicament yours truly found him­
self In when he tried to find something new to say concerning 
a new approach to Thanksgiving.

F irst graders learn of the Pilgrim Fathers and their fami­
lies trudging through snow to attend church, and of the featlng 
and fellowship with friendly Indians. I Airing the rest of their 
school days the more serious side of the Plymouth C olony Is 
presented. Bur first Impressions being what they are the 
traditional Image persists. No criticism of tradition Is In­
tended, but rather a suggestion to look back at the tradition to 
those events which brought It Into focus.

Prior to coming to the new World the little group we know 
as Pilgrims had been forced to live a "p illar to post” exist­
ence. .All of Lurope, as well as the British Isles, lived under 
the shadow of re-occuring wars. The worship of God had been 
handled like a political hot potato. People gained self-respect 
and property under one monarch only to lose everything when 
the ruling regime changed. Small wonder that the most In­
dependent element sought a change, even If It meant leaving 
homes and relations and setting out across unknown seas.

l e t ’s give a thought to the mental, moral anil physical forti­
tude of these early Americans. Can we not be proud of that 
part of their courage which has come down to us through such 
documents as our BUI of Rights. Declaration of Independence 
and die Constitution? Some writers have spoken of the Pil­
grims as those "grim  and Industrious Puritans.” We may 
be thankful for any of these attributes they might have possess­
ed. How different our heritage and tradition If they had been 
people who paled before the first hard winter or Indian attackl

Having lived In both E ngland and Holland they had learned 
the values of unity and democratic cooperation. These they 
must have or their years of planning and hazardous living 
would all have been In vain. So It was that before going ashore 
the assembled In the cabin of the Mayflower and signed an 
agreement to obey whatever government might be established 
by common consent.

A quote from the preamble of that document reads "W e do 
by these present combine ourselves together into a civil body 
politic."

From this humble beginning successive generations have 
carved a mighty nation out of the New World Wilderness.

The Pilgrim, for all their grimness and Industry, were 
not without a few slac kers aid wrongdoers. To correct these 
erring ones they established a rule that whoever refused to 
work would not be permitted to eat. No mention was made of 
a dole system or poverty program to support the Indolent.

Stocks and pillories were erected on the public square so that 
certain offenders were exposed to the ridicule of their 
fellow citizens. Apparently these "grim ” people did not bother 
to warn, threaten, coddle, or release known culprits.

.As for as worship was concerned a person not attending 
church services was "clapped Into die stock for all to se e ."  
Granted that we do not desire a law that forces a person to 
attend church one cannot help but wonder how the Pilgrims 
would have reacted to a Supreme Court ruling that prohibits 
prayer In public sc hools.

As we observe this Thanksgiving of 1967 let us be remind­
ed of all the brave pioneers who have gone before. Our way 
has been made smooth by their labors. Not all of them were of 
noble thought and deed; however the fact remains that out of the 
thousands of Pilgrims, adventurers, political refugees, or what 
have you, the "body pollldck” still stands as a cltldel of inde­
pendence.

May .America’s prayers of Thanksgiving be not only heard 
by Our Heavenly Father, but n ay their echo also reach Into the 
hearts of all who strive for freedom.

You hunters need to get your 

guns otled up lor the pheuent 
season which will be open De­
cember 1 -  7, In Parm er Coun­
ty.

The bag limit Is 2 cocks per 
dsy and the possession limit Is 
4.

The County Wildlife Sub- 
Committee and the County Game 
Association met In October and 
decided to continue the “ Phea­
sant Tall Feather Contest" 
again (his year. Members of 
this sub-committee are: Jack 
Patterson, chairman. Arlln 
Hartsog, Bud Crump, Melvin 
Sachs, Gary Brown and C.L. 
Llllard.

The three longest leathers 
turned la to each designated 
measuring headquarters In F rt- 
ona, Bovina and Fax-well will 
receive a cash award. Awards 
are $15 for 1st place, $10 for 
second and $5 for 3rd place 
In each of the towns.

In addition to local cash 
awards a plaque will be given 
by the County Game .Associa­
tion to die person turning In the 
longest tall feather In the Coun­
ty.

Measuring headquarters In 
Farwell will be at the Fax-well 
Hardware. Contact Bud Crump 
In Bovina concerning headquar­
ters In this area and contact 
Gary Brown or C.L. Llllard 
concerning headquarters In the 
Frtona area.

COUNTY BRUCELLOSIS 
RECERTIFICATION

According to Mr. Claude 
Johnson with the State Animal 
Health Commission, Parmer 
County cattle owners may not 
have to get their cattle up for 
Brucellosis recertification 
testing In the near future.

Mr. Johnson Indicated the

“ Market Cattle Testing Pro­
gram** or as It Is sometimes 
known “ Back Tagging Pro­
gram " will take the place of 
on premise testing for this 
year.

The MCT program provides 
brucellosis tests at auction 
markets and packing plants at 
no extra cost or handling for 
the producer.

Under present regulations. If 
diming the three year period 
15 per cent of the cattle In a 
county is back tagged and found 
negative to test of blood dr awn 
at slaughter houses, on-the- 
premlse testing Is not requir­
ed to maintain that county's mo­
dified -  certified brucellosis 
status.

Also, during this 3 year per­
iod, If an Individual rancher has 
15 per cent of his herd back 
tagged and tested and found 
negative to test of blood ob­
tained at the slaughter house, 
he would not have to have his 
cattle re-tested on the ranch 
even though It became neces­
sary to test other herds In the 
county for recertification.

