Salt water poliution of fresh wa-
ter in certain areas within the High
Plains Underground Water Conser-
vation District has reached
ing proportions

In the opinion of W. L. B
hurst, hydrologist for the High Pl-
ains Underground Water Conserva
tion District and others qualified to
express an opinion on the subject,
this pollution can be coming from

surface pits into which oilfieid
brine is disposed
According to other information

we have received there is no effec-
tive regulation over surface salt
water disposal pits, either by the
Railroad Commission which cont-
rols oil production in the state, or
by the State Bard of Water Engin-
eers, The matter is left entirely o
the discretion of the oil producer &
the land owner to come to a com-
mon understanding as to the loca-
tion and operation of the disposal

pits
