AIRPLANE FLIES OVER BAIRD

Au airplane with two aviators, 
from Waco, circled over Baird sev 
eral times last Saturday evening. 
The airship when it arrived at Baird 
was at a considerable height but 
when over the northwest part of 
town it began to descend and circled 
over the town several times. It 
passed just in front o f T hk St a r  

office twice and the last time we 
thought sure it was going to land in 
the street. The uurnber on the ma 
chine was plainly visible as it passed 
The number was 3850.

Ater circling over the town several 
times the airplane sailed on west 
and a few minutes later landed at 
Abilene. There it was learned that 
the aviators were from Waco and 
said they bad made the flight to Ab i­
lene in two hours. They spent the 
night in Abilene, returning to Waco 
Sunday evening.

This was the first airplane to visit 
Baird since the war and the second 
airplane that ever flew over Baird. 
Mr. Fowlar flew over Baird some 
years ago, but did not circle the 
town. The Waco aviators said they 
traveled at an altitude of about 
5000 feet, nearly a mile high and 
they must have been fully that high 
when they came in sight at Baird.

One thing peculiar about an air­
plane is the noise made by the pro- 
pi Her. At the height of a mile the 
noise from the propeller sounds as 
plain as an auto engine speeding 50 
foet away. In fact we thought it 
was an auto at the Kay garage. The 
airship was a great curiosity to our 
people and business was suspended 
while the plane was scouting around 
overhead. A t a great height the 
airplane looks like a great bird o f 
the air, which in a sense it is.

When turning out 52,000 loaded 
sheila a day under full operation the 
plant will use 2.UOO tons of shells and 
explosives dally, the prodiicta of aotne 
75 factories. More thuu 5.000 work­
men will be required, riulis contem­
plate the employment of h large num­
ber of women. The marking of shells 
to deslguatc sire, load >i*id range will 
require 250,000 operations each day.

The plant has a total nrcH of approx­
imately 2.300 acres. More than 100 
buildings, with an aggregate floor 
space of 1.300.000 square feet, will pro­
vide storage for shells mid parts and 
for material. A small city, with heat­
ing and lighting plants, wuter and sew­
age systems, hospitals, flre-Hghting 
plant and restaurants, was built to 
house the employees. There Is equip­
ment to protect the health of those 
who work with poisonous gases, and 
a school for Instruction lu the load­
ing of nrtillery ammunition with high 
explosives.

The o|>eratlng plant consists of 15 
shell-lording units, each Independent 
of the other, with equipment for load­
ing IS slr.es of shells, ranging from the 
recently devehqted 7-mllllineter to Id 
Inches. Qn two sires of shells the pro- 

] pelting charge also will be loaded, the 
shell and cartridge ease being assem- 

I bled hi the plant. All other shells ure 
| assembled In France.

In the construction of the shell- 
loading units the problem wn.i far 
greaier than one of mere building. Im­
mense fnns have been Installed to dis­
pose of the poisonous fumes from the 
high explosives. When a unit I* In 
Operation the air In the loudiug room 
Is changed every few minutes.

We nowhere read of 
them asking him to teach them how 
to preach. Praying la more Important 
than preaching. No one la flt to teach 
or preach who does not know how to 
pray. May each one enroll at ones 
In the school of prayer with Christ as 
our teacher. He la a most wlfllng and 
capable teacher. In response to the 
dlaclplea* request he outlines the fok 
lowing principles of prayer:

I. Tha Right Relationship of tho On« 
Praying (Luke 11:2).

1. Filial—“Father.”
In order to pray to God. the sup­

pliant must he a child of God. God 
Is a father; hltt gifts and blessings are 
for his children. This relationship 
can only be entered Into through re­
generation. Not all men have a right 
to say. “Oar Father” when address­
ing God. Only tluTRe who are rhlldren 
o f God by faith In Jesus Christ can 
so address him. It Is not only profess­
ing to be children but living like God's 
children. Children have rights and 
privileges which are denied to others.

2. Fraternal—“Our Father."
God has more than one child. His 

children are hound up together In na­
ture and Interest*. Even In our se­
cret prayer we should address him as 
Our Father, which la a recognition of 
the Interests of others, alongside of 
ours.

II. The Right Attitude In Prayer
(Luke 11:2).

1. Reverent adoration.
As children we have certain priv­

ileges. and yet holy reverenre becomes 
ns. We should hallow his name; we 
should adore him as the eternal God.

2. Loyalty.
When praying to God we shonld 

come with the spirit of loyalty which 
cries out “Thy kingdom come.”

ft. Submission—“Thy will he done.” 
We should have no will of our own 

regnrding the rule of God. We should 
let him direct us In nil things.

III. Tha Right Spirit (Luke 11 :ft-8) 
1. Dependent Faith—“Give us our

daily bread” (▼. ft).
We shonld realize that not only 

wbnt we have, but life Itself is ours 
to enjoy because of him, and that he 
Is able to do for us exceedingly abun­
dantly above all thnt we ask or think.

Penitence and Love— “Forgive us 
our debts” (v. 9).

