It wasn't until Sunday night that 
it began to freeze hard on the gr­
ound and by Monday noon what 
few muds had not already been 
cleaned, were nearly melted eno­
ugh to be cleaned.

j The problem of wind erosion has 
I been one of the big obctacles to the 
{farming business m this area :in.-e 
the first rang(Hand was broken out 
for cultivation.

Almoat (wery year w'e see evid­
ence of this as valuable topsoil is 
drifted from the fields leav ing them 
barren in spots with useless dunes 
accumulating along the fence rows.

Many crops are blown out in the 
seedling stage and must h». replan­
ted causing additional expense and 
a late maturing crop. Even soils 
that do not apparantly blow will 
if left unprotected, lose to the wind 
their finer particles of clay and 
orgaiuc matter, which are the key 
to soil fertility

TTiis is an important fact often 
overlooked or neglected because It 
goes almost unnoticixl when com­
pared with the blowing of the sand­
ier soils.

In (tombating the wind erosion 
problem, the most effective solu­
tion has proved to be the stubble 
mulch or 'trashy " method of fa­
rming. This practice consists of per 
forming all field operations in such 
a way that as much as possible of 
the crop residue is left on the sur­
face to slow dowTi the wind veloc­
ity and restrict soil movement.

Chisel and flat-sw'eep type imp­
lements ai-e especially adapted to 
stubble - mu'.ch farming as they 
mix very bttlc of the residue into 
the soil

In stubble mulch farming seeding 
is done, where possible, directly in­
to the residue without listing, dep- 

! ending on the residue to prxiteet the 
seedlings. A good cover of residue 

I cuts dowTi on weed growth and im­
proves water intake so that less 
cultivation is necessary. Evapora­
tion of soil moisture is also reduc­
ed due to the shading effect of the 
litter.

If a large amount of litter is 
producrxl in one season it may be 
necessary to use a stalk shredder 
or a disk - harrow, taking care to 
mix as little as possible into the 
soil. For best pewulta, stubble mu­
lching siKxild be continued year al­
ter year to build up a g(xxl cover 
and replace the residue that is lost 
through decomporition.

In grain sorghum production very 
gocxl protection from wind erosion 
has b^'n obtained by seeding in 20 
inch rows and stubble mulching the 
residue after the harvest. This is 
an improvement over 40 inch rows 
in that the stalks are more evenly 
distributcxl over the surface and 
li'ss .soil Is exposed to the wind In 
seeding grain sorghums in close 
spaced rows the serxling rate is the 
same as for 40-incb rows on dry­
land, but may be increased some­
what and fertilized under irrigation 
to produce a greater amount of 
residue. Yields from ckiee spaced 
grain sorghum have been as good 
and often better than those from 
40 inch rows.

Middleton is ahead of Flanagan ! 
and nearly up with Brovvnlow on 
field goals hut hasn't had any kind 
of a .showing at the charily strip«'.

Gi-ry's hit only five ami missed 
14 free throws for the worst free 
throw average on the team.

Another fair fr«'e throw shooter 
is Woods who has dunked 23 and 
missed only 11 fri'e tosses while 
making only nine field goals.
