Area Boys Get Good Production 
In 1958 Cotton Growing Contest

The records of the 4-H hoys en­
rolled in the cotton demonstrations 
have lieen lurned in to the County 
Agent’s office, with the highest 
rveord in the irrigated division and 
the highest record in the dry land 
division b"ing submitted to the 
District Agent to compete in the 
District Contest.

R. E. Thompson and Billy Bry­
ant’s records will compete in the 
District Contest sponsored by the 
Plains Cooperative Oil Mill: R. E. 
in the irrigated division and Billy 
in the dry land.

Twi> records were entered in the 
Irrigated Division. R. E. Thomp­
son had 5.1 acres and a yield of 
610 lbs. lint per acre. Dickie Wa­
lker entered 5 acres and produced 
5SL6 lbs. lint per acre.

ITiree 4-H hoys entered records 
in the Dry I.and Division. Billy 
Bryant’s yield on 5.1 acres was 
445.09 lbs. per acre lint cotton. 
Gary Ken Coffman was right be­
hind Billy with 444.2 lbs. lint per 
acre on 5.2 acres. Ricki Coffman 
also had 5.2 acres and his dry 
land yield was 372.1 lha. lint per 
acre.

This Is the 2nd year for R.E.’s 
record to be entered in the District 
competition. This is R. E.’s story 
ahoul his 1958 cotton demonstra­
tion; ”  For my 1958 cotton crop, 
I shredded and listed my land and 
later fertilt'/ed it with 10-20-10 be­
fore planting I had a few rows 
which were planted too shallow, 
that dried out. Li order to get th­
em up I had to water the land. I 
knifed twice ami cultivated three 
times. I poisoned twice and defo­
liated once.

On November 11 I stripped all 
five acres of my cotlon crop. La­
ter that month I sold my cotton. 
I had 3111 pounds of lint and 4620 
pounds of seed.”

TTiis is Billy Bryant’s second 
year as a club member. TTie fol­
lowing Is Billy's story of his club 
wxirfc. ”I haw been a club mem­
ber two years, and really like 
chib work. The part 1 like best 
ia the way you leant to do thliigi

for yourself. I had a 4-H club cot- 
ten patch last year, only made 2 
bales but it was a start.”

’ ’This year I had 5 acres of cot­
lon. I only had to plant it once 
and rain.s came just right. I thou­
ght I'd have tn poison in .August 
but vve had a *» inch rain about 
that time. I defoliated it. I think 
1 gained by doing it. We pulled it 
with a stripper, with me pulling 
on the ends. I got almost 300 lbs 
lint to the acre, I planted Lankart 
seed.”
