Besides
the blight, scudling diseasess, th
ere is some Verticillium wily and
cotton root knot nematode. Cott-
on attacked by the latter two will
likely die or he sickly looking.
Unfortunately there is little to
be done for the control of the dis-
after the cotton is up.
Control measures can be taken
prior to planting cotton for nema-
tode, and seedling diseases can be

controlled early, by mixing cer-
tain chemicals in the covering
soil while planting cotton seed.

Cotton fiber develops a fiber
cell daily - just like a tree a ring
in the trunk annually. The' first
six weeks of boll formation is
critical if tempature and mois-
ture are not ideal, advised Dr.
Bilbro.

The farmers who attended le-
arned first hand the importance
of setting fruit early on cotton,
to put moisture to cotton early
or ahead of heavy fruiting; to
discontinue irrigation early or by
August 25th. That more irriga-
tions decrease the maturity ‘and
lowers the micronaire wvalue of
lint, that it takes the first blo-
oms on cotten abous 54 days to
mature and epen and for each
10 day period thereafter, add two
ewtra days for bolls to mature.
This fact makes # doubly impor-
tant to get early forms to set
and hold. Late watering will de-
lay maturity and will likey re-
duce some tenable cotton to un-
tenable in micronaire value for
future markets.
