IVeliminary consumption figu­
res for I9.i8, compileil by the 
National Cotton Council’s market 
re.searc'i section, show the pro­
duction of Mien’s and boy’s trou­
sers consumed more cotton than 
any other end use, accounting 
for 723.(88) bales.

The Ifl.Sy edition of "Cotton 
Counts Its Customers” reveals

the next four la.'gest end u.ses 
in order were: men’s and boy’s 
shirts, (I.'d.'iOh bales sheets, 
443,(88) bales; towels and towel­
ing, .372,(88) bales; and drapery 
and up lolstery fabrics, 347,(88) 
lale.-i.

Cotton scored competitive ga­
ins during 1858 in apparel and 
industrial uses and maintained 
its previous year’s share of the 
household market, according to 
the report, N'eariy 7.7 million 
bales Mere consumed in approx­
imately 4(.0 end uses covered.

During 1!)58, a recession |M*ri<>d 
for all textiles, utilization of cot­
ton was only one per cent below 
11)57 consumption. By contrast, 
use of competing fibers and mat­
erials, measurwi in terms of cot­
ton, declined 7 per cent for t le

end uses covered.
Cotton inceeased its .share of 

the appaixjl market fixmi (id i>er 
cent in 1857 to (ii per cent in 
1858. In addition the number of 
bales going into apparel uses 
showed a gain.

•Altiiough house lold uses con­
sumed about 11.(881 bales less 
cotton in 18.5s than in 1857, cott­
on’s share of the market 
remained at 5(l percent in bot'i 
years. Cotton consumption decr­
eased more in industrial markets 
than in the other two major 
classifications but its competiti­

ve share in industrial uses ros« 
from 25 per-ent to 2*> |>ercent 
b»-tweeri the two years.
