111 general,* spntying will give 
better control than dusting of 
rose foliage diseases. Rose bush­
es siould be dusted or sprayed 
It the first .ippearance of black 
spot or other diseases on the fo­
liage. Sulphur - Cupper mixture 
containing about IK) per cent of 
;i2.o mesh dusting sulphur and 
about 10 per cent of the fixed 
copper fungicide is usually rnn- 
sidered to be the best all round 
foliage fungicide. The sulphur-co­
pper mixture should not be used 
once a week except in 'tot dry we­
ather. This is mainly preventive 
ti-eatment. After diseaaes become 
e.stahlished, spiaying once a week 
with captan. muneb, or zineb co­
mbined with Karathane ia most 
effective for control. Care should 
be taken to see that bot'i sides 
of the leaves are well covererj. 
•A spray pressure of 150 - .’100 lbs. 
is desirable in commercial plant­
ing*. Since good coverage is very 
difficult with hand sprayei-s, the- 
.se ehemicals such as captan, man- 
eb, or zineb may fail to give good 
control. Repeat applic-.itions of 
the spray or dust at weekly in- 
teiaals until July (or until hot 
Jry weather hi-gins), t lereafter 
spray or du.st within 24 hours 
after each rain or sprinkler ir- 
ragation, but not more often than 
once a wi-ek, until growth of the 
plant is checked by cool weat­
her. Use a sufficient amount of 
.spray or du.st to cover the top 
ami bottom of eac'i leaf lightly. 
■Although captan, manrb, or zin­
eb are effective for black .spot 
control of properly use<l, they 
will not control powJery mildew. 
Karathane (or sulphur if Kara­
thane is not available) is neces­
sary for pow'leiy mildew control. 
Remember that sulphur bums 
leaves in hot weat'ier. Providing 
a good mulch ju.rt before new 
growth stnrt-s in the spring has
