1860’s.

-A man named S:imuel Van Sy- 
ckel was the first to make a su­
ccess out of putting toget'ier so­
me pieces of iron pipe and pum­
ping oil through them. He char­
ged a dollar a barrel to move oil 
through his Une from Fithole, i ’a., 
to the Oil Ci'cek Railroad, a dis­
tance of five miles. From that be­
ginning in 18(15 evolved one of the 
world’s largest and most econo­
mical transportation systems.

Today, the United States has 
a network of more than 200,000 
miles of crude oil and products pi­
pelines. The pipeline industry in­
cludes more than a hundred co­
mpanies small and large. Togeth­
er they move 9 million barrels of 
crude oil and products daily, ser­
ving half a million oil wells and 
more than 300 refineries.

A great majority of these pipe­
lines are common carriers - re­
quired to provide transportation 
for any and all shippers, to the 
extent o f their facilities. They are 
subject to the Interstate Com­
merce Act the same as other com­
mon carriers, sucS as trains, 
trucks, airlinee and barges.

Service Pipeline Company, wh­
ich operates lines in this vicinity, 
ia e common carrier transporter 
o f crude oil with a pipeline sys­
tem totalling more than 15,000 
miles. It delivera 85,000 barrels 
of crude oil .laily to 74 refineries 
directly or through connecting 
pipelbias.

From . its beginning in 1916 
with 487 miles of pipe in Okla­
homa and Kansas, Service has 
expanded to include gethering 
and trunk lines In IS atatee.
