We, the commissioners’ ecourt
and the tax assessor have re.ev-
aluated all of the property located
in Cochran Ccunty finishing this
work about the last of August,
with three days of hearings with
any interested taxpayers being
present.

This recharged water was from
approximately 7 inches of rain-
fall between June 2 und July 16
and tail water from surrounding
acreage up to September 12, Pl-
ans for 1960 include a filter sy-
stem to studv the effect of silt
removal on recharging. Land now
in the lake bed will be put into
cultivation since it can now be
drained . of yuinfall runoff and
tail water,

Twenty five acres of benches
have been constructed on the no-
rth slope of the recharge lake to
study yield, cost of production
and water efficiency. Pagallel
benches of 8, i2, and 16 rows (40
inch rows) are being used to stu
dy the effecis of different depths
of soil removal on crop yields
These benches will also be used
in a comparison study of ecrops
grown on bernches, contoured land
and slopes. Water applied will all
be metered und moisture blocks
wiil be used to determine time of
irrigation. Grain sorghum is be-
ing grown on these benches and
the adjoining slopes in 1959 and
appears that the benches
ield the slopes by a con.
siderable margin.

Irrigation studies for the com-
ng year will include time of ir
rigation on ecotton and grain sor-
ghum, skip irriga and
determination of time of irrigat
ion with ture blocks.

LIVESTOCKMEN WATCH
FOR PRUSSIC ACID
AFTER FROST

Now ig the time of the year to
watch  for frost appearing on
grain sorghuin stubble. Jonson-
grass or sorghum after a frost
is smetimes extremely high in
prussic acid content and is very
dangerous to livestock.

Certain chemical changes so-
metimes occur in the plant and
it developes a content of prussic
acid, or hydrocyanic acid when
wilted by a frost r a drouth.
The poison acts quickly and can
kill an animal within a short
time after the damaged plant is
eaten,

An appgarce of nervousness,
difficult breathing and difficulty
in standing are symptoms of poi-
soning. Whether a poisoned ani.
mal can be saved depends upon
“ow quickly a veterinarian can
get to it. Treatment involves in.
jecting  antidotes directly into
the bloodstream,

Young plants will develop more
prussic acid after frost or drouth
than those approaching maturity,
points out the veterinarian. Their
leaves will contain from 3 to 25
times more acid than leaves of
plants in the boot stage. Also,
upper, younger leaves will eon-
tain more acid than lower leaves.

Do not graze frosted Johnson
grass or or sorghum before it is
completely dry. If Johnson grass
or sorghum is ready to cut for
hay before a frost, it may be cut
the first day after the frost, if
