During the year 19."i9 the fol­
lowing work was dune by the 
Coun’.y Agriculf.u-al Agent of Co­
chran County Light hundred and 
sixteen farm and home vlxitr 
were made There wvre 1224 of­
fice calls anil 932 teltphono calls 
requesting information. Tiie agent 
prepared 91 news columns and 
appeared on a television station 
in Amarillo once and had 9 rad­
io programs over a Lubbock sta­
tion. A t.otal of 30'29 E.donsic.i 
bulletins were distributed by tlic 
Agrieutural Agent.

Thirty five adult result demon­
strations were conducted.

Ttn training meetings were he­
ld with adult' with attendance 
cf 248. These meetings were on 
cotton prodii'.'Gon,, rat control. 
County Program Building, Soil 
eoitservation and management, 
Johnson grass control, swine, 
beef cattle, and tux management 
including labor problems and so­
cial security. Die agent held 33 
training meetings for 4 . H me­
mbers and 4-11 adult leaders \vi- 
attcndance o: 842. Diese meet­
ings were on entomology training, 
rifle .safety, farm and home sa­
fety, tractor maintenance, lead­
ership, swine production and re­
creation training.

Costly Fire Levels Seed Hoose of
County Line Gin> Friday Afternoon

A costly seed house fire, which 
came only a few days before the! 
ginning sc.oson would have been co- 
mpleled, brought the heaviest fire 
loss of the season to the County * 
Line Gin. norlhe.asf of Morton. Fri­
day afternoon.

The blaze, at the gin owned by 
Leo Ruzicka, destroyed the seed h.  ̂
use eo.mplelcly with an eitimatcd 
several thousand pounds of seed.

It also eomp’otciy d(^stroycd .i la­
rge trailor loaded with bales of cot­
ton. but no overall estimate of the 
loss was aumilable.

The wind whipped fire, which was 
believed t'l have sir.rftxi fix>m tlie 
'ourr pit. also burned cattonsex-d all 
aro'jnd the .seedhouxe, and. for a 
time, threateneJ to destroy the gin, 
according to local firemen who went 
to help battle the blaze.

Trueks from Lcve’land. Morton, 
.ind Littlefield an.swered the alirr* 
which was only one of many gin 
fires around the Plains area Friday, 
as heavy winds caught g-ns franti­
cally trying to complete their gin­
ning season.

The local firemen received a .sum­
mons from the Pettit Gin earlier in 
the day and then, while they debat­
ed about whether to go or stay hen.- 
I'oeause of the danger of licii fires, 
the blaze was brought under con­
trol.

Another gin fire, with all th? 
potential of a real dangerous bi- 
nie. broke .out Friday morning 
at Morton Gin Cb., in Morton, 
during a heevy wind. The blaze 
starting f.rom the burr pH, got 
Into cotton in two trailors, ap­
proximately 10 giniKNl bales, and 
inside the gin.

Volunteer nremen and gin wo- 
tkers were able to contain the

blaze witli the olA c t  two pump­
er trucks, several hoses from city 
hj’drants, and several hoses in 
the gin. Die loss was considered 
light.

A group of some 30 - 40 trailors 
In tlic gin yard was moved 
twice to escape possibility of be­
ing a target for the blowing trash.
