Loan Shark Cases 
Are Set for Trial
By Att’y General

Attorney Oneral Will Wilson'* 
crusade against loan sharks in 
Texas marked its first anniver­
sary last week with the setting 
of trial date* for IQ cases invol­
ving San Antonio loan companies 
charged with violating the state's 
anti • usury laws.

This group of cases inrludes 
suits agairut the Term Kinance 
Oxnpany and Credit Discount 
Company. The Credit liiacount 
Company is owned by Bexar <ai>- 
unty District Attorney Charles 
J. Ueck, Jr.

The Attomdy General's loan 
company investigation began in 
February, 19M. and was clima­
xed December 10 when a mas.s 
operation opened against loan co­
mpanies in every major city in 
Texas. Wilson directed the drive 
Irom headquarters in a San An­
tonio Hotel.

Before the day was over 272 
permanent injuctions had been 
asked against 350 companies.

The curren* total stands at 365 
auits filed for permanent injunct­
ion against -165 loan companies. 
Forty permanent injuctions have 
been gr.anted against 42 compan­
ies.

This was Wilson's third big mo­
ve in his crusade for law enforce­
ment.

He shut down Galveston gamb­
ling in July, 1957, and cut operat­
ions of 400 qi'ack doctors that wi­
nter.

" ’ilson estimates that the small 
loan demand in the State is ap- 
T'roximately four hundrcxl million 
dollars a year, with sixty million 
of if sharked by loan companies.

"These companies have been 
‘■barging more than 100 per cent 
interest annually and some a* 
•tiuch ns 3(X) per cent,”  Wilson 
said. “ Our investigations of hun­
dred* of these companies have 
twvinccd 118 that a great propor­
tion of the bo’Txzw'crs arc actually 
eligible tor bank credit. They 
tvould he far better off doing bua- 
inesi with a bank.”
