Other rese.iichers have disco­
vered a substance produced by 
ekneer cells which chipeka. by ab- 

47 per cent, the rate of gro­
wth of leukemic cells and t-ioae 
o f other raneers growing in the 
abdominal cavities of mice. In 
addition, it retarded aome types 
of human cancer cells growing 
in laboratory cultures

At another institution, cell poi­
son substancos also were found 
in lymph noder of mice with leu­
kemia and these were active .ag­
ainst monkey kidney cells gro­
wing in cultures.

Most of the experiments in 
immunrty have been accnmplishiyl 
woth transplanted cancers ,ind 
there is no evidence that some 
o f the lesults sere not due to 
the introduction of a “ foreign 
substance” in the form of the 
transplant itself. However, in ad­
dition to many experiments with 
transplanted cancers, one instit­
ution has demomitrated some im­
munity reaction siUi a cancer 
which occurrr.t spontaoeou.dy in 
mice.

The report included a word of 
caution regai-ding the present st­
ate of research in immunity with 
the observation that although 
these experiments may play aa 
important role in the cancer pro­
blem, "Immunology and cancer 
i* clearly in ita infancy, heavy 
OB promise, light on performance, 
but B»ost dcorving of interest 
and attention.”

Highway Dept. 
Comm'dr Makes 
Plea for Safety

Major R. A. Crowder, Region­
al Cominaoder of the Texas De  ̂
I>artmcnt of Public Safety, plea­
ded with molorists this week to 
diive a* carefully during the com 
.ng holidays as they did last Ch­
ristmas in order to lower the ant- 
•iipated traffic death loll.

"Texans showed last Christ­
mas that they could drive safely, 
legally and courtesiy and still go 
everywhere *hey drsired." the 
Major said. • I-ast Christmas the 
traffic toll was one third less 
than the estimate. The Departm 
ent of Public Safety expects 111 
traffic deaths during the holiday 
between December 23 and Jan­
uary 3. this year."

Christmas holiday traffic has 
taken a toll averaging 97 (lersons 
per year for the past five years, 
the Major reported, with the 
worst years, 1954 and 1956, acco­
unting for 108 traffic fatalities 
ivhile the list dropped to 63 
1958.

In an all out effort to hold do­
wn the number of traffic deaths 
this year, working hours of all 
DPS patrolmen will be increased 
during the long holidays ahead, 
according to Major Oowder.

He warned that the heavy vol­
ume of traffic adds to driving 
hazards on nolidays, with speed 
and drinking drivers the prime 
factors In fatal crashes. "A ll ra­
dar units will be working cont­
inuously during the holidays in 
the enforcement of apeed limits. 
The drinking driver has been ea­
rmarked as a prime target of 
the patrolmen during this rigid 
enforcement period.”

"Shorter days also add to the 
danger,”  Major Crowder said. 
"Driving has become more dan­
gerous, and during the holiday 
period more drinking drivers are 
encountered on our streets and 
highways."

The CoiTtmander urged drivers 
to use common sense and to co­
mply with traffic laws in order 
to cut down the number of hor­
rible accidents.

"To compensate for longer ni­
ghts and heavier traj.'ic it is 

‘O i i vital to safety that drivers pay 
•JK ' particular attention to the job of 

' driving.”
