Many persons think a TV ant-
enna will act as a lightning rod,
preventing lightning from harm- |
ing the house. This is not true
In fact, a TV antenna, spearing |
high into the sky, is a wonder- |
ful invitation to lightning.

If you are caught in a thunder- |
storm there are certain things
you should know. :

The most dangerous time is just
before the storm when dark cl-|
cuds appear and the air feels ch- |
arged with electricity. If you are |
cutdoors then and your hair feels |
as if it is standing on end, fall|
flat immediately. Get in a ditch |
or other depression if pnseuhvlo.‘l
You are being set up as a perfoctl.
lightning target.

WHERE NOT TO BE

Some very dangerous places to
be are: in an open field: in a boat;
in the water swimming; atop a
hill: under an isolated tree; near
o wire fence, clothsline, ovvrhoadi
wires or ‘oweis; or riding a bike,
tractor, horse or farm machinery.

First thing to do if you find
yourself caught in one of these
locations is lock for a building pr-
otected with lightning rods and
grounds or steei framed building,
If you're in your car, stay inside
it with windows closed. If you
can't find shelter, get under a cliff
in a ditch or flat on the ground.
