No Registration
Is Required Here

Although there is lots of talk na-
tionally, regarding voter registrat-
ion, Texas voters are not required
to register.

The following information came
from Mrs. Otha Denny, Cochran Co-
unty tax-assessor, this week.

In order to vote in the General
Election, Tuesday, Nov. 8, the voter
must hold a 1959 (not a 1960) poll
tax receipt, an exemption, or be en-
titled to an exemption.

Any voter who was 60 on or be-
fore Jan. 1, 1959, may vote in the
Nov. 8 election by signing an affa-
davit as to his or her age.

As to exemptions, this is the rule:
any person becoming 21 since Feb.
21, 1960, or who will be 21 on or be-
fore Nov. 8, may apply for and rec-
eive an exemption certificate enab-
ling him to vote on Nov. 8, provid-
ed he does so on or before Oct. 8
which is 30 days before the date
of the election in which he or she
expects to vote

For those paying poll taxes, a
v960 poll tax may be paid on and
after Oct. 1, 1960, but it does not
entitle the holder to vote in the Nov
8, 1960 General Election. Only a 19
59 poll tax does this

Some insects feed on fabrics, con
taminate food, attack dwellings, bi-
te humans, carry diseases, cause se-
ndary infections and make them-
selves generally obnoxious. On the
ither hand, some insects are very
beneficial to mankind. But, gener-
uly, the control of insects in and
around the household is a very real |
problem

Certain pests may be found and
controlled outside but some live en-
tirely within the home. The only
way to control these house-dwellers
insecticides, either
sprays or dusts, inside the home
Fumigation is seldom necessary
but in case it is, the homeowner
should rely on a professional exter
minator.

Chemical ¢ontrol should be supple
mented with sanitation and good
housekeeping if it is to do its job
properly. Insects live in cracks, un-
of wood and other debris,
in the walls and beneath the floors
of homes, and in almost any dark,
quiet place. Hiding places such as
these should be cleaned, but even
the most spotless homes may occa-
sionally become infested.
