squadron wa.s sent to Pearl Hartxir 
in October 1911.

After the Attack on Pearl Harbor, 
Chick was assigned to many differ­
ent commands, doing his wxirk as a 
radio operator .and communications 
man. After the war and the first 
period of hospitalization, he returned 
to Bula and Morton and worked for 
his father, F. L. Simmons, in the 
grocery business, and reorganized a 
dance orchestra that had been made 
up of rhembers of the Bula and 
Morton communities before the war. 
Chick’s condition would not allow 
this venture and many others to 
succeed.

The report shows white cotton ac­
counted for 68.4% of the crop with 
65% Middling White and above for 
this year. This compares with 84% 
and 82% respectively for the same 
^ r iod  in 1959.

Light spots this year total 30.6% 
with 30% being Middling light spot 
and above as against only 15% for 
1969, indicating nearly double the 
percent of light spots this year at 
this stage. Full spotted cotton to 
still less than 1%, similar to the 
same percentage a year ago.

ICarly ginnings on the Plains, ac­
cording to PCG statistics, show a 
longer staple on cotton produced, an 
increase in light spotted cotton and 
leas white cotton as compared to 
early statistics on the 1959 crop for 
this same period, George W. Pfeif- 
fenberger. Executive Vice President 
said.

The average staple length this 
year is 31.3 thirty-seconds inch com­
pared to only X.8 thirty-seconds at 
the first report last year. Staples 
one inch and longer total 35.7% of 
the crop this year as against only 
31% last year.

The micronaire average this year 
is 4.5 with nearly 100% being above 
the tenderable limit of 3.5. In 1959 
the average was pnly 4.2 at this 
date with 95% above 3.5.

Pressley fiber strength (zero 
gauge) averages 79.000 pounds per 
square inch this year with abwt 
73% above 75.000 pounds.

According to the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station, studies 
have shown that harvesting with 
mechanical strippers to one of the 
best ways to lower production costs 
in the Hl-P1ains areas of the state. 
On the other hand stripping usually 
result.s in reduced fiber quality. The 
extent of lowered production coat 
and fiber quality by machine strip­
ping varies greatly from farm to 
farm and year to year.

Cotton harvested by strippers re­
quires a delaying operation until all 
the bolls on the plant are open or 
dry to get maximum quality.

Data for the Texas AAM study 
were obtained from 10 small plot 
experiments at the Lubbock Experi­
ment Station from 1952-57

Harvesting system compared (II 
hand snapping at first harvest and 
then stripping the remaining crop; 
and (21 stripping the entire crop in 
one operation. All crops receiving 
the same treatment as far as cul­
tural and management practices go.

The economic returns from the 
cotton was calculated on the basis 
of lint only. Although hand snapped 
cotton generally had the highest gin 
turn-out. the subsequent stripping 
operation requirred a much larger 
amount of seed cotton to make a 500 
lb. bale.

The harvesting system which com­
bined hand stripping and machine 
stripping returned $13 39 more gross 
lint value per acre, than the once 
over stripper harvesting system. 
However, when the harvesting costs 
were deducted, the once over strip­
per harvesting returned a lint value 
of $12.95 more per acre.

Price, and production costs vary 
from year to year. These two fac­
tors determine profit and such 
changes may shift the advantage to 
one cotton harvesting system or the 
other. The trend toward a wider 
spread between prices of high grade 
and low grade cotton has shiftH the 
advantage toward hand snapping in 
recent years. Both the current mar­
ket prices for cotton and the gov­
ernment loan r.ites should be con­
sidered carefully in the selection of 
a cotton harvesting system.

Proper timing of harvesting is an­
other major factor. Generally, a 
drying preiod of 2 to 3 weeks after 
frost to needed to condition the cot­
ton plants properly for stripper har­
vesting. If harvesting to delayed 
further the plants deterkirate. and 
broken stems and branches gat^ 
ered with stripped cotton, together 
with weathering, lower fiber quality. 
Defoliants may allow earlier har­
vesting by stripper, however, if 
these defoliants are applied too 
early, the fiber may be damaged.

High Plains Gives 
Corn Test Data

One hundred seventy-two bushels 
of com per acre was the top yield 
in the 19W Com Variety Test at the 
High Plains Research Foundation. 
The low yield in the 16 variety test 
was 138 bushels per acre. Dr. Elarl 
H. Collister. chief agronomist, an­
nounced.

These 16 varieties were planted 
April 21 and were sidedressed with 
120 pounds of actual nitrogen (Uran) 
on May 23. They were harveMed 
September 21. The com was irri­
gated three times plus a preplant 
irrigation totaling 14 1/2 inches, 
with far above average rainfall dur­
ing the growing season.

The percent of stalk breakage 
(lodging) ranged from 1.84 to 15.94 
percent in the 16 varieties. Most 
varieties stood well until harvest 
with no root lodging. Early vigor 
ranged from good to poor. There 
was no significant difference be­
tween yields of the first seven va­
rieties in the test.

All grain yields were calculated 
at a uniform moisture level of 14%. 
The yields in order were PAG 485— 
172.01 bushels; Funks GHIAA—171- 
.30: Texas 28—167.52; Asgrow XP 
2867-166.20; Watson 124-A—165 49; 
PAG 454-161.47; Texas 30-159.55; 
PAG 633W—155.63; Texas 36—155.28; 
Asgrow 105W—156.21; Asgrow XP
