SAGA OF THE SAGGING GAS PRESSURE . . .

Cold Snap Catches City Without Enough Gas: 
Auxiliary Line Was Almost Ready in Time

?re-Ghristma$ Parade Postponed; 
To Be Held Monday* 5:30 P. M.

City .Manager Joe Seagler was 
begging for just three more warm 
days to complete the auxiliary gas 
line into .Morton when the city’s 
worst cold snap of the season hit 
Tuesday and flooded City Hall with 
phone calb as to what was the mat­
ter with the gas department.

Morton’s “ Saga of the Sagging 
Gas Pressure,”  as one city employee 
put it, has been a regular feature of 
this town tor several years, when- 
ex-er cold weather hits, but it would 
have been at an end and long for­
gotten, contends tl^  City Manager, 
" I f  we’d just had three more days 
of warm weather.”

.Meanwrhile, with the auxillaiy line 
dug half way from where it will tie 
in. at the J. D. Hawthorne (ann, to 
town, and with the new pipe welded 
and waiting for laying in the ditch, 
the city was still no better off than 
it has been previously.

Unable to risk putting more than 
250 lbs. of gas pressure on an old 
gas line coming from south of White- 
face to Morton, over a 17 mile route, 
the city continued to receive com­
plaints from the citizenry as gas 
pressure in the city, usually kept 
at about 15 pounds, dropped to a 
p)und and even less, at times. What 
was the pressure at its lowest?

“ Nearly on the peg." was Seag- 
ler’s reply.

As tough as the situation b. the 
manager pointed out how much 
tougher it would be if City Gas Sup­
erintendent Maurice Lewallen didn't 
stay right at the cut off valve until 
11:00 at night and ease the pressure 
off slowrly. as people began to go 
to bed and turn their gas jets off: 
and didn’t rise at 4:30 to get back 
to the cut off valve and incre.ase 
the pressure slowly as people began 
to rise and turn on every gas stove 
in the house.

Lewallen had three nights of it 
by late Wednesday. As people begin 
to turn off their stoves tor the night, 
if someone wasn’t aniund to ease off 
the pressure, it would build up far 
beyond Ihe amount the lines could 
stand. And again, when people begin 
to get up in the morning, they quick-

Morton’s first cold snap of the 
1960-61 winter brought considerable 
complications with it. though the 
temperature drop was not very 
large, and was one of the minor 
worries.

Oomplications came in the form 
of low gas pressure in the City of 
Morton that caused much discom­
fort and unhappiness; and in the 
form of sleet and freezing mist that 
plagued the area the past two days 
and “ played hob" with power line* 
and made drixing mighty danger­
ous.

The gas pressure problem floored 
at least one of the local cleaning 
establishment.s. according to O ty 
Manager Joe Seagler. He said prob­
ably both were forced to shutdown 
because of not enough gas.

He also advised that two gins bad 
quit operating during some hours 
because they didn’t hax’c enough gas 
to run their dryers, but theorized 
that most of the ginning actixity 
wa.s nearly completed anyway.

■Some of the older school buildings 
didn’t hax-e enough gas pressure, he 
said, but the new buildings weren’t

haxing any trouble.

Cobb’s Department Store was a- 
mong those busmesses reporting tr­
ouble in getting enough heat to keep

Up 10,132 Acres 
Says A S C

Mrs. Ruth McGee, office manager 
of the Cochran County A.SC. took 
issue this week with the Tribune for 
stressing the increa.se in cotton al­
lotment ox-cr last year’s total figure, 
rather than the increase ox’cr the 
base.

Although both figures were includ­
ed in the story released in the Dollar 
Day paper. Mrs, McGee felt that the 
increase oxer the base acreage re­
flected a truer picture of the in­
crease. She has asked the Tribune 
to release the following statement 
from the A.SC Office:

“ Ruth McGee, Offlee Manager 
Cochran County ABC. has advised 
that the correct allotment lor 
Cochran County In I960 was 71,- 
9(t«.l acres (or Plan A. The 1991 
allotment Is 82.938 acres, which 
gives the. county an Increase of 
19,131.9 acres.

19*1 allotments were mailed to 
the farm operators on December 
1.”

Also using this figure. Bailey 
Cbunty’s increase was 14.260 acres 
inste.id of 547 acres; l,amb County’s 
incre.i.se was 30.667 acres instead of 
19.190 acres: and Hockley Ounty’s 
increa.se was 30.043 aei;*s instead of 
8,989 acres.

1961 This will represent the farm’s 
share of the national upland acre­
age alk'tment of 18'* million acre*.

If naarketing quotas get the twxv 
thirds farorable vote needed to make 
them effective, Davenport said all 
• ifton from compliance farms could 
be marketed without penalty and 
would be eligible for the full avail­
able rate of price suppirt If quotas 
are di.sapproved. compliance with 
the acreage allotment will determine 
eligibility for the lower rate of price 
suppirt available.

Dunng the pa.st two years, farm 
operators had a choice between reg-
" I

ular allotment and price support 
rate and a larger alkitment at a re­
duced rate of support. However, the 
state chairman said, the law that 
provided this special program ap­

plied only to the 1959 and 1960 crops.

