Participation choices 

Each feed grain producer who 
takes part ma\ choose the eligible 
cropland to come out of feed pro­
duction and go Into conserving 
uses.

Farm feed grain base 

Fet'd grain ba.ses have been fi­
gured by the same method used in 
1963 — based on the average 
number of acres on which feed 
grains were produced in 1959 and 
I960. The feed grain acreage for a 
farm includes corn, barley, and 
grain sorghum. The farm feed 
grain base established by the ASC 
County committee and furnished 
to each producei is the starting 
point in figuring the diverted ac­
res

On farms that produce more 
than one of the feed grains - bar­
ley and corn, for example — the 
total feed grain base will include 
a corn base and a barley base. 
On such farms the operator may 
chiawe to divert acreage from ei- 
'her barley or corn, or to divert 
part of the acreage from barley 
and part from corn. The diversion 
payment rate will be based on 
the kind or kinds of feed gram 
crops from which acreage is ac- 
tuallv diverted on the farm.

Farm records needed to report taxes
COLLEGE STATION — Consi­

derable income tax savings may 
be gained by spending a little time 
reviewing your farm records now, 
says C. H. Bates, farm manage­
ment specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service.

A farmer's or ranchman's net in­
come may vary considerably from 
year to year due to fluctuation in 
yields, changes in price and pro­
duction costs, he explains. How­
ever, some planning by the tax­
payer who pays by cash, as the 
farmer does, can help level out 
year to year income and save tax 
dollars, according to the specialist.

The producer must study busi­
ness records before the end of De­
cember and make an estimate of 
the taxable income. If the pros­
pects for taxable income appear 
to be high, the taxpayer may re­
duce it by pa.ving for needed busi­
ness items before the end of De­
cember, says Bates. Repair parts 
for machinery, paints, seed, tires, 
and reasonable amounts of fertili­

zer are some items which may be 
paid for in advance.

If the taxable income prospects 
point to a rather low figure for 
the year, the process should be 
reversed and steps taken to in­
crease income as much as possible. 
This can be done by obtaining pay­
ment for all products sold through 
December and carrying some re­
pair and other maintenance costs 
over to January, with the hopes 
that next year's income may be
