W arranty law affecting 
sellers and advertisers

Of late, the law ■’? wairanties 
has jdaced heavy ton rcsponsibili- 
■ ie» on advemsers Sonv-times the 
buyer may treat what sellers say 
about their goods a> pmmises to 
which the law will hold them

In the old days a seller was 
respmsible mainly to the buyer, 
but ihe product liahiliiv mm goe* 
beyond the first buyer Warranties 
now sometimes pitHect the buyer s 
family, his friends, or inrjoceni by­
standers whom the product may 
hur̂

But the law IS not all u<ir way 
Recently, in amither slate a che­
mical firm void an insecticide 
spray. Farmer Jone*. bought -lome. 
and sprayed his crops Many 
plants wilted Jones sued the firm 
for vhe loss of his plants.
Firm s wins suit

The company replied tn.it Ihe la­
bel said ''heller makes no war. 
ranty of any kind, express or im­
plied. concerning the use of this 
product. Buyer assumes all risk 
in use or handling . .

The chemical firm wiwi inis law 
suit: Parties to a sale. agreem.-n>. 
as a rule, can agree to disclaim 
liabilities, a-- for example, when 
the seller tell , the buyer before 
he buy.-s that he maki no war­
ranty. or makes only limited one- 
Jones should read ihe labei and 
know of the limitation, igherwise. 
without any express limitations the 
law 'implies ' a warranty that ihe 
product IS fit lor its imenied use

Like labe s. advertIsements may 
limit as well as increasi' a seller's 
responsibilitv In a famous ease a 
car miker claimed ihat all his 
cars windows had safety glass that 
would not shatter when hit by 
small rocks. Smith bought a car. 
but when a pebble struck the 
glass. It shattered, hurting him 
badly. The court held that the scl-
