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One comment about last Sat­
urday's runoff election, and 
then we'll dispense with politics 
for a while:

Amarillo's large margin for 
Don Yarborough has been In­
terpreted In many sections as 
more than an "antl-Smlth” or 
"anti-Lubbock" sentiment than 
a "pro-Yarborough" vote.

Amarillo has nurtured the 
reputation for many years as 
the "conservative capital" of 
the entire area. However, In 
last Saturday's election. Pot­
ter County was one of only four 
counties In the High Plains 
group of 40 or so which voted 
In the liberal Yarborough col­
umn,

• • • •

If the majority of these voters 
actually preferred Yarborough, 
then we have no quarrel with 
them — It's a free country, and 
they voted their preference.

However, If It was as we sus­
pect, a "sp ite "  vote, then we 
wonder about the calibre of the 
voters. Wouldn’t It be better to 
consider the merits of the can­
didates rather than casting a 
protest vote?

And, nowc that their voting 
record is down for all time, we 
wonder how much ground Ama­
rillo has won with the next 
(practically) governor of Texas, 
Preston Smith. If the city was 
on shaky ground with the lieu­
tenant governor, it certainly did 
little to Improve the situation 
with last Saturday's vote.

You would have expected bet­
ter support for the area’s can­
didate, especially in light of the 
fact that such industrial and 
usually liberal-voting cities as 
Pampa and Borger gave Smith 
a good portion of their votes.

Preston Smith, who walked 
away with the state Democratic 
nomination for governor dur­
ing last Saturday’s runoff pri­
mary, was given an overwhelm­
ing majority by Frlona and 
Parm er County Democrats.

The city and area also Joined 
voters In the Seventh Judicial 
District by giving their mar­
gin to Plalnvlew’s James A. 
Joy, an upset victor over .Ama­
rillo ’s Jack Hazlewood.

Frlona went for Smith by bet­
ter than four to one, giving the 
conservative I ubbock resident 
a total of 340 votes, to 79 for 
loser Don Yarborough, The 
county went for Smith by about

three and one-half to one, 854- 
246.

Joy was given the county’s 
margin by virtue of his Fri­
ona vote. The Plalnvlew Judge 
got better than a 2-1 margin 
in Frlona, with 280 votes to 
Hazlewood's 135. Joy carried 
the county, 599-478, but with­
out the Frlona totals, IIaxle- 
wood would have been the win­
ner, 343-319.

Hazlewood had carried the 
county by 167 votes over Joy In 
May, but Joy had carried F rl­
ona, although by only eight 
votes, with Hereford’s Bruce 
Miller getting 100 votes In the 
local box.

The Smith margin might have 
been even greater, except for 
light turnouts In some pre­
cincts. While both Frlona and 
Bovina precincts reported 75 
per cent as many voters 
this time as voted In the first 
primary, the turnout was less 
than 40 per cent In Farwell, 
and only half In l azbuddle and 
Oklahoma Lane, all areas 
where the conservatives held 
sway on May 4.

In fact. It was only In the F ar- 
well and I azbuddle precincts 
where Smith failed to receive 
at least as many votes In the 
runoff as he did in the first 
primary. However, despite the 
smaller turnout, Smith gained 
153 votes over his total of 701 
received on May 4, and Yar­
borough gained 112 over his 
earlier total of 134.

Joy's strong showing was ac­
centuated by the fact that he 
led, 351-160 In four boxes In 
the Friona area. This revers­
ed a count of 318-248 favoring 
Hazlewood In the other four 
boxes.

As he did In most of the coun­
ties throughout the state, 
Smith carried the absentee 
votes by a landslide. They 
went to the present lieutenant 
governor, 49-9. Joy also had 
an edge here, 31-24,

Smith's largest percentage 
came In the Lakevlew box, 
which he won, 24-2, or a 12-1 
average. Hia smallest was in 
Bovina, 14S--83, or Juat under 
2- 1.

City Mail Delivery To 
Begin In Friona June 29

Postmaster Wright Williams 
received notice this week from 
the Dallas Office that City De­
livery Service would be Inau­
gurated In Frlona on Saturday 
June 29th.

This will be motorized serv­
ice with two carriers. House 
delivery will be to curbline In 
boxes positioned 3 1/2 to 4 feet 
above the roadway. Boxes may 
be of the rural type or a type 
similar In size which will af­
ford protection to the mall and 
convenience to the c arrier when 
making delivery from his ve­
hicle.

