Council H ears Building 
Plan By R.L. Fleming

Contrartor R.L. Fleming ap­
peared before the Friona City 
Council Monday night and pre­
sented a plan whereby he would 
construct five duplex apart­
ments on the west of Fifth 
Street.

Fleming stated that If and 
when his deal for the land Is 
completed, he would bring It 
within the city limits and re­
quest the city make It a "C -  
Zone" for brick veneer apart­
ments, and furnish the ares 
with water, sewer and trash 
service.

Mayor W.L, (Preach) 1 del- 
mon voiced tentative approval 
of the request, and advised 
Fleming to draw up the ne­
cessary legal documents for 
annexation when the land deal 
Is completed, for approval at 
the next council meeting.

The land la west of and ad­
jacent to block four In the Sta­
ley addition. It fronts on W est 
Fifth Street (Loop 270), Just

south of the McGlothlln Trailer 
C ourt.

Fleming purposes to build 
five two-unit apartments, with 
double garage separating the 
living quarters.

In other business Monday, 
the council swarded Western 
Fence Co. of Amarillo the con­
tract for a cyclone-type fence 
to enclose water well number 
7, on a bid ol $694.

A request for the city to pro­
vide water service to a trailer 
house sited outside the city lim­
its died for lack of action,

A request for donation of 
water service to the Girl Scout 
Hut under construction was de­
nied, as the state constitution 
forbids a city granting pubUc 
money to any Individual or 
group.

In his monthly report to the- 
council on city activities, City 
Manager Jake Outland pointed 
out that his office coordinated 
the collection of delinquent tax­

es with the City Attorney. Some 
success was made In the col­
ie. tions.

Four building permits were 
issued during the month. Prin­
cipal Item was a $21,000 per­
mit for a filling station. Also 
Inc luded were permits for an 
addition to a residence, esti­
mated at $3,500: and two stor­
age fa Ilitles estimated at $30,- 
100. This made the total con­
struction for April $30,100.

Water department record* 
showed 21,580,900 gallons of 
water pumped during April, an 
average of 729,363 gallons per 
day and an lac reaae of 200,000 
gallons over the previous
month. A total of .56 in. hea
of rainfall was measured for 
the month.

One new water tap was made, 
to bring the total a. live taps 
to 1047, Removal of well aand 
both ground storage tanks was 
done the first week of the month, 
\pproximately 18 meter leaks

and repairs were made during 
the last week of the month.

One new sewer tapwasmade, 
to bring the total to 983 a. tlve 
taps at the end of April. Three 
sewer stoppages were cleared 
during the month.

Four fire alarms were ans­
wered luring April. Three 
were outside the city limits. 
Greatest loss was at the Ja< k 
Moseley farm where an ex­
plosion caused total loss to the 
resl.ien. e. A barn and farm 
equipment were lost on the Ken­
neth Neill Farm, estimated to 
be worth $2,000.

The one fire call inside the 
city limits was to an automo­
bile at the hospital parking lot, 
an estimated damage of $100.

Police department re. ords 
show 37 arrests during the 
month. Twenty-one were traf­
fic violations: seven for minors 
In possession or consumption 
of liquor; three driving while 
Intoxicated; two drunkenness, 
and one each for aggravated 
assault, purchasing alcoholic 
beverage for minors, making 
false reports and traffl. war­
rant.

Seven burglaries were Inves­
tigated with a total of $22 In 
loaves and $200 In damage to 
property. There were five do­
mestic disturbances, four re­
ports of prowlers, three thefta, 
two shoplifting charges, two 
dogs poisonings and one at­
tempted u s  suit. Two traffl. 
accidents resulted in an esti­
mated $600 in damage.

Street department employees 
spent two days mowing weeds 
along the right of ways during 
the last of the month.

Three trucks were hauling 
trash during the annual Spring 
Clean-up week, which result­
ed In much Improvement 
throughout various area* of the 
city.

The library board met at Its 
appointed hour April |9 for Its 
monthly business session. It 
w u  reported, that 250 books 
were received on loan from the 
state library.

An 
affirmative vote by at least 
two-thirds of the county’ s cot­
ton farmers who vote permits 
such transfers during the next 
two years, 1968 and 1969.

throughout the cotton belt, and 
growers In 412 counties have 
already approved the allotment 
transfers.

Air Mail Postal Rates

Are Increased P IP E R SALES AND SERVICE

An Increase of International 
surface and airmail rates w ill 
go Into effect Monday, May 1, 
Postmaster Wright Williams 
announc ed today.

The new International rates, 
he said, will not apply to mail­
ings for members of the Armed 
Forces overseas. Domestic 
postage rates are applicable 
to mail addressed through 
APO’ s and FPO 's.

The rate increases for both 
surface and airmail — aver­
aging 13^ — were first pro­
posed on January Handpubllc- 
ly confirmed on March 1. The 
Department explained at that 
time that they were needed to 
help offset a deficit of about 516 
million in international mall op- 

________ _
Specific Information on the 

new international rates can be 
obtained from the service win­
dow at the post office. Post­
master Williams said.

This was the first general 
increase in International rates 
since July, 1961.

The increases are:
1. Airmail letters to Cen­

tral America andi arlbbean ar­
ea from 13; a half ounce to 
15<.

2. Airmail to the rest of the 
Western Hemisphere remains 
15; a half ounce, except for 
Canada and Mexico.

3. Airmail to Europe and 
Mediterranean .Africa from 15; 
a half ounce to 20f.

4. Airmail letters rates to

the rest of the world remain 
unchanged at 25; a half ounce.

5. Aerogrammes and air 
post cards increased 2< each 
from 11; to 13;.

6. Items sent by air, other 
than letters and parcels, such 
as small packages, books, pe­
riodicals andother printed mat­
ter Increased 10; per piece to 
all countries except t anda.

7. Letters going by surface 
transportation to all nations 
(exc luding Canada and Mexico) 
increased from 11; to 13;. Post 
cards raised from 7; to 8;.

8. Most printed matter, in­
cluding publL ations, increased 
one cent a piece. For 2nd class 
public, ations to l anada only, the 
one cent increase will be de­
ferred for six months to become 
effective November 1, 1967, 
Also, the present bundling rate 
which permits postage to be 
computed on the bulk weight of 
packages of publications ad­
dressed to ( anada post offices 
w ill remain in effect until No­
vember 1, 1968, at which time 
it will be discontinued.

9. Surfac e parcel post rates 
to all nations increased 20c a 
parcel, an average of 7 .

"postage rates for surface 
first class letters and air let­
ters and surface 3rd class type 
printed matter to i anada and 
Mexico correspond to l  .S. do­
mestic rates, which are set by 
the Congress, and are not be­
ing changed at this time,”  Post­
master Williams said.
