and is an indictment not only of
their parents, but of other parents
and lax lawmakers as well

Certainly a 16-year-old boy is
physically capable of driving an
automobile, and of doing so safely,
and many of them are excellent
and conscientious drivers. But a
great many are too immature to
accept the frightening responsibi-
lity which goes with the operation
of such a lethal weapoh as a
speeding autombile,

The hit and run incident focuses
attention on the fact that too
many youngsters are getting too
much freedom and responsibility
too soon — long before they are
emotionally equipped to handle it
in emergency situations.

We submit that the driver edu-
cation program is doing a fine job
of teaching proper driving habits
and of instructing young people in
their responsibilities as drivers,
but it is given them too soon —
about two years early, in fact—
and forces them into adult situa-
tions and responsibilities at an
age four years younger than that
which anether branch of our law
says is necessary for holding a
job using power machinery.

We need to take a long, hard
look at the laws which set mini-
mum ages for driver licenses, as
well as those which restrict the
youngster who would like to be
working and learning a trade, and
instead is forced into idleness
which creates boredom, unrest,
and such irresponsible conduct as
that exhibited by the Dallas young-
sters.

What, then, is the Republican

Heavy in-
roads are to be made in the deep
South, and 74 electoral votes gain-
ed them, Then 30 will come from
the Rocky Mountain states, 106
from the Middle West, and 24 from
the Border and New England stat-
es, That, should it happen, would
bring the GOP to within 36 elec-
toral votes of the 270 needed to
win. California, with its 40 votes,
thus becomes the key. And in
California, Senator Goldwater has
shown great strength and has a
potent organization as his prim-
ary victory over Governor Rocke-
feller demonstrated. Every effort
will be made to cement and to in-
crease these vital assets,

That seems to be the basic stra-
tegy. Johnson and the Democrats,
obviously, will have something to
say about it. And, as of now, Se-
nator Goldwater needs to gain
much ground in some of those
states and areas if the plan is to
become a reality., There are some

very big unpredictable elements
involved —as, for instance, what
ultimate effect the civil rights

law, and the ominous racial con-
flicts which show no signs of abat-
ing in either North or South, will
have on either of the top candi-
dates and on the candidates for
either partisan office.

A safe prediction: It will be one
of the hardest-hitting, no holds-
barred campaigns of recent times.
