Printing of the first complete 

book relating the history of Coch­
ran County began this week at the 
Tribune's printing shop.

Flvis E. Fleming, .Morton Junior 
High School history teacher, wrote 
the book last year after he had 
discovered that no comprehensive 
history of the county had ever been 
written. He entitled the book Tex­
as’ Last Frontier. A History of 
Cochran County, Texas.

The idea for the bosk first oc ­
curred to him in the fall of 1963 
when he was teaching a unit on

'65 Poll Tax

Groves said between 1,500 and 
1.700 poll taxes should be bought 
here before Jan, 31, the last day 
they may be obtained.

In Cochran County, poll taxes 
may be bought at the county court­
house in Morton, or in Whiteface 
from Vern Beebe at the Beebe In­
surance Agency.
