My friend Bustamante Mc- 
Kiavenhauger was In to see me 
early this w'eek. I have known 
him longer than forever, and 
sooner or later encounter him 
wherever I go. He is the most re­
markable, and probably the most 
civilized man I know. He has 
read everything worth reading 
and I doubt there are seven 
words In the language he can’t 
spell. He can even spell Waxa- 
hachie and Nacogdoches without 
taking aim.

Like most talented and ac­
complished men, Bustamante 
McKlavenhauger as a man of 
infinite modesty, but he clings 
tenaciously to one conceit; he is, 
he asserts almost defiantly, the 
only ambidextrous snuff dipper 
In Texas.

"You’re unorthodox,” he as­
serted “You’re a nonconformist. 
You’re a heretic. You still cling 
to the belief that newspaper 
should be written and edited for 
the benefit of the readers.” 

Well?" I said v
'You don’t have time to read 

as many papers as I do." he said 
gently. "You’d be surprised how- 
many are written and edited for 
the benefit of the correspon­
dents. reporters, stockholders, 
journalism professors, and what- 
have-you."

I was having a little trouble 
with a story; I couldn’t seem to 
find any verb in one sentence. I 
didn’t answer him.

"You ever attend any of these 
sure-nuff, top-drawer, blue-rib­
bon publishers' conventions?” 
McKlavenhauger asked.

He knew I didn’t and went on 
with his talk. "They always im­
port a lot of hot-shot managing 
editors, news editors, Sunday 
editors, circulation managers, 
advertising managers. They de­
liver pontflcial orations on how 
to increase the efficiency of 
their respective shperes of inter­
est. But you never hear of ’em 
asking for the opinion of some 
ordinary, day-after-day, home­
grown, garden-variety constant 
reader.”

I figured out what that sen­
tence was Intended to mean and 
worte in a verb.

“Why don’t you bring that to 
the attention of the publisher’s 
editors’ and publishers’ society?”

"Why don’t I?" he exclaimed,

north for the summer, but I 
bave a feeling he’ll be around for 
a while, at least.

Co. Supt. L. C. Cash returned 
from Austin with the word that 
the next Legislature will very 
likely abolish Texas’ county 
school setup. Including the office 
of county superintendent Ex­
ceptions to the change may be 
Harris, Bexar, Tarrant, and 
Dallas counties.

If recommendations now ap- 
proching completion are adopt­
ed by the legislature, school dis­
tricts comparable to th? present 
senatorial districts will be creat­
ed. Cash suggested this 10- 
county senatorial district may 
compose two of the new school 
areas.

Under the proposed plan each 
school district, would be admin­
istered by a board of five mem­
bers. This board would employ 
an executive who would have 
the general functions of the 
county superintendent. For ex- 
emple. Cash explained, In a five- 
county area one board member 
would be elected for each coun­
ty. Should the new area con­
tain three counties, each coun­
ty would elect one member and 
the other two would be elected 
at large.

The proj>osed new school areas 
will vary according to> scholas­
tic enrollment, distances, and 
area.

Cash recalled that the last 
legislature directed a survey be 
made of county school organiza­
tion. He learned on his recent 
visit to Austin that the survey 
has been completed and the re­
commendations are all but com­
pleted.

Exception of the four large 
counties to the provisions of the 
suggested revision is likely to In­
sure adoption by the Legisla­
ture, Cach believes. He pointed 
out that inasmuch as those 
counties, with their numerous 
delegations in the Legislature, 
will vote for any bill containing 
these provisions
