HOSPITAL IMPROVEMENT

The County budget now
allocates only 2.92%
for its support and re-
pair of the county hos-
pital less than it spends
for utilities, travel and
fuel, or supplies and

postage. .

During the past four

years, Morton Memori-

al Hospital has had 81 ,-

710 patients, 16,300 of

them charity. 5,495 pa-

tients have spent 13,050 days in the hospital, for : average capacity of 71°¢

salaries fo'/ﬂ $72,000 for the aver 23 employ and it cost $384 a day to keep the fa
operating. From 1959 to 1962, it cost the county $121,000 for hospital operation. From

to 1962, it cost the county $318,641, From 1962 to 1966, it cost the county only $59,000 for the
hospital. For the past four years, the average cost per year for charity work performed has b

en $23 000.

WHAT WILL iT COST YOU?

When you pay your taxes this fall, Cochran County will be debt-free. For
the past 12 years, you have puid for bends that built the county activity
building, the county park and livestock show harns. It took 40 years to re-
tire bonds that built the courthouse. The hingest home in Morten is carried
at no more than $3,000 valuation for county tax purpeses. Bused on 20-year
bonds, the tax for hospital improvement would cost that homeowner
only SIX CENTS per $100 of valuation, or $1.60 per year. One of the larger
businesses in Morton is valued at $7,000. lts tax for hespital improvement
would be only $4.20 per year. The best labor of land in the country is val-
ved at no more than $4,250, including buildings. The proposed $195,000
hospital imprevement bonds would cost that landowner only $2.55 annval-
ly on that labor of land.

WHY IS I7 NEEDED?

In a recent meeting of the Texas Hospital Association, it was pointed out
that hospitals in Texas not approved for Medicare probably would net be
eligible to participate in Blue Cross, since Blue Cross is handiing Medicare
in Texas. If this happens, commercial insurance also might turn down
claims. Our hospital has temporary Medicare appreval only until July,
1967. The American Hospital Association states that a hospital with 65%
average capacity cannot take care of a drastic emergency. During the past
four years, our hespital has averaged 71% capacity. The AHA also says
that a hospital needs 42 beds for every thousand people served. Our hos-
pital serves approximately 10,000 people, yet has only 18 beds.

CONSIDER THESE FACTS!

It is difficult for twe doctors to provide adequate medical service for this
large area Added facilities would enable two more doctors to locate here.
Since the charity load should not increase, the hospital would be more
self-supporting. In order to keep pace with the needs, we need better
hospital facilities. If our two doctors should leave, we would be forced
to use hospitals in other towns, generally with much higher rates than are
charged here. For example, it is 26 miles to Levelland, 56 miles to Lubbock,
33 miles to Muleshoe, 40 miles to Littl efield, 60 miles to Brownfield, and 65
miles to Clovis.

Final chance to speak for water

With the Texas Water Development Board holding a second
meeting in Lubbock at 9:30 a. m. Friday, Sept. 9, we feel it is
necessary once more to express our displeasure with the plan ad-
vanced by the board for the distribution of surplus water in the
state.

Basically, the plan calls for surplus water in East Texas to be
diverted south and west through an elaborate series of aquaducts
and channels. The purpose is to provide water for the heavily-popu-
lated areas of the Gulf Coast, irrigation water for south Texas and
new farming areas in the South-Central areas.

With this, we have no quarrel. However, we do feel that
the Board and its plan were negligent, almost criminally so, in
writing off more than one-third of the state without any supplemen-
tal water,

Cost is cited as the reason. is our

our cities, our industries and our crops. Without water we will
have none of these. Without water this area will once again become
an uninhabitable wasteland. Our cities will cease to grow and ulti-
mately will decline. Our extensive irrigated farming operations—
which provide more than one-half of the state's total agricultural
income—will shrink and one day be nothing more than a memory.

Get your water from out-of.state sources,’’ the board told
us. What a ridiculous statement! Water is one of the major keys
to open up new cropland and industrial expansion. Other states
are going to be less than enthusiastic about letting their water be
diverted to Texas.

Why should the water board arbitrarily decide that future
crop production should take place on some 800,000 - plus acres of
South Texas land that has never been farmed, much less irrigated?
The land in that area is rough, hilly and generally unsuited to farm-
ing. If this were not so, it would have been put under the plow
l00 years ago. The West Texas and High Plains area is broad, flat,
mich in soil and ideally suited to the intensive farming operations
that will be necessary to feed an ever-increasing world population.

