It is not clear how this would affect 
hospital districts which have already been 
created. The laws under which they were 
created carry the same general prohibi 
tions which are in the constitution — a 
broad prohibition against levying taxes for 
hospital purposes or for providing medi­
cal care l( may be held that this broad 
statement does not “ expressiy prohibit" 
participation in mental health services, 
mental relardalmn services and public 
health activities If it should be so held, 
local government agencies within these 
districts would be able to act immediately 
along these lines if this amendment should 
be adopted, without further legislative ac- 
liim. If it IS held that the present broad 
language of the statutes expressly prohi­
bits such activities, municipalities and oth­
er political subdivisions will not be able 
to act until another session of the Legis­
lature amends the existing law.

In addition to those authorized by the 
general laws, mure than 70 hospital dis­
tricts have been authorized by special 
laws passed by the I.agislature, but at this 
time there are only 31 hospital districts 
which have been approved by the voters 
and thus activated for operation. These 31 
hospital districts serve approximately one- 
half of the population of the state All 
would be affected by the proposed amend­
ment.

The purpose of the constitutional require­
ment that hospital districu assume full 
responsibility for providing medical and 
hospital care of their needy inhabitants 
was to avoid duplication and conflict and 
to assure the most efficient serxices for 
the districts' needy citizens. It has been 
argued that duplication and conflict would 
result from the new services allowed by 
this proposal.

Supporters of the amendment say men- 
Ul relardatHin and mental health prob­
lems call for specialized solutions, and in­
volve more than medical or hospital 
tare. Such pmblems are not restricted to 
needy families. They require education and 
training facilities which are not available 
in hospitals Proponents point out that hos­
pital districts were not intended, original­
ly. to replace municipal or county health 
departments. And it was never contemplat­
ed, they say. that county hospital sys­
tems would be the only agency dealing 
with such specialized and complicated 
pniblems as mental health and mental 
retardation.

Propukition 3 on the Ballot
You will vote FOR or AGAINST: “ the 

amendment to extend the Veterans' Land 
Program by authorizing the sale of bonds 
to increase the Veterans' Land F'und for 
the purpose of purchasing land in Texas 
to be sold to Texas veterans who served 
in the .Armed Services of the United 
Slates between September Ifi, IS40. and 
the date of formal withdrawal of United 
Stales troops from the present armed con­
flict in Viet Nam, which amendment would 
amend Section A9-b, Article Ml of the 
Constitution of Texas, and provide for an 
additional $200,000.DUO in bonds, such funds 
In be expended in accnrdance with instruc­
tions and requirements that may be pro­
vided by la w "

Thi.s is the third time this amendment 
has been submitted to a vote It was de­
feated in 1963 and again m 1965. The 
changes proposed this time are, in most 
instances, word for word the same as in 
the two previous elections.

The proposition is a detailed rewriting 
of Sec. •49-b of Article III of our Con­
stitution. The major changes it would 
make are (1) to allow the sale of $200,- 
000,000 more in bonds, (2) to increase the 
rate of interest, (3) to extend the life of 
the Veterans’ Land Fund to an indefinite 
date, (4) to limit eligibility to the time of 
formal withdrawal of United States troops 
from the present armed conflict in Viet 
Nam, and (5) to include veterans who are 
now residents of the State but were not 
Texas citizens when they entered service.

The first provision in our Constitution 
for a Veterans' Land F'und was adopted 
in 1946. It authorized sale of $25,000,000 in 
bonds. In 1951 this was increased by $75,- 
000,000 and in 1956 another $100,000,000 
was approved. All of these bonds have 
been sold. The proposed amendment wtiuid 
allow issuance of another $200,000,000 for 
continuation of the program.

Originally the interest rate on these 
bends was limited to 3%. In 1960 the 
maximum rate was increased to 3'/̂ %. 
This proposed amendment would not set 
any exact maximum but the true effec­
tive rate (which depends on the price bid 
for the bonds) could not exceed 4'/4%. The 
actual wording of the amendment at this 
point is “ the weighted average annual in­
terest rate, as that phrase is commonly 
and ordinarily used and understood in the 
municipal bond market, of all bonds is­
sued and sold in any installment of any 
bonds may not exceed four and one-half 
percent.”

