onstruction of the first hospi-
tal here,

Need of medical facilities
here was brought forcibly to
Buske's attention in March of
1945 when he had the misfor-
tune of losing two fingers off
his right hand, His firstthought
Was to get to the hospital at
Hereford as soon as possible
after the accident,

However, before he got very
far from Friona, he learned
there was no doctor in Here-
ford at the time and drove to
Farwell instead, After stop-
ping at the office of Dr. V,
Scott Johnson, he was given
emergency treatment and di-
rected o report to the Clovis

ame hospital for surgery,

Early in August of the same

year a group of interested re-
sidents of Friona &nd the sur-
rounding communities in the
county met and named Joe
pPoindexter, G,B, Buske, Jim
Shaffer, Frank Spring andSloan
Osborn as temporary direc-
tors,

Later a plot of ground con-
taining nine acres of pasture
land enclosed with a barbed
wire fence was purchased from
the late James P, Wilson, This
property was located across
Highway 60 north of the present
location of Murphree's Texaco
Station and was bounded on the
north by the present location
of Fourteenth Street,

As Interest In the project
grew memberships were sold at
$100 per family; individuals
contributed funds; men's clvic
clubs and women's clubs spon-
sored ple suppers, box suppers,
rummage sales, cake walks and

other benefit programs,

Plans were drawn for a hos-
pital which was estimated to
cost about $100,000, When It
became known that it would take
at least $150,000 to build and
equip & hospital, members of
the board of directors began to
look for & suitable building
which they could purchase,

Since Parmer County Come
munity Hospital had qualified
under its charter as & non.
profit organization, it was eli.
gible to make application for a
complete hospital unit, which
had been used at the prisioner
of war camp near Summerfield,
Soon after the application was
made, the board of directors
received notification that they
had been granted the bullding
without cost,

Of course, a lot of work had
to be done and a great deal of
cost was involved inmoving and

re-locating the building, Much
of this was done by volunteers,

Early in 1947 a doctor had
been secured, equipment had
been installed, nurses and other
hospital personnel had been
hired and the first patients
were admitted,

From this un-impressive be-
ginning the hospital has grown
to its present size and impor-
tance to the community, About
ten years after the first build-
ing was completed a new build-
ing was ready for occupancy
on its present location,

The first patient in the new
bullding was J. B, McFarland,
who had been one of the or.
ganization’'s staunchest sup-
porters since its beginning,

In reminiscing about his con.
nection with the hospital in an
official capacity, Buske said,
It is Impossible for anyone
who was not in on the ground

floor to begin to realize the
amount of time, effort and en.
ergy spent by everyone in the
county to make the hospital a
reality,"’

He continued ‘*My work with
the hospital has been the most
challenging and rewarding pro-
ject I've ever worked on, Par-
mer County residents are the
cream of the crop and always
respond generously when call-
ed upon to support any cause
which they consider beneficial
to the community,"*