Chiefs Compile Stat Lead Over Opponents

The Frlona Chleftainsof 1967 
rolled up a good statistical ad­
vantage over their ten season 
football opponents, according to 
a tabulation of statistics by F rl­
ona Star editor BUI F ills .

The Chiefs, whose 7-3 season 
record ties the third best num­
ber of wins In the school's his­
tory, held leads in every depart­
ment except In passing.

Fxcept for the last two games 
of the season, Frlona would have 
led In the passing department as 
well. Ten opponents completed 
37 passes to Frlona’s 31. Ab­
ernathy and Memphis together 
rolled up 242 of these yards.

Frlona outscored their op­
position, 167-99. The 99 points 
allowed by the Chieftain defense 
Is the least since the 1964 
team, which allowed only 90 
In rolling up an 8-2 record. 
The 167 points scored are also 
the most since the *64 team had 
207.

Frlona outgalned Its oppo­
nents In yards rushing, 1986- 
1352.

The Chiefs had their best 
game In yards gained rushing 
against Dlmmltt, with 283. 
Their least was against Lock- 
ney, with 117. The team gain­
ed only 123 yards on the ground 
against Memphis.

Olton had die best total yards 
rushing against die Chieftains 
defense, with 259. Dlmmltt was 
held to the least total, 69 yards.

Frlona’s top night passing, 
called the best game of any team 
he has coached, was against

Lockney, when Frlona racked up 
175 yards through the air. The 
team had no passing yardage In 
the opener against Farwell. 

Memphis had the most pass­

ing yardage of any opponent, 
127 followed closely by Aber­
nathy, 115. Dlmmltt also had 
the least In this category, 11 
yards.

P erea Certified As R ushing Cham p
Tony Perea, who w as honor­

ed this week as die Fighting 
Chieftain In the 1967 backfleld, 
led the team In scoring, yards 
gained rushing, and yards gain­
ed on pass receptions, accord­
ing to a tabulation of statistics 
this week.

Perea had more yards rush­
ing (786) than the next two F rl-  
ona backfleld men. He aver­
aged 4.7 yards every time he 
carried the ball.

The third-leading scorer In 
District 3 - A A as a Junior, Pe­

rea led Frlona point-makers 
with 60 points on ten touch­
downs. He had nine of his 
touchdowns In the team's first 
six games.

Larry Graves was runnerup 
In both the rushing and scor­
ing departments. His yards- 
per-carry average was vir­
tually the same as Perea’s, at 
4.6 . However, he carried the 
ball 84 times to 166 for Perea. 
He edged out Fiddle Barker by 
a single yard for second place.

Barker's yards per-carry av­
erage, however, was the team’s
best at 5.3,

Graves scored 42 points, 
which was good enough for 
eighth among district scorers.

Graves caught the most pas­
ses among the receivers, 15, 
Just about half the passes com­
pleted during the season. How­
ever, Perea had the most yards 
gained on receptions, 151, as 
compared to 127 for Graves. 
I .arry scored three touchdowns 
on passes, to two for Tony.

Recently food 
scientists at Beltsvllle, Mary­
land, made a time and cost stu­
dy comparing a variety of dish­
es prepared from processed and 
fresh potatoes. They conclud­
ed: women who value their
time at 50 cents an hour or

more will be money ahead using 
processed potatoes Instead of 
fresh ones. Preparing potato 
puffs, for example, took only 17 
minutes. Starting with unpeeled 
potatoes, the job took 86 min­
utes. Processed potatoes were 
made possible by agricultural 
research.

Don't wait for a special oc­
casion for chicken. Both are 
plentiful and are good buys — 
but look and compare prices.

At a glance at price tags of 
fryers breasts, fryer legs, 
roasters and whole fryers, It 
looks as If whole fryers are 
the least expensive and breasts 
the most expensive. But look 
again on a cost-per-serving 
basis. *

Postmaster Gives Service Mailing Tips
Postmaster Wright Williams 

today urged the citizens of F ri­
ona to be sure to use the cor­
rect address on their letters 
and packages going to service­
men overseas to avoid serious 
delays In delivery.

Postmaster \\ lllams report­
ed that millions of letters and 
packages going overseas have 
been delayed because they were 
Insufficiently addressed. He 
said that one of the biggest 
problems has been the failure

of persons to include the very 
Important 5 digit APO or FPO 
number In the military ad­
dress.

He said that last year more 
than 9 million pieces of mall 
were delayed In delivery. Of 
this number, 3 1/2 million pie­
ces failed to include the com­
plete 5 digit APO or FPO num­
ber In the address. This Im­
properly addressed mall had 
to be sent to a military locator 
directory where time-consum­

ing searches were made to de­
termine the proper addresses.

"A s the Christmas mall vol­
ume going overseas Is expect­
ed to Increase up to 30 per cent 
or over 4 million pounds above 
last year, every precaution 
should be taken by friends and 
relatives of servicemen to ad­
dress their letters and packag­
es properly to assure rapid 
delivery to Its destination,’ ’ 
Postmaster Williams said.

There are four essential ele­

ments to an overseas military 
address. They are:
1. The serviceman’s Identity 

-grade, full name, and serv­
ice number.

2. Ills military unit-complete
3. Gateway post office - New 

York, San Francisco or Se­
attle.

4. APO or FPO -  a 5 digit 
number.
When any of these elements 

Is missing, the letter or pack­
age will be delayed In delivery.