We should come to him realizing 
that we have sinned, and cry unto him 
for forgiveness. Our hearts should 
be so filled with love for others that 
we will forgive those who sinned 
against us as God is willing to for­
give us.

3. Holiness and Caution—“Lead us 
not Into temptation” (v. 4).

Because we are God's children and 
realizing the depravity oP our natures, 
and the consequent tendency to prac­
tice that which displeases him, we 
should shrink from that which, if in­
dulged In, would dishonor him.

4. Intercessory (vv. 5, 6).
The roan who asked for bread did 

not ask for himself, but for a friend. 
Prayer which pleases God Is unselfish 
In its requests.

6. Perseverance ( vv. 7, 8).
Prayer which please* God and gets 

results la Importunate, perseveres un- 
ttll the object Is achieved.

IV. encouragement to Pray (Luko 
11:9-12).

L  God's promise (vv. 9, 10).
True prayer cannot fall of an an­

swer, because God definitely promises 
that every one that aaketh recelveth, 
he that seeketh flndeth, and to him 
that knocketh It shall he opened.

2. The example of an earthly fa­
ther (vv. 11-13).

No father will give a stone to hla 
•on who asketh for bread, or a serpent 
Instead of a fish, nor a scorpion In­
stead of an egg. God la Infinitely 
more willing to answer tbe prayers 
o f his children than earthly parents 
are to give good gifts to their chil­
dren.

V. Tha True deal ef All Praysr 
(Luke 11.18).

God’s gift la himself In the person 
of his Holy Spirit. All those whe 
practice the principles which Jesse 
taught la this model prayer Mall he 
blessed with the gift o f the Holy 8plr*
It, God's bast gift to man.

The report *tate* that the aggregate profit* of four larga 
packer* were 814(1,000,000 for (He three war years.

This sum i* compared with $19,000,000 a* the average 
annual profit for the three years before the war, making it 
appear that the war profit was $121,000,000 greater than 

the pre-war profit.

This compare* a three-year profit with a one-vear profit -  a 

manifestly unfair method of comparison. It i* not only 

misleading, but the Pederal Trade Commission apparently 
has made a mistake in the figures themselvea.

The aggregate three-year profit* of $110,000,000 wa* 
earned on sales of over four and a half billion dollar*. It 
means alxuit three cent* on each dollar of *nle»— or a mere 
fraction of a cent per pound of product.

Packe-a’ profit* are a negligible factor in price* of live 

•to k and meat*. No other large business is conducted 

upon such small margin* of profit.

Furthermore—and thia is very important— only a sm*ll 

portion of this profit ha* been paid in dividend*. The 
balance has been put back into the businesses. It had to 
be. as you realize when you consider the problems the 
packer* have had to solve- and solve quickly— during these 
war vena*.

To conduct tin* business in war times, with higher costs 
and the necessity of paying two or three times the former 
prices for live *to< k, ha> required the use of two or three 
time* the ordinary amount of working capital.

large industry at the present time.

No evidence is offered by the Federal Trade Commission 

in support of the statement that the large packers hate a 
monopoly. 'J’he Commission’* own report show* the larg* 

number and importance of other packers.

The packers mentioned in the statement stand ready to
prove to any fair-minded person that they are in been 

competition with each other, and that they have no power 
to manipulate prices.

I f  this were not true they would not dare to make this 
positive statement.

Furthermore, government figure* show that the five large 

packer* mentioned in the report account for only about 
one-third, of the meat business of the country.

GERMANS SENT REELING BACK 
TO MARNE—OVER 1,000 HUNS 

CAPTURED.

TAKE HUN BRIGADE STAFF
The New German Offensive it Begun 

With the Allies Ready at All

Paris. Monday morning early the 
German* began the.r long expected 
offensive with an attack extending 
from Vaux, near Chateau Thierry, to

At Vaux. near Chateau Thierry, the 
Germans gained some ground in the 
first attack, but the Americans |  
guard here promptly drove them back 
700 yards beyond their original lines 
and captured some prisoners.

East of ('hateau Thierry, along the 
Marne for a distance of apparently 
10 miles, the Germans succeeded in 
crossing the river In the face of ms 
chine gun attacks by the Americans, 
and advanced about fire miles to 
Conde. The Americans here, w'lth a 
whirlwind counterattack, hurled the 
Germans hack to the Marne and cap 
tured prisoners estimated at between 
1.000 and 1.500, Including an entire 
brigade staff. It is commented on as 
one of the brilliant military feats of 
the war Apparently the Americans 
are holding their original lines all 
along the Marne. They are praised 
by the French and British for atop 
ping the German drive, which, in the 
Vaux region, was directed at Paris, 
and east of Vaux. to cutting the al 
lied army in two.

Prom the Marne eastward the Ger 
•nans gained some ground, but very 
Mule, the gains being toward the 
southeast, which is away from and 
not toward Paris. Further German 
attacks are expected, but dispatches 
indicate that the s lie* are more than 
pleased with the results of the first 
day’s fighting The German official 
statement almost Ignores the whole 
affair.