HOSPITAL PROBLEM
(tXNiUmwxl from Pagn Oar)

Board: Wall. Flndge, Mean, and 
Gordon K. Greavus, who were desig­
nated by the board to meet with 
representatives of the medical staff, 
met and disi'us.eed the plan which 
wa.s announced yesterday in Las 
Oui'es where the cuunlysiwmad hos­
pital Is facing the same problem. 
But in Las CYuce* the medical staff 
has taken the irutiative in solving 
the probelm. according to word re­
ceived here

Hospital board officials explained 
that it has only been since .Septem- 
b«'r 17 that it has been possible for 
the hospitals to consider admisskin 
of osteopathic (ihysicians on the staff 
without automatic loss of accredi­
tation

‘The Joint Cbmmi.ssion. which sets 
the standards lor hospital accredi­
tation in all hospitals in the United 
States, recently revised its rules so 
that graduates of approved osteiv 
pathic as well as medical schools, 
could be considered for staff mem­
bership.

The Joint Commission’s ruling 
was that membership m a medical 
aociety, or fellowship on a speciality- 
board, should nut be considered in 
Itself as sufficient criteria for staff 
membership, but that each appli­
cant’s competency- and integrity- 
should be judged on an individual 
basis.

Cbmplicating the problem la that 
the American Medical Association, 
which is a part of the Joint Cbmmis- 
sion. still retains a provision in it* 
"code of ethics" which bars volun­
tary aaauciation of medical doctors 
with osteopaths.

But the American Medical Asso­
ciation has relaxed its former strict 
ruling in this point to acknowledge 
that "involuntary association”  re­
quired by law te not unethical.

In Its letter of intent to the hos­
pital medical staff, the Hospital 
Board of Trustees pointed out that 
the board was assuming its authori­
ty to determine w-h" should practice 
m the hospital, and that admission 
of osteopathic physicians as staff 
members would not be "vxiluntary 
asaociation" between practitioners of 
the two healing arts.

Althinigh the action of the Board 
o f Trustees followed a formal pres­
entation of the change of policy at 
a meeting of representatives of the 
medical staff, the Board wa.s unable 
to obtain a commitment from the 
medical staff as to what its attitude 
would be.

The Medical Staff had twice be­
fore formaly ruitificd the board that 
they w'ould rxit accept any lowering 
of the standards of medical practice 
m the hospital. But this w.-is before 
the Joint Oommission ruled that ad­
missions of osteopaths would not 
automatically cause the hospital to 
forfeit its accreditation.

The Joint Oommission advised the 
Board that if osteopathic physician.^ 
are admitted to staff membership 
now. the hospital would be inspected 
in its regular turn in about two
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years, at which time its accredita­
tion would depend upon the stand­
ards evidenced during the interven­
ing period.

Dr. H. Loree is Chief of Staff tor 
the Rixisevelt General Hos[rital, and 
Saturday he notified the chairman 
of the hospital board, Mrs. Wall, that 
the medical staff would not meet 
with the board’s designated commit­
tee to further discuss the pehding 
policy change at the Tuesday ses­
sion.

In the meantime, members of the 
hospital board have been busy an­
swering their telephones as worried 
patients of medical doctors in Pur- 
tales demanded to know if the hos­
pital board was going to cause their 
doctor to lose his license, or to leave
tOUTl.

Bixird spokesmen denied that any 
medical dwtor wixild either lose his 
license, or would have any reason

to leave Portales becau.se of the poli 
cy change. In New Mexico, osteo­
pathic physicians are recognized 
legally as the equal of medical dixs 
tors.

Alter their meeting last night, the 
hospital board members dtvlared 
that although their statement of in­
tent still stands, that they are will- 
uig to work out any reasonable 
method of putting it into effect. One 
suggestion was that an ostixipathic 
wing b* built on to the present hos­
pital.

The hospital board members said 
they had dlscus.sed the m.itter with 
Dr. E. L. Miller, who has maintain­
ed a private osteopathic hospital In 
Portales lor 15 years. Dr. Miller’s 
hospital has been found to be un­
safe from the standpoint of fire pro­
tection, by a state inspection agency, 
and he has been formally notified 
to bring his hospital into conformity 
with state laws by March 1.

He has advised the county hospital 
bixird that he would be unable to 
rebuild the prest'nt hospital to meet 
modern fire protection requirements, 
and that !«• has considered the build­
ing of a hospital of his own. But he 
has assured the K.x)sevelt G«>n Hos­
pital trust»*es that he will assist thi-m 
in any way possible in solving their

dilemma. "This antagonism between 
Osteopaths arxi M.D.’s has been go­
ing on tor T5 years We can’t expect 
it to be solved overnight.”  he told 
the biKird last night. He indicated 
that he would ixxiperate with the 
Ikiard of ’Trustees in any course they 
diH'med wise.

Hospital spokesmen declared to­
day that their only concern is with 
the general welfare of the people of 
Hoosevelt county, and that they are 
not interested In protecting one pro­
fessional group above another, but 
that they do not want to disrupt the 
practice of any doctor in Portale*. 
"W e want to reassure the people of 
Roosevelt county that regardless of 
what course we take, we will still 
uphold the right of every individual 
to chixise his own doctor, and hope 
to provide the best possible hospi­
tal facilities tor both the medical 
doctors and the osteopaths "  The 
board had reaffirmed its determina­
tion to uphold Joint Commission 
standards.

The spokesman said that they con­
tinue to invite the fullest frank dis­
cussion of the problem with prac­
titioners from both schools of heal­
ing.

"W e are sure that this problem 
can be worked out to the advan­

tage of all onx emed if y
cooperation," said the' 
man. dsir.