The owner’s name must be on 
the box along with street ad­
dress If It Is not located di­
rectly In front of tlieresidence. 
Houses should be numbered al­
so. Parcels too large for the 
box and mall that must be sign­
ed for will be delivered to the 
door of the residences.

Business places are not re­
quired to provide a mall recept­
acle. C arriers will deliver 
mall to a convenient location 
Inside the business house if It 
Is open. If it Is not open a 
mall receptacle or slot must be 
provided. Carriers will col­

lect letters placed In curbline 
boxes for mailing if the flag is 
raised on the box.

A post Office form 3575 Is 
available at the post office for 
change of address. " I f  you plan 
to accept city delivery service 
to your residence or place of 
business, please furnish the 
post office with one of these 
forms as soon as possible so 
that preparations may be made 
and delivery can begin with the 
first day of serv ice." Post­
master Williams said, "You 
should also begin now advising 
your correspondents of your

correct street address. Your 
/IP CODE wlllremain the same 
79035," he added.

"W e are happy to bring this 
service to the people of Frlona 
and ask that you give us your 
full cooperation in getting the 
service started. Get your box­
es set, with name and address 
before time to start this first 
delivery and be certain that you 
have signed tills form 3575 and 
returned it to the office," says 
Postmaster Williams.

The neighbors called her "Mad M eg." Her given name was 
Margaret and when she first came to live in the valley she was 
as sane as anybody, but the years of pioneering In the mountains 
and the Indian raid, had taken their toll.

Her husband had built the cabin, a foursquare, one room and 
loft affair, of hewed white oak logs. He split the "sh ak es" for 
the roof shlnkles and halted the straight pine logs for the 
puncheon floor.

He and Margaret were married In the settlement and moved, 
as bride and groom, into the new cabin.

A swift-flowing mountain creek (they called it a " c r ic k "  -  
out here it would be a river I) formed a crescent around the 
south and east of the cabin.

He planted a weeping willow in the arch of the stream, and in 
his youth, laughed at the fable at some member of the family 
dying when the tree grew as tall as the house.

t>ne evening in late March, when the Virginia woods were 
white with dogwood, Margaret kept the corn pone hot and the 
buttermilk cold, but at twilight he still had not come to supper.

Walking across the stumpy, rooty, new ground, she found him 
lying face down in the dirt, a C herokee arrowshaft protruding 
from his back.

T error stricken she ran the two m iles, through the dark for­
est to the nearest neighbors. Collapsing on their door step she 
gasped out her story.

They burled him in the churchyard and during the ceremony 
Margaret sat strangely quiet, her eyes va. ant and staring.

She Insisted upon returning to the cabin ami with the help of 
neighbors, continued to work the place.

\s time passed It became apparent that she was "tetched in 
the head."

The spasmodic Indian raids kept the area on guard and it was 
on one such occasion that the neighborhood women and children 
fled to the sanctuary of the stout oak cabin while the men and 
older boys defended the perimeter of the settlement.

The accurate rifle fire coming from the beselged women in 
the cabin prevented a frontal assault by the mauradlng redmen 
so they resorted to fire arrows shot into the wooden shingled 
roof.

To leave the burning cabin meant death or humiliation to the 
women and girls.

Mad Meg, as she was now known, lifted an iron bound bucket, 
of water from the low shelf beside the door and stro t boldly 
into the yard.

A rustic ladder leaned against the eaves and up she went the 
bucket of water swinging in her left hand.

Creeping across the roof she yanked away the flaming arrows 
and doused the burning shingles.

The hail of arrows stopped Immediately.
Margaret's mental condition was well known up and down the 

valley and to the Indians a crazy person bore a charmed life and 
there was no happy hunting ground ahead for the person who kill­
ed one so afflicted.

Having driven off the main body of the war party the men re­
turned and the settlement relaxed into lt*s normal state of armed 
truce.

Mad Meg’s valiant deed was performed about 150 years ago.
Twenty four years ago today at Normandy on the north coast 

of France 250,000 allied soldiers landed esplte the best efforts 
of the entrem tied German army. Within two weeks over a mil­
lion were ashore and the vanguard was well on the way to liber­
ate I’arls.