Finally, why doesn't the Water Development Board allocate
a major portion of its fund to research on a low-cost method of
desalinizing the abundant waters along the Gulf Coast? Then the
cities of the Gulf Coast could have their fresh water for cities and
mdustries and we could have the East Texas surplus for our crops.

The Water Development Board says we can't afford the cost
of water brought from East Texas. But they admit their cost figures
afe nothing more than guesses and that they have devoted litile,
time or study to this. They were too quick to write off this area.
Our answer is that we will have o pay the cost if we are going
to survive in this region.

We strongly urge that every citizen of Cochran County at.

Spanish, and who can teach Spa-
nish — they are barred from the
classroom because they don't have
teaching requirements which the
professional educators have made
part of Texas law in order to con-
trol who shall and who shall not
teach in Texas. Mr. Barneg can
find a lot of teachers who learned
their Spanish in Waukegan Teach-
ers College, never did master con-

Controls no answer

Texans and the nation have been
shocked by the senseless killing of
15 persons and the wounding of 33
others at the University of Texas

Monday, and already there are
cries demanding that Congress
pass laws doing away with the

ownership of guns in this country
because if it were not possible to
secure guns then nothing like this
mass massacre on the UT campus
would ever happen.

True, it was a gun, or guns that
did most of the killing. But the
crazed assassin used a knife to
first kill his wife and mother
before setting out on his bloody ad-
venture on top of the uriversity
tower, Why not outlaw all knives?

Laws prohibiting the ownership
of guns, or laws requiring the re-
gistration of them, would serve to
get the honest and law abiding
people on the rolls. It would not
deter the man who is determined
to use a gun. Laws prohibiting
the sale and use of narcotics are
no deterrent to the addict.

The experts and the physcholo-
gists and the analysts will be a
long time trying to explain what
happened in the mind of Charles
J. Whitman, an apparently nor-
mal and well adjusted young man,
to make him run beserk as he
did in Austin on this fateful Mon-
day

Whitman gave no evidence that
he was cracking up. He was a
good student, a former Eagle
Scout, worked with a Scout troop
in Austin, held down a part time
job, apparently was a good citizen.

But something happened, Wheth-
er there are enough psychiatrists
or health facilities to screen every-
body in the nation and weed out
the potential psychopaths is highly
doubtful.

Nobody has a good answer to
the problem of sensaless killing.
Passing laws controlling the ac-
quisition and use of guns is not
the right answer, in our opinion.
The answer must go a lot deeper
than that.

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pertains to Section 1V of the He¢
bicide Regulation

SECTION IV GENERAL RI
QUIREMENTS OF THESE REGI
LATIONS

D. Specification of quipment.

1. Equipment must be equipped
with a screen of fine enough mesh
to remove all foreign material
from the spray solution, provided
however, in lieu of a screen in the
equipment all spray may be
screened through such a screen be
fore being put into the equipment

2. Hose and hose conractions
shall be made of such material and
so constructed as to eliminate all
possible leakage

3. A positive cut off valve shall
be installed between the tank and
the outlets and each outlet shall
have a positive cut off valve.

E. Requirements for Spray Ope-
rations: All spraying of hormone-
type herbicides must conform to
these requirements regardless of
whether or not a permit is require-
ed.

1. Wird Gauge: An accurate wind
gauge shall be at the place of
spraying during such spraying.

2. Maximum Velocity: No person
shall spray herbicides when the
wind velocity exceeds ten (10) mil-
es per hour.

3. Maximum pressure for air-
craft equipment: It ig unlawful for
a person to spray hormone-type
herbicides with aircraft equipment
at an outlet pressure which ex-
ceeds 30 pounds per square inch.
As an alternative to the herein
listed maximum pressure, the
equipment may be so regulated to
give not less than a 200 micron
size droplet,

4, Maximum pressure for
ground equipment: It is unlawful
for a person to spray hormone-
type herbicideg with ground equip-
ment at an outlet pressure which
exceeds 40 pounds per square inch.
As an alterrative to the herein
listed maximum pressure, a ca-
nopy can be installed over the
boom so as to keep spray materials
from drifting.

5. Type and Concentration of
Herbicide: Spraying with non.-vo-
latile and low volatile herbicides
shall be done only under require-
ments of the following chart. This
chart is based upon the use of a
one pound concentration of hor-
mone-type herbicide applied per
acre. In the event a higher con-
centration is sprayed, the proxi-
mity to susceptible crops shall in-
crease in such proportions as one
pound concentration bears to the