The Constitution now requires that after 
December I, 1959 all money received 
from sale of lands and from interest on 
deferred payments under the first $100.- 
(lOO.noO of bonds must be set aside for 
their retirement. After there is enough to 
pay principal and interest, any additional 
money must be depositetl to the credit of 
the State's General Revenue Fund, al the 
discretion of the Board but not later than 
the maturity date of the last maturing

bonds. Similarly, money must be set 
aside for retirement of the second $100 
000,000 in bonds after December 1, 196) 
and any additional receipts paid into the 
General Revenue Fund

The amendment would eliminate these 
provisions. This would not change the dat­
es on which the bonds would be retired; 
but It would do away with the requirement 
that the Board must deposit any addi­
tional receipts resulting from operations 
under these bonds into the General Fund 
by a specific date.

Money from the sale of any series of 
the new bonds authorized by this amend­
ment could be used fur purchase of land 
during the period ending eight years after 
the date of sale of that particular series.

It IS not clear, though, what would hap­
pen after enough money was set aside to 
take care of principal and interest on any 
series of bonds The language is rather 
involved and at times appears to be con­
tradictory. It may be construed as re­
quiring transfer at any additional money 
into the General Revenue Fund as it is 
received. It might be held, on the other 
hand, that after principal and interest is 
paid on the $200,000,000 in bonds already 
issued and on new bonds authorized by this 
amendment, all other money received 
could be utilized as a revolving fund; 
and that this could go on until enough 
money was accumulated to retire fully the 
last bonds that might hereafter be issued 
and sf)ld by the Board.

All new bonds authorized by the propos­
ed amendment are required to be retired 
by Series (those sold by the Board here­
after in a single transaction as a single 
installment).

The amendment provides that the bonds 
shall be general obligations of the State 
of Texas and inserts a provision, now 
covered by statute, that if necessary to 
prevent default in payment of interest 
the Legislature shall appropriate a suf­
ficient amount to repay them. The effect 
of providing for legislative appropriation 
IS to make them unlimited tax bonds, 
which entitles them to a better rate on 
the bond market.

Lands could be sold to veterans who 
served not less than 90 continuous days, 
unless sooner discharged by reason of 
service-connected disability, on active duty 
in the army, navy, air force, coast guard 
or marine corps of the United States be­
tween September 16, 1940 and the date of 
fnrmal withdrawal of United States tniops 
from the present armed conflict in Viet 
Nam. This reference to Viet Nam is a 
limiting provision. The Constitution now 
allows the Legislature tn decide the cut­
off dale for eligibility. The veteran would 
have to have been a bona fide resident of 
Texas at the time he entered service, or 
else have resided in the state at least 
five years prior to filing his application. 
He would have to have been a citizen of 
the United States and not have been dis­
honorably discharged from any of the 
armed forces named.

Responsibilities of the Veterans' Land 
Board would be increa.sed by this pro­
posal. When the program ends would de­
pend largely on the Board's timing of the 
sale of bonds. It would undertake a new 
and quite different financial responsibility 
m determining how much interest rate 
any scries of bonds should bear, and in 
arranging their repayment so that none 
would pay. on an average, more than 4'/2*\,.

New powers of the Board in connection 
with the subdivision of land resemble those 
of a real estate development business. 
These new powers would include authority 
(1) to construct roadways, (2) to pay the 
costs of surveying and monumenting the 
land and the tracts thereof, (3) to pay 
legal fees, recordation fees and advertising 
costs arising out of the purchase and sale 
of land and (4) to pay other like costs 
necessary or incidental to the purchase o ' 
such land. This expense would have to 
be added to the price when the land was 
sold or resold by the Board.

After land had first been offered for 
sale to veterans and not been sold, the 
Board could then sell to the general public 
in such quantities, and on such terms, 
and under such rules and regulations as 
might be provided by law. If a non-vete­
ran became the purchaser, he would be 
treated in substantially the same manner 
as a veteran. The Board could make rules 
and regulations to govern such matters. 
These new and broader powers would im­
pose upon the Board a heavier responsi­
bility for diligence and judgment in steer­
ing a course which was dedicated solely to 
the needs of veterans.

The amendment would spell out qualifi­
cations of the two citizen members of the 
three man Board. One would have to be 
well-versed in veterans’ affairs and the 
other well-versed in finance. The third 
member of the Board would continue to be 
the Commissioner of the General Land 
Office, and he would act both as Chair­
man and as Administrator of the Veterans’ 
Land Program.

The proposed amendment describes it­
self as only a basic framework and would 
grant the Legislature full power to imple- 
rrtent and effectuate its design and objec­
tives. It would permit the Legislature to 
delegate such duties, responsibilities, func­
tions and authority to the Veterans’ Land 
Board as it believed necessary. The 
Board could, if it was so authorized by 
the Legislature, promulgate regulations 
having the effect of law somewhat in the 
same manner as can various federal bu­
reaus.

The Veterans’ Land F'und, as originally 
adopted, contemplated a temporary pro­
gram for assisting veterans to acquire 
land. The lack of a definite cut-off date in 
the new proposal marks a turn toward a

more continuous program. The amount of 
bonds proposed — e<|ual to the total 
amount approved in three different elec­
tions in the nineteen years since it was 
first adopted — is sufficient to cover 
greatly increased demands or to finance 
a long drawn out extension of the pro­
gram's life

Since 1916, when the Veterans' Land 
Program wa- adopted, more and more 
farmers have moved to the larger cities 
for better paying jobs 143 counties lost 
population from 1950 to 1960. The state's 
industrial growth and its population gains 
have centered in its cities and larger 
towns. The small farm does not provide 
the satisfactory way of life it once did. 
Larger tracts of land and expensive ma­
chinery are necessary for profitable opera­
tion.

The new interest rate which the Board 
would set for these loans would become 
more important if land were bought for 
speculative purposes S'.;ch as industrial 
growth or development of minerals, or if it 
were purchased in the larger tracts neces­
sary fur successful farming. An amend­
ment to the law, to be effective if this 
constitutional amendment is adopted, 
would set the maximum mterost rate to 
be charged veterans at S'/2%. In today's 
market this is still a good interest rate 
but not nearly so advantageous as the 
present 4‘/-j% maximum

Propusition 4 on the Ballol
You will vote FOR or A(iAI^ST: “ the 

Amendment to the Constitution authoriz­
ing each county in this state to pay the 
medical bills, doctor bills and hospital bills 
for all Sheriffs, Deputy Sheriffs. Constab­
les, Deputy Constables and other county 
and precinct law enforcement officials who 
are injured in the course of their official 
duties; providing that the county shall 
continue to pay the maximum salary of 
these officials while they are incapacitat­
ed. but such salary payment shall not 
continue beyond the terms of office to 
which they were elected or appointed.”  

This proposition would ' authorize”  each 
county in the state to pay all medical 
expenses, all doctor bills, and all hospital 
bills for a Sheriff, Deputy .Sheriff, Con­
stable, D<-puty Constable, and other coun­
ty and precinct law enforcement officials 
who are injured in the course of their 
official duties It would provide that coun­
ties "shall" pay the maximum salary of 
such an official while he is hospitalized 
or incapacitated as result of such injury.

While this IS a select group chosen for 
special treatment, it is not clear hmv far 
this coverage would extend. It is uncer­
tain, for example, whether the term ’ law 
enforcement official" includes such pcsiple 
as a County Fire Marshal. County Attor­
ney, County Health Officer, Justice of the 
I ’eace, or Judge of a County Court, and 
whether the term would include some or 
all of the members of their staffs.

It is also uncertain what constitutes in­
jury in the course of official duties; for 
example, some law enforcement officials 
are considered as being on 24-hour duly.

Payment of salary would cease “ on the 
expiration of the term of office to which 
such official was elected or appointed ". 
Most of the positions covered by the 
amendment are appointive rather Jian 
elective. People are generally hired or 
appointed to these positions for such time 
as their services are needed or are satis­
factory. -Some are temporary employees. 
What constitutes the "term of office”  dur­
ing which the salary must be paid would 
have to be determined by the courts and 
would often depi-nd on the circumstances 
of the individual's employment. Also un­
defined IS the ''maximum salary" of of­
ficials whose earnings are on a fee basis.

There would be no limitation on the 
amount, type or cost of medical expenses, 
doctor bills or hospital bills. Obviously in 
some ca.ses such expenses could be very 
large. While the payment of salary would 
cease on the expiration of the term of of­
fice, the county would be authorized to pay 
medical and hospital expenses and doctor 
bills for life. The amendment does not 
specify the source of the tax revenue ne­
cessary to implement its provisions.

Usually the Constitution will authorize 
the Legislature to use its discretion in 
implementing and putting such a program 
into effect. In this instance, however, the 
amendment is self-enacting and it autho­
rizes action by counties without re­
ference to legislative approval or inter­
pretation. This does not mean the Legis­
lature could not define terms or establish 
regulations, but it would be restricted in 
the exerci.se of its discretion and in the 
creation of any limitations.

The amendment would create a new 
Section S2e of Article III of the Constitu­
tion of Texas.

Proposition 5 on the Ballol
You will vote FOR or AGAINST; “ the 

amendment to the Constitution of Texas 
adding a new section to be known as 
Section 49-c of Article HI. authorizing the 
Kssuance and sale of Seventy-Five Million 
IDollars ($75,000,000) in bonds by the State 
of Texas to create the Texas Park De­
velopment Fund to acquire lands for State 
Park sites and to develop State Parks" 

This proposition would authorize i.ssuance 
of $75,000,000 in general obligation bonds 
of the State for the purpose of acquiring 
and developing Stale park sites.

The State Parks & Wildlife Department 
would operate, maintain and improve the 
parks. It would have authority to issue 
and sell the bonds in .such form, denomina­
tions, and upon such terms as might be 
prescribed by law. The interest rates on 
the bonds would be fixed by the Parks & 
Wildlife Department, but the weighted 
average annua] utereit rate could nui
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exceed 4'/j% per annum
Interest and principal on the bonds 

would be paid by receipts from admi;;::on 
charges to State parks If in any year 
such receipts were not sufficient the 
amendment would appropriate, without 
any legislative action being needed, a suf­
ficient amount to pay the principal and 
interest due. out of the first nrtoneys com­
ing into the Treasury in that fiscal year

The bonds, together with $7,000,000 of 
estimated federal aid. would finance a pr'.-- 
gram which the Parks & Wildlife Depart­
ment believes would be "a  self-supporting 
program, financed by a nominal entrance 
fee at state parks” .

This IS the proposed financing for a ten 
year program which the department calls 
the priority phase of its long-range out­
door recreation program During this time 
ihe department proposes the acquisition 
of some 150.000 acres of land for addition 
to the present State parks system

Twenty-six new State recreation perks 
comprising approximately 61.000 acre: of 
land, being no more than two hours time 
from most Texans and primarily water- 
oriented. would afford Texans and visitors 
to the State opportunities to enjoy a varie­
ty of outdoor adventures. The plan also 
calls for preservation and scenic develop­
ment of fourteen of the State's most signi­
ficant, unique and scenic areas comprising 
some 84.000 acres. It includes action to 
protect forty-one of the State's most signi­
ficant historical sites which would email 
acquisition of about 5.000 acres of land. 
In addition, the plan provides for expan­
sion and further protection of six existing 
scenic parks, entailing 5 680 acres, and 
three existing histone parks with acquisi­
tion totalling 560 acres.

Governor Connally in recommending the 
plan offered by the Park- & Wildlif- 
Commission said “ its initiation and com­
pletion should provide Texas with a first- 
class State Park System meeting the out- 
ckxir needs of present and future Texas ",

The amendment would be a new section 
49-e of Article III of our Constitution.

Proposition I  on the Ballot
You will vote FOR or AliAINST; “ the 

constitutional amendment allowing non- 
elective state officers and employees to 
serve in other non-elective offices or piw- 
tions under this state or the United 
States until September I. I%9. and there­
after only if authorized by the Legisla­

a jx-rson from holding an office under the 
Stale or one of ns politii al subdivitH>ns 
and at the vsrne time serving in some 
capacity with a private enterprise

Our Constitution exempts from this rule 
the officer: and enlisted men of the .Na­
tional Guard, the National "Guard Reserve, 
the Officers Rererve Corps of the United 
Slates and the Organi-ed Reserve of the 
United Slate-, and the retired officeri. re­
tired warrant officers and retired enliated 
men of the United States Army, .Navy and 
Marine Corps

The proposed amendment would add hi 
thi: exemption i'st the officers and enlisted 
men of the Air National Guard, the Air 
National Guard Reserve and the .Air 
Force Reserve and the retired officers, 
retired warrant officer, and retired enlist­
ed men of the Air Force.

If this proposilMin :s adopted it would 
provide for the first two years, that is 
until September 1. 1%9. that a non-elec- 
tive state officer or employee could hold 
other non-ekitive offices or posit xins of 
honor, trust or profit under thir State or 
the United States provided (1) the other 
office: or positions are of benefit to the 
State, or are required by Stale or federal 
law. and (2) there is no conflict with the 
original office or jiositton fur which he 
receives compensation.

•After September 1 19h9 these ->ame oon- 
dilions would prevail only if authorized 
by the Iegi-!ature by general law and 
under such restrictions and limitation: as 
the Legi.sUlure prescribed m the law

in a Consulting capacity It has been point­
ed out that there would be advantages in 
rerta n -  ho d i- t - .t :  and other govern­
mental agent les being able to hire per­
sonnel jointly.

Sfrrv ice on lederal advisory boards or 
cniiniiil.j.-s nr jointty hoidittg both federal 
and Stale p;.->itions might result in a 
better undei standing of the Slate's pos- 
tion and Its need:, at the national level 
and might result in more recognition of 
the .Matt s attainments There have 
bti n compiaims that service on State 
hoards might lead to or imply acceptance 
of federal auihontv but proponents of this 
amendment say that generally the people 
who have teen prevented by our constitu­
tional restriction fmm performing such 
service are highly capable persons who 
would have reflected great credit on ixir 
Slate and whose .sc'rvice would have 
.strcngthem>d Stale and local government.

This proposal would he an amendment 
of Section 33 of .Article XVI of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas.

We feel that general obligation bonds 
are necessary to finance park expansion 
because money from the general revenue 
fund is n<K available And we feel just 
as sure that projected revenues from ad­
mission fees will be sufficient to finance 
the program, thus relieving the taxpayer 
of this burden.

Back to clear th in k in g
This newspaper, over the months, has 

both agreed and disagreed with portions 
of the protest made against present 
American policies in Southeast Asia. But 
even when disagreeing, we have strongly 
supported both the nght and the de­
sirability of such protest. Not only is

such duiagreemeiu an inalienable right 
of every American ckisen, but it serves 
the uivRJuable purpose of sharpening is­
sues, increasing public awareness of what 
IS or IS not being achieved, and of the 
risks being run Thoughtless unanimity 
IS often a greater danger to a nation than 
IS the voicing of heated disagreement.

It IS for such reasons as these that wo 
regret the increasing disordcT which is 
coming into the anti-Vielnamese war pro­
test movement. Present trends threaten 
to bury under an avalanche of wild 
charges, exaggerated claims, obacene in­
sults, and hippie antics those calmer 
voices of doubt and protest which have 
a positive contribution to make to the 
debate over Vietnam.

To tee on television signs which call 
President Johnson a butcher, which voice 
support for the dictatorial regime in 
Hanoi, which even insult American dem­
ocracy. IS to see how far a portion of 
the protest movement has skidded off the 
road of reason and restraint.

In months past it was the heartfelt 
doubts of a Senator Fullbnghl. the rea­
soned opposition of a Waller Lippman, 
the concern of a General Gavin which 
made the headlines and stirred the think­
ing on Vietnam Today it is the burning 
of draft cards in a church, the freniied 
shrieks of barefooted ‘copouts,”  the pres­
ence of marijuana, the general air of 
pointless, childish anarchy which more 
and mure hold Ihe center of attention. 
For everyone who remembers a serious 
senatorial speeih on Southeast Asia, a 
do/en will remember the picture of a 
long-haired girl being carried kicking 
aand Kreammg from the Pentagon

If there is to be ratKmil national de­
bate on Vietnam, the present trend must 
be reversed. The movement must be back 
toward a calm, reasoned, insightful dis- 
cussNin of the issues. There must be the 
presenialion of suggestions fur achiev­
ing peace which have some semblance of 
reality. In short, America must return to 
a thoughtful level of debate.

We believe that it will. There is a fun­
damental hard-headejness about the 
American public which in the end causes 
it to shy away from dreamy aggera- 
tiron and get down to fundamentals. This 
is a moment fur clear, prayerful thought 
It IS a time for Americans to examine 
and reexamine their actions and policies 
in line with their highest sense of right 
and justice. This will open the path to 
right decisions on Vietnam.

TAX PICTURE — Top legislative bud­
get planners took a new, slightly brighter 
reading on the tax outlook last week. Hut 
taxpayers still won't be exactly overjoyed

Legislative Budget Board staff members 
trimmed their unofficial estimate of re­
venue needs in 1968 from $192,900,000 
to $149,000,000. However, the latter calls 
for rigid budget economies which lawmak­
ers will find hard to effect in the face of 
rising costs, growing population and in­
creasing demands for better services.

LBB staffers estimated 1989 general fund 
spending at $455,800,000. Thit is just $3.- 
000.000 above the 1968 level. Figure does 
nut include $258,600,000 in automatic foun­
dation school fund transfers and $l.506.UliU 
in water development fund allocations.

Governor's budget office, painting to an 
error in general revenue income estimates 
by the comptroller's office, said it appears 
that the 1968 tax bill, which legislators 
must pass in their special session, prob­
ably will be in the $130,000,000 to $150.- 
000,000 range. Executive office earlier in­
sisted that $100.00.000 to $103,000,000 would 
be adequate.
